Consultant to conduct soil investigation and preparation of DPR and detailed estimate based on 

DSR .The firm M/s. PEMS Engineering Consultant, Trivandrum submitted the DPR on 13/10/2022. 

Later, it was directed to recast the estimate for setting up of Translational Research and 

Innovation Centre limiting to Rs. 25 crores excluding equipment.  The Standing Committee on 

Planning and Development, recommended to limit the work to 25 crores as proposed by the 

Government on 26/10/2022. 

The firm M/s.PEMS vide email dated 04/11/2022, submitted the revised proposal limiting to 

Rs. 25 crore as proposed by the Government in connection with the “Translational Research &

05/11/2022 after verification by the University Engineer.

       As per Notification No. Acad.L/S/2446/2011 dated 04.04.2013, an Amendment ( no. 232) has 

been made in Statute 18, in Chapter 3 of the Kerala University First Statutes, 1977, as follows: 

Head of the Department - The Professor, Associate Professor/Reader or Assistant Professor in 

charge of a Department shall be Head of the Department. The Head of the Department shall be 

nominated on a rotation basis for three years starting with the senior most teacher of the Department. 

The Syndicate shall nominate the Senior most Professor as the Head of the Department for a period of 

three years and at the end of the three years, next senior most Professor shall be nominated. After all 

the Professors are given a turn, the rotation shall then be implemented among Associate Professors/ 

Readers as per seniority. To become eligible for considering for headship, a teacher should possess a 
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Ph D Degree and has to put in at least 2 years of service in the Department except in cases where there 

is no senior teacher in the Department. A teacher shall be eligible to take up headship only if he or she 

has a minimum of 6 months of service remaining till retirement. In the Department where there are no 

Professors/ Associate Professors/Readers eligible for the Head, it shall be rotated among the Assistant 

Professor. It shall however be open to the teacher who has been nominated as the Head of the 

Department to make a request that he/she shall be relieved of such responsibility for academic reasons. 

In such cases, the next senior most teacher shall be the Head of the Department. 

        At present, there are seven Teaching Faculties in the Institute of English. Three of them 

are Professors and the other four are Assistant Professors. Dr. Meena T Pillai, Professor, 

Institute of English, who joined duty on 31.01.2008 and date of retirement is on 31.05.2028, is 

the next senior faculty in the Department as per rotation and she satisfies the condition required 

for being nominated as Head of the Department.

approval without sufficient valid reasons.

It is also stated that they can be permitted to use 

the Reference section of the Kerala University Library after granting temporary membership for few 

months and the term of such membership, caution deposit, membership fees etc are to be decided. 

The University Librarian (i/c) was requested to furnish a details of the temporary membership 

granting at present to the non-members (term, caution deposit, membership fees etc) and also to 

forward a proposal of the same. 

In this context, the University Librarian (i/c) has submitted the following proposal: 

The private registration candidates can be categorized into two: 

  i)  Under graduate students 

  ii)  Post-graduate students 

Post graduate students are eligible for available the graduate membership of the Library, for 

which the prevailing rules and regulations may be followed. 

In the case of under graduate students, University has lesser control over them than the 

regular college students. Hence there is chances of misusing the membership. However there may be 

potential users among them and hence membership can be given by stipulating stricter norms (than 

that of the existing norms for graduate membership) such as 

i. Mandating a certificate from a Gazetted Officer to the effect that they are personally 

responsible for the loss made by the student in the library. 

ii. A higher membership deposit fee and Annual subscription fee as decided by the higher 

authorities may be implemented. 

iii. The existing temporary membership fee structure may also be made applicable for giving 

temporary membership to them also. Details of Temporary membership fee as given below

  7 days   - Rs. 100/-

     As per the orders of the Vice-Chancellor, a meeting of the Advisory Committee was 

convened at 3.00 p.m. on 05.04.2023 for assessing the progress of the works- Construction of Staff 

Quarters, New Hostel for Men & ICCR Students and School of Communication & Library Science at 

Kariavattom. 

     The meeting began at 03.30 p.m. 

The meeting considered the status of the aforementioned projects and had a detailed 

discussion with the representatives of M/s. WAPCOS Ltd. and M/s KSHB regarding the progress of 

the works. 

1. Construction of Staff Quarters at Kariavattom 
The representatives of M/s.WAPCOS Ltd have reported that the work was successfully 

completed on 09.12.2022 and requested to expedite the payment in respect of RA Bill no. 4 

amounting to Rs. 54,99,199/- (incl. GST) of the work, which was submitted to the University on 

18.03.2023. The University Engineer has informed them the bill will be processed within one week. 

     The meeting also made detailed discussion on the estimate and drawings for the land 

development and road works in the premises of the new Quarters, submitted by M/s.WAPCOS as per 

the direction of the University (Syndicate held on 08.12.2022- Item No.49.14). The meeting assessed 
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that the estimate amount for the land development and road works in the premises of the new Quarters 

is too high and the proposed plan and drawings are not suitable for the site. 

In light of the above discussions, the Committee has recommended the following: 

1. To entrust the University Engineer to make  the payment in respect of RA Bill no. 4 

amounting to Rs. 54,99,199/- (incl. GST) of the work to the Contractor at the earliest.  

2. To direct M/s.WAPCOS to submit the final bill for the balance amount of the work, with 

immediate effect.   

3. To submit a revised estimate and drawings for the land development and road work in 

the premises of the new Quarters as proposed in the meeting, by significantly reducing 

the estimated amount.  

2. Construction of School of Communication & Library Science Building at Kariavattom 
      The meeting assessed the progress of the work.  The representatives of M/s KSHB have 

reported that the civil work is at finishing stage and requested to extend the Time of Completion of 

the work up to 30.06.2023, without imposing fine. The University Engineer has informed that the time 

of completion of the work expired on 05.09.2022 as per the MoU and an extension of ToC upto 

31.03.2023 was already granted to the KSHB by the University with exempting the fine for the period 

of Treasury ban. The University Engineer has reported that the electrical estimate for the work was 

submitted by the KSHB only on 23.01.2023 and the revised electrical estimate after rectifying the 

defects was received in the Engineering wing only on 03.04.2023. 

       The meeting discussed the matter regarding the payment for the work, executing a 

supplemental MoU for the quoted and accepted amount of civil work package which is 4.59% above 

the tendered PAC, electrical estimate submitted by KSHB and the request from M/s. KSHB to grant 

extension of ToC upto 30.06.2023. 

After detailed deliberations, the meeting put forward the following recommendations: 

1. To direct M/s.KSHB to submit a draft supplemental MoU regarding extension of ToC 

up to 31.03.2023, incorporating  the clause regarding the quoted and accepted amount 

for the civil work package which is 4.59% above the tendered PAC, immediately.  

2. To direct M/s.KSHB to complete the entire work including the electrical work on or 

before 31.05.2023, so as to make the building functional in the next academic year(2023-

2024) itself.  

3. To direct M/s.KSHB to do the work related to retaining wall and land development 

work for courtyard by limiting the amount within the administrative sanctioned amount.

3. Construction of New Hostel for Men & ICCR Students at Kariavattom 
The meeting assessed the progress of the work.  The representatives of M/s KSHB have 

reported that only levelling work in the new site is completed and informed that they can start the 

work only after getting the approval of the levelling works in the site from the University. 

 The University Engineer has reported that the site of the above building, south of the campus 

road leading to the campus west gate in between the Health Centre building and playground was 

handed over to M/s KSHB and they have carried out the initial earth cutting and levelling works. The 

agreed quantity of the earth work cutting in the work schedule for the construction of Men and ICCR 

students is 501.601 m
3
. The contractor entrusted by M/s KSHB for this work has carried out 1171.991 

m
3
 of earth cutting out of which 667 m

3
 of earth has been used for filling the nearby low lying areas. 

The remaining earth of 507.33 m
3
 has been dumped in the site for future use and thereafter the site 

was handed over to M/s KSITL as part of KIIFB Girls Dormitory work in the same site. The payment 

against earth excavation has been effected limiting the quantity to the schedule quantity of 501.601 m
3
. 

In the new site adjacent to the west side to the entrance to the green field stadium, the Regional 

Engineer M/s KSHB vide letter no: Tvpm Dn/DB/Mens Hostel – ICCR/268/2021 dtd 16.1.23 has 

suggested to fix the ground level of the building at RL 10.8 m which is appropriate as per the site 

condition. If the ground level of the building in the new site is fixed at RL 10.8 m, it necessitate a 
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earth cutting of 495.78 m
3
. All together the total quantity of the cutting comes to 1667.771 m

3
 against 

the schedule quantity of 501.601 m
3
. Hence the University Engineer recommended to fix the ground 

level of the building at reduced level 10.8 m as suggested by M/s.KSHB and to accept the deviation in 

the earth cutting quantity in the approved estimate to 1667.771 m

In accordance with the Government Order no: G.O (Ms)No.3/2023/S&TD dated 25.03.2023, 

towards setting up of Science Park in Thiruvananthapuram with University of Kerala as the Principal 

Associative University; a meeting with the Vice Chancellor, Members of Syndicate, Registrar and 

other University officials with Government Officials for the establishment of Science Park and was 

held on 10.04.2023 at 11.30 AM, CLIF, Kariavattom. 

The meeting discussed the following; 

       The recommendations made by the Syndicate held on 30.03.2023 vide item no: 54.27 and 

approved by the Senate held on 31.03.2023 vide Additional item II and  opined to brought this matter 

under the notice of the Government for taking appropriate decision; which is detailed as follows: 

• If University decides to agree with the proposal to establish the Science Park at Kariavattom 

Campus the area of the park shall be limited to 10 acres. The land shall be handed over to 

Government on lease for a period decided by the University. The ownership of the land shall 

remain with the University. 

• The Science Park shall be established in the area near Techno Park where Staff Quarters is 

situated at present. As these independent houses are more than 50 years old and are in 

dilapidated condition it will be good to incorporate the construction of a flat with 50 numbers 

of (3BHK) houses for the use of staff members in the proposal. 

• The Science Park shall be named as "Kerala University Science Park". This will be of great 

help to the University in the future accreditations. 

• University should have a key role in the Governing body of the Science Park. 

• The Science park shall be freely accessible to the University teachers/researchers and there 

shall be given preference in using the facilities of the Science park. 

• An income sharing formula shall be included. 

The meeting agreed the proposed site in principle, which is covered in both sides of the road 

inside the Kariavattom Campus, and is near to the Technopark Campus around 10 acres and suggested 

to retain the existing public road inside the science park area exclusively for University and Science 
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park and to relocate the existing public road through the peripherals of the University; the fund for the 

same may be provided by the Government  

         Since the height of the proposed building in the Science park will be 10 storeyed, the high 

tension electric line crossing the proposed area has to be converted in to as underground cable. It is 

learnt that the Techno Park authorities expressed their willingness to convert the overhead high 

tension electric line to underground cable, therefore, the KSCSTE may take initiative to recommend 

the government to take up the proposal 

             The Government will formulate a common structure for the governing body of the three 

Science park towards the administration of the same. The University will be invited to the meeting for 

the formulation of common governing structure. The University of Kerala will be the affiliating 

University to the Science Park.  Science park will provide fundamental research and applied research 

facility with the academic support and affiliation of the University. It will be a facilitator for high-end 

research activities. Industrial collaboration and academic collaboration will be there between 

University and the Science Park. Infrastructure of Science park can be used for the study and research 

purpose of the University. Since there will not be any permanent faculty in Science park, Researchers 

associating in the Science Park will be considered as adjunct faculty  of the University.

It is learnt that the Techno Park authorities expressed their willingness to convert the 

overhead  high tension electric line to  underground cable, therefore, the KSCSTE may take 

initiative to recommend the government to take up the proposal 

• The Role of the University in the governing body may be well-defined at the time of 

formulation of the governing structure. The University will be invited to the meeting for the 

formulation of common governing structure 

• Science park will provide fundamental research and applied research facility with the 

academic support and affiliation of the University. It will be a facilitator for high-end research 

activities. Industrial collaboration and academic collaboration will be there between 

University and the Science Park. Infrastructure of Science park can be used for the study and 

research purpose of the University 

• Since there will not be any permanent faculty in Science park, Researchers associating in the 

Science Park will be considered as adjunct faculty  of the University. 

• The University Engineer is entrusted to share the contour map of Kariavattom Campus with 

the KSCSTE for the Science Park project.

of the Govt. Sanskrit College, Thiruvananthapuram in connection with the 

wrong opening of question paper cover  –  Legal Opinion from the Standing 

Counsel – Consideration of-reg:   

(M&C I) 
 The Examinations scheduled on 21.10.2015 were postponed due to Govt. declared holiday 

and accordingly a press release was issued on 19.10.2015 in leading dailies and in the University 

website informing the same. Unaware of the postponement of University examinations, the Final Year 

B.Com Degree Examination paper IX optional paper 1 (Taxation Law & Accounts - 1 and Co 

operation – 1) was conducted on 21.10.2015 at Govt. Sanskrit College, Thiruvananthapuram. But in 

all other centres the same examination was conducted as per the rescheduled date on 09.11.2015. A 

letter has been received from the Principal, Govt. Sanskrit College on 09.11.2015 informing the above 

matter. 

 As per the orders of the Vice Chancellor, the examination conducted on 21.10.2015 and 

09.11.2015 were cancelled and re examination was conducted with fresh set of question papers. Also, 

a fine of Rs. 40,000/- (Rupees Forty Thousand Only) was imposed on the Principal/Chief 

Superintendent of the Govt. Sanskrit College, Thiruvananthapuram to meet the additional expenses 

incurred for conducting re examination. 

 Several reminders were sent to the Principal and Chief Superintendent to remit the imposed 

fine but met with no response. Hence the matter was reported to the Director, Directorate of 

Collegiate Education for recovering the amount from the pay and allowance of the Chief 

Superintendent. Further as per the orders of the Vice Chancellor, the matter was reported to the 

Secretary, Higher Education Department. 

 A reply was received from the Additional Director, Collegiate Education, stating that the 

Principal, Govt. Sanskrit College had been directed to levy the imposed fine from the person 

responsible for wrong conduct of examination. A report submitted by the Principal and the 

explanation submitted by Shri. Shihab N.A, Chief Superintendent regarding the matter was also 

forwarded along with. 

 The Chief Superintendent had reiterated his previous statements that no intimation regarding 

postponement of examination was received from the University. 14 candidates had registered for the 

said examination out of which 12 candidates appeared for the examination as per schedule. The matter 

regarding postponement of examination was realised only when the other two candidates came to 

write the examination on the rescheduled date. The matter was brought to the notice of the University 

officials on the same day itself. Re examination was conducted as per the directions from the 

University. Further stated that a fine of Rs.40,000/- (Rupees Forty Thousand Only) was imposed on 

him for no fault of his and hence has requested that he may be permitted to appear before the 

authorities concerned to substantiate his statements. 

 Accordingly a hearing was conducted at Pro-Vice Chancellor's Chamber on 29.05.2017 in the 

presence of the Controller of Examinations. The then Principal Dr.B.Prasannakumari was absent for 

hearing. The Pro-Vice Chancellor heard Dr. N.A Shihab, Chief Superintendent, Govt. Sanskrit 

College, Thiruvananthapuram. Dr. N.A Shihab reiterated his earlier stand that no intimation regarding 

postponement of examination was given to the College and that University press release was not 

published in the daily “Malayala Manorama”. Unaware of the postponement of examination, he 

himself and the Principal had opened the question papers on that particular day. Hence requested that 

he may be exempted from remitting the fine. 
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 After hearing the concerned, the Committee came to the conclusion that negligence occurred 

on the side of Principal and Chief Superintendent for the wrong opening of question paper since the 

Chief Superintendent opened the question paper along with the Principal. Hence the responsibility for 

wrong opening of question paper be fixed on both Chief Superintendent and the then Principal and 

recommended that the matter shall be placed before the Syndicate. 

 The Syndicate at its meeting held on 11.08.2017 vide item no. 29.17 resolved to refer the 

matter to the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Examinations and Students Discipline. The 

Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Examinations and Students Discipline at its meeting held on 

22.09.2017 considered the matter and recommended that the responsibility for wrong opening of 

question paper be fixed on the Chief Superintendent. The Syndicate at its meeting held on 10.10.2017 

resolved to approve the same and further recommended to initiate the procedure to levy the imposed 

fine from the Chief Superintendent within 30 days. Accordingly letters dated 01.11.2017 and 

06.01.2018 were sent to the Chief Superintendent, Govt. Sanskrit College but met with no response. 

 The non compliance of the Chief Superintendent to remit the fine was placed before the 

Syndicate and the Syndicate at its meeting held on 10.05.2018 vide item no. 35.17 resolved to impose 

fine as per rules. Subsequently, it was decided that the actual expense incurred for conducting the re-

examination may be calculated and levied from the Chief Superintendent. Thus the actual expense 

incurred for conducting re examination in 28 centres for the two elective papers of Final year B.Com 

Degree Examination as furnished by the sections concerned was calculated as Rs. 1,21,041/- (Rupees 

One Lakh Twenty One Thousand Forty One only).  Accordingly letter dated 31.01.2019 was sent to 

the Chief Superintendent. The Principal vide letter dated 02.03.2019 informed the University that Dr. 

N.A Shihab was transferred to the Govt. Sanskrit College, Thripunnithura and the letter dated 

31.01.2019 was redirected to  Govt. Sanskrit College, Thripunnithura. One more reminder to the 

home address of the Chief Superintendent was forwarded on 03.08.2021 for which also there was no 

reply.  

 As per the orders of the Vice Chancellor, the matter of non-compliance of Dr. Shihab N A, 

the then Chief Superintendent, to remit the imposed fine was placed before the Standing Committee 

of the Syndicate on Examinations. The Syndicate at its Meeting held on 28.10.2021 resolved to 

approve the recommendations of the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Examinations, to send 

one more reminder letter to the Chief Superintendent for remitting the imposed fine, failing which 

University will be constrained to resort to recovery measures to realize the fine amount from the 

incumbent. 

 Accordingly, one more reminder letter was sent to the Chief Superintendent. In his reply letter, 

the Chief  Superintendent has remarked that 12 students out of 14 attended the examination conducted 

on 21.10.2015 and only two students on 09.11.2015 and inspite of his having explained all this matter 

to the then Controller of Examinations, the Personal hearing was not conducted properly and therefore 

the imposition of this huge amount cannot be justified. He has requested to condone the mistakes and 

to kindly exempt him from the allegations. Moreover, if he is compelled to remit the fine amount, he 

will be constrained to approach the appropriate authorities and those who are responsible shall be 

liable for all the consequences. 

 It may be noted that the Joint Director, Kerala University Audit vide letter no. K.S.A/K.R.U 

4/464/2020, directed to levy the imposed fine from the Chief Superintendent and inform the matter of 

fine remittance to the Kerala State Audit Department. Unless a proper administrative decision in this 

matter is arrived at, this can lead to adverse audit remarks. 

 The Syndicate at its Meeting held on 25.02.2022 vide Item No. 37.72.03 resolved to refer the 

matter to the Syndicate after obtaining legal opinion from the Standing Counsel. 

 As per the orders of the Hon’ble Vice Chancellor, the whole matter with the Legal Opinion 

received from the Standing Counsel (appended) is placed before the Syndicate for consideration and 

recommendation.

Such a decision has to be taken by the 

syndicate without any further delay and demand to recover the amount from his salary should be sent 

to Secretary, Higher Education and also to DCE. If the said authorities refuse to act or do not respond, 

University can even file a writ petition against the Government and DCE in which case Sri N A 

Shihab should also be arrayed as a respondent.

 The meeting began at 10.00 AM. The following item was discussed in detail and 

recommendations made.  

ITEM NO.55.67.01 Request submitted by the Principal, SAI LNCPE regarding the reservation 

policy to be followed for the admission to affiliated courses of the college. 
 The Principal SAI LNCPE, Kariavattom has repeatedly requested permission to follow 

Central reservation policy for admission in their college. The request was denied in 2018 and 2019 

and it was directed to follow State reservation policy since the college has been Affiliated to Kerala 

University. 

 Now vide letter no.Acad/25-12001(02)6/2022 dtd 25.03.2022, the Principal has again 

requested to reconsider the earlier decision and look into the matter on the basis of the following 

points:- 

1. The institution is administrated by Sports Authority of India (Ministry of Youth and Sports, 

Gov of India) and conducting national level entrance at different centres all over India. 

2. They had been following Central Reservation Policy for 4 year BPEd Integrated Programme 

as per U.O no.Ac.AIV/1/048043/5/2015 dated /06/2015. Later adopted   State Reservation 

Policy as per the direction of the University. 
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3. State reservation policy will not provide equal opportunity to all deserving candidates based 

on merit especially in the reservation quota which cannot be justified.  

4. Also stated that the national stature of the institution is questioned by many parents and 

candidates demanding why Central policy cannot be implemented in a centralised Institution 

of repute. 

In this connection the following facts may be noted 

1. Similar requests have been rejected in 2018 and 2019 by stating that community reservation is 

applicable only as per the schedule relevant to the State concerned. 

2. Although LNCPE is a national college, since it is affiliated to the University of Kerala, the 

rules and regulations of the University are bound to be followed. 

3. Further, as the University follows State reservation Policy for admission to all UG/PG courses 

in affiliated colleges, granting exception to LNCPE alone is a matter to be examined 

carefully. However, it may here be seen that there are two centres outside Kerala for the 

entrance test, which makes the case of LNCPE a bit unique. 

4. Though the U.O referred in the letter is not a general order applicable to all courses of SAI 

LNCPE, the reservation policy to be followed in the institution i.e SAI LNCPE needs to be 

common or uniform for all courses. 

The report submitted by the legal advisor in response to the legal opinion sought is as below:- 

 “It is pertinent to note that, reservation to minority classes for admission in institutions 

affiliated to State Universities is a State subject that is to be carried out in strict adherence to the 

policies of State Government. The Hon’ble Apex Court by a catena of decisions including the 

decisions reported in (1994) 5 SCC 244 (Action committee on Issue of Caste Certificates to S.C. & 

S.T. v. Union of India)  and [(2001) 6 SCC 571:: 2001 ICO 469] M.C.D. v. Veena and others, made it 

clear that, the concept of backwardness in Article 15 and 16 of the Indian Constitution is a relative 

one varying from area to area and region to region and hence it is not permissible to generalise any 

caste or any tribe as Scheduled Caste or a Scheduled Tribe for the whole country. 

 Similar is the case of Other Backward Communities where a particular community included 

in the Schedule of one state need not necessarily be a Backward Class in other State or that of the 

country as a whole. 

 It is seen that, the institution was established in 1985.Right from its inception, State 

Government policies have been adopted for admission of SC/ST and OBC candidates.     

 Apparently, the LNCPE is an institution affiliated to the University of Kerala, which is a State 

University. Also, the University conducts examinations and issues certificates to successful 

candidates. Hence, as regards admission to various programmes, the University is bound by the 

guidelines/ orders issued by the state Government in this regard. Implementing National reservation 

Policy for admissions in LNCPE may adversely affect the admission prospects of those candidates 

who belong to Backward Classes in the State.  

 Hence, the proposal for implementing National Reservation scheme for admissions in LNCPE 

is legally untenable so long as the institution remains affiliated to the University of Kerala”. 

 As per the orders of the Vice Chancellor, the  request submitted by the Principal SAI LNCPE 

regarding the reservation policy to be followed for  admission to affiliated courses of the college was 

placed before the Combined Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research and 

Affiliation of Colleges for appropriate consideration and recommendation. 

The Committee considered the matter and the following recommendation was given: 

Recommendation:  

 The Committee recommended that on the basis of the legal opinion the matter may be 

placed before Syndicate for obtaining clarification from the State government.

Meeting Agenda 
To hear the 47 candidates reported for suspected malpractice in the examinations of the 

University who are called for the personal hearing before the Committee and to discuss and 

recommend the punitive actions to be imposed and/or to recommend the other actions to be taken.  

Details of the items in the meeting agenda and the discussion held on the same and the 

recommendations of the Committee are given below: 
Out of the 47 candidates called for personal hearing, 42 candidates were present. The 

committee heard all the candidates present for the hearing and took appropriate decisions on their 

malpractice cases. The candidates submitted written statements before the committee. The committee 

recommended to cancel the examination/s written by those candidates who were found to have 

involved in malpractice. The Committee further recommended (unless otherwise stated separately) to 

take action on the malpractice reported against the candidates who remained absent, as and when 

these candidates appear for the hearing before the Committee. The Committee recommended to 

exonerate the candidate Priyanka P (Reg.No.872201386) as it seemed that this candidate is innocent.  

Matter related to calling candidates (reported for suspected malpractice during valuation 

of the answerscripts from the Valuation Camps/Revaluation) for personal hearing before the 

Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Students’ Discipline: 
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1) For the same examination, usually the candidates caught for suspected malpractice from the 

examination hall are reported ahead of the candidates reported for suspected malpractice from 

the valuation camps/revaluation(which is conducted later after the examinations), 

2) Normally the candidates reported for suspected malpractice are called for the personal 

hearing before the Committee, based on the chronological order in which the corresponding 

malpractice files are received in the SDC Section. Therefore the candidates reported from the 

examination hall are incidentally called for personal hearing well ahead of the candidates 

reported for suspected malpractice from the valuation camps/ revaluation, although both 

cases are reported in the same examination, 

3) This causes considerable delay in making decisions for the candidates reported for suspected 

malpractice from the valuation camps/revaluation, as compared to the candidates reported for 

suspected malpractice from the examination hall in the same examination, 

4) Moreover majority of the candidates reported for suspected malpractice from the examination 

halls are reported with concrete evidence (like possession of handwritten manuscripts, 

Photostat copies, printed material, etc.) of having committed the malpractice. On the 

contrary, many of the suspected malpractice cases reported from the valuation camps (like 

discrepancy noted in handwritings in answerscripts of candidates, suspicion of copying from 

other candidates, etc) are without such evidence (as mentioned above) and are based on only 

the suspicion of the examiner found during the valuation of the answerscripts. The guilt on 

the part of such candidates reported from the valuation camps/revaluation can only be 

established or exonerated based on their personal hearing and further verification, 

5) Hence a delay in the personal hearing of those candidates (who are reported from valuation 

camps/ revaluation and later if exonerated) can hamper their chances of appearing for further 

examinations, eventhough a concrete evidence (as mentioned above) may not be available 

pertaining to their case, 

6) Also the candidates reported for suspected malpractice from the examination hall are well 

aware of their malpractice issue, however, the candidates reported for suspected malpractice 

from the valuation camps/revaluation come to know about such an issue, only, on receipt of 

the communication for personal hearing or if at all communicated from the concerned 

tabulation section, and hence liable to appear for subsequent examination/s, 

7) Hence six candidates namely Sruthi S.S (Reg. No.843191183), Abhinav D.S (Reg. No. 

23020134003), Anamika A (Cand. Code.15020116020), Anandhu M.R (Cand. Code. 

15020116021), Anoop B (Cand. Code.15020116022) and Priyanka.P (Reg.No. 872201386) 

reported for suspected malpractice from the valuation camps/revaluation have been called for 

the present personal hearing before the Committee, overlooking the order of reporting to the 

SDC (Students Disciplinary Cell) Section.

The candidate was called for the personal hearing before the Standing Committee of the 

Syndicate on Students’ Discipline and she was present for the hearing and was heard by the 

Committee. The candidate denied the allegation of having tampered the revaluation memo. The 

candidate submitted written statement before the Committee.  

The Committee noted the following facts reported from the EG V tabulation section: 
1) On verification of the tabulation software it was found that the revaluation memo of this 

candidate exhibits no change of marks for the subject CO 234, 

2) The said fact was informed to the KUCC and it was found that there is no change of marks 

after revaluation for this subject in the said examination, 

3) Later this candidate submitted another revaluation memo (after previously having submitted 

the tampered revaluation memo alongwith a request for change of marks) in which there is 

no change of marks for this subject in the said examination and it was accompanied with a 

letter stating the same. 

The Committee also noted the facts reported from the EJ II revaluation section that 

there is no change in the marks after revaluation for the said candidate and that the revaluation memo 

was uploaded on 27.12.2022. 

The Committee also verified the said tampered revaluation memo submitted by 
Sruthi.S.S showing change in the marks after revaluation from ‘20’ to ‘35’ and crosschecked it with 

a sample revaluation memo submitted by the EJ II revaluation section showing change in marks of 

another candidate named Denil David Roche. On crosschecking these two memos the Committee 

observed a discrepancy. It is observed that there is a difference in the said tampered revaluation 

memo submitted by Sruthi S S when compared with the other sample revaluation memo submitted by 

the EJ II revaluation section. The wordings used for the marks under the column titled “In Words” is 

mentioned as “Thirty Five” (corresponding to the marks in figures shown as 35) in the tampered 

revaluation memo of Sruthi S S, whereas in the sample revaluation memo (submitted by EJ II 

revaluation section) the wordings for the marks appear differently and are mentioned as “Two Eight” 

(instead of Twenty Eight corresponding to the marks in figures shown as 28) and “Three Three” 

(instead of Thirty Three corresponding to the marks in figures shown as 33). 

Recommendations of the Committee : 

The Committee considered the above mentioned facts. The Committee after hearing the 

candidate  Sruthi S S noted that the said candidate has denied the allegation levelled against her, 

but at the same time it observed that the said issue is a serious one and may require further 

investigation to prove the allegations. In view of these facts, the Committee recommended to 

entrust the Controller of Examinations: 
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i)  Conduct an enquiry and submit a report before the Committee at the earliest, and, 

ii) As the allegations against the candidate is yet to be proven effectively, hence the said 

candidate may be allowed to write further University Examinations, the results of which be 

published only after the promulgation of the final decision of the enquiry.

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 Based on further clarification sought on this matter by the CBCS BA VI tabulation section 

regarding the reason for the college authorities having returned the said mobile phone (used for 

malpractice) without forwarding it to the University, the Principal of S.N.College, Kollam in her 

response forwarded vide the letter dtd.18.10.2022, stated that the said candidate Anandhu Prasad after 

being caught for malpractice, was accompanied by his guardian and together they said that they have 

only this mobile phone at their home and are not in a financial condition to purchase a new one.

1) A letter has been forwarded by Prof.Dr.Geeta Janet Vitus, Dean, Faculty of Education in 

respect of the research thesis viva with the external board of fourth semester M.Ed degree 

examination, October 2022, 

2) It has been cited that the viva board noticed that Benzigar Samuel (Reg.No.20102) from 

Fathima Memorial Training College, Pallimukku, Kollam, submitted a plagiarized thesis 

done in the same college under the supervision of the same guide and that the student was 

asked to revise the whole thing without effecting a title change, 

3) It has also been reported by the Dean that the same was resubmitted to the board on 23
rd

 

December 2022 and was handed over to the Chairman for valuation. 

 Prof.Dr.Geeta Janet Vitus, Dean, Faculty of Education, in her email (appended in the said 

file) has stated the following: 

1) Attention is cited to the letter no.EG VI/M.Ed/2022 dtd.10.11.2022. While conducting the 

research thesis viva and interface with the external board of the Fourth Semester M.Ed 

Degree Examination (16/11/2022), it has come to the notice of the viva board that Benzigar 

Samuel (Reg.No.20102) from Fathima Memorial Training College, Pallimukku, supervised 

by one of the faculty was a plagiarised thesis done in the same college in the year 2011 under 

the same guide’s supervision, 

2) Even the lesson plans kept inside was similar. So informed the college authorities and the 

student to revise the whole thing adding new lesson plans without effecting a title change. So 

the same was done and resubmitted to us on 23
rd

 December 2022 and it was handed over to 

the Chairman Dr.Thara for revaluation purpose. Officially I am reporting what has happened 

and have enough proof with me to prove my allegation. 

 The candidate Benzigar Samuel was called for the personal hearing before the Standing 

Committee of the Syndicate on Students’ Discipline on 24.02.2023 and he was present for the same 

and was heard by the Committee. The candidate stated that: 

1) The guides assigned to him by Fathima Memorial Training College, Pallimukku, Kollam, for 

the said research thesis kept on changing from time to time and he had to manage with a total 

of three different guides for the said thesis, 
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2) As there was no proper guide for him in the said institution, hence he prepared the said thesis 

on his own and it was signed by the HoD and the Principal of the said institution and the 

same was submitted for the viva, wherein he was informed by the Dean Mrs.Geeta that his 

thesis had problems and instructed him to resubmit the said thesis before 23
rd

 December 

2022, 

3) Later he was assigned a guide and with the help of this guide, he did necessary corrections as 

per the instructions that were given by the viva board and thereafter he resubmitted the thesis 

directly to the Dean on 22
nd

 December. 

The Committee considered the various facts mentioned above and observed that the candidate 

Benzigar Samuel (Reg.No.20102) is found to have submitted a plagiarised research thesis by the viva 

board. The Committee further noted, in the email from Prof.Dr.Geeta Janet Vitus, Dean, Faculty of 

Education, that the college authorities and the student were informed to revise the whole thing adding 

new lesson plans without effecting a title change. In view of the said facts, the Committee felt that the 

matter needs a detailed study before arriving at a final conclusion and hence the Committee 

recommended to defer the matter to its next meeting. The Syndicate meeting held on 28.02.2023 vide 

item no.52.115.3.II, sub-item no.II(C) resolved to approve the said recommendations of the 

Committee. 

 Accordingly the matter was again placed before the Committee for consideration and 

appropriate recommendations.

The candidates Ajumiya A, Anju M, Ann Mary T and Anzina Anees A R were called for the 

personal hearing before the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Students’ Discipline on 

24.02.2023. Except the candidate Anzina Anees A R, all the other three candidates were present for 

the hearing. The candidates Ajumiya A and Anju M stated that they had copied the answers from 

each other during the said examination. The other candidate Ann Mary T also stated that she had 

indulged in copying the answers with the candidate Anzina Anees A R during the said examination. 
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Thus all the three candidates present for the hearing before the Committee admitted the guilt of 

having resorted to malpractice during the said examination. The candidates submitted written 

statements before the Committee. The Committee considered the above mentioned facts and made the 

following recommendations on the malpractice reported against the candidates Ajumiya A, Anju M 

and Ann Mary T (who were present for the hearing):

2) All other papers (of any semester of the course of study undertaken by these candidates 

corresponding to the details specified above) written prior or after the date on which the 

examination of the particular paper (in which malpractice was reported) was held, shall not be 

affected and that the valuation/results of such other papers if withheld (owing to the said 

charges of malpractice) shall be undertaken/published, and, 

3) Permitted to write any semester examination in the next available chance, and, 

4) The candidates are also allowed to remit the examination fee without fine even if it is late. 

The Committee further made the following recommendations: 

i) As the candidate Anzina Anees A R remained absent for the said hearing, hence the final 

decision on the malpractice reported against this candidate shall be kept pending till this 

candidate appears for the personal hearing before the Committee, and, 

ii) The Committee observed that there has occurred a serious lapse on duty (considering that 

these students have resorted to copying so many answers from each other in the 

university examinations and there has been no attempt to prevent occurrence of such an 

incident) on the part of the invigilator/s (in the examination hall/s in which these 

candidates wrote the said examinations) and the Chief Superintendent of University 

Examinations of the said institution ‘MSM College, Kayamkulam’ and hence the 

Committee recommended to call the invigilator/s concerned and the Chief Superintendent 

of University Examinations who were on duty on the day/s of the incident/s at this 

institution for a personal hearing in its next meeting. 

The Syndicate meeting held on 28.02.2023 vide item no.52.115.3.II, sub-item no.II (A) 

resolved to approve the said recommendations of the Committee. 

 Accordingly the invigilator/s (in the examination hall/s in which these candidates wrote the 

said examinations) and the Chief Superintendent of University Examinations of the said institution 

‘MSM College, Kayamkulam’ were called for a personal hearing before the Standing Committee of 

the Syndicate on Students’ Discipline. Accordingly the invigilator Dr.Sreeja R (Assistant Professor, 

Dept. of Malayalam) and the Chief Superintendent of University Examinations Dr.Ashrafudeen A 

(Assistant Professor) from MSM College, Kayamkulam were present for the hearing and they were 

heard by the Committee. They stated that these acts of malpractice have not to their notice and they 

expressed their regret on the said incident and affirmed to remain more vigilant in future. The 

Committee instructed them not to be more careful during University Examinations in order to avoid 

such incidents. 

Recommendations of the Committee : 

 The Committee considered the above mentioned facts and expressed the grave concern of 

the University on this incident to the invigilator Dr.Sreeja R (Assistant Professor, Dept. of 

Malayalam) and the Chief Superintendent of University Examinations Dr.Ashrafudeen A 

(Assistant Professor) from MSM College, Kayamkulam and warned that any repetition of similar 

natured incidents shall attract punitive actions therein over the college. The Committee further 

recommended to close this issue.
