                  The meeting was called to order at 10.00 a.m by Dr. Mohanan Kunnummal,         
Vice-Chancellor in the Chair.  He welcomed the members to the meeting. 

(I) Business brought forward by the Vice-Chancellor and the Syndicate. 
 
01.   Classification of successful candidates who have exceeded the time limit /chances for Part time 

M.Tech / M.Arch / M.Planning Degree Course-Consideration of- reg.   (Ac.AIII) 
              Sanction has been accorded by the Hon’ble Vice Chancellor vide U.O 
No.Ac.A.III/4/M.Tech/2020  dated: 01/09/2021, to treat M.Tech candidates who have exceeded the 
time limits/chances for qualifying the M.Tech Degree, as Mercy chance and  awarded only Second 
class irrespective of actual marks/Grades scored and this shall be made applicable to all M.Tech 
Courses irrespective of Scheme. 

But the classification of Part time candidates of M.Tech/M.Arch/M.Planning degree who 
have passed the course by exceeding the permissible number of chances is not specified in the above 
UO.     

There are some candidates of Part time M.Tech degree who have completed the course by 
availing up to six chances in certain semesters within the time limit of 7 years including regular 
chance. 
EE II / M.Tech section has sought clarification on the following 
1) The permissible number of chances within the limit of 7 years for the part time M.Tech 
/M.Arch/M.Planning degree  programme. 
2) The classification of candidates belonging to part time M.Tech / M.Arch/M.Planning degree who 
have passed the course by availing more than the permissible number of chances within the time 
limit. 
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Regulation relating to M.Tech Degree Programme (2013 Scheme) 
Clause 12 Part Time Programme 

The Part time M.Tech programme will be of 7 semesters (three and half years). The Courses, 
Contents , Syllabus and Evaluation process will be same as that of regular programme. The first 
semester of the regular programme will be split into I and III semesters. The second semester of the 
regular program will be split into II and IV semesters. The third semester of the regular program will 
be the same as the V semester. 

Amendment to the Regulation of M.Tech Degree (2013 scheme) was approved vide UO No. 
Ac.AIII/4/11396(1)/2015 dated 12/03/2015  as- ‘Under no circumstances, students should be 
permitted to spend more than five years to complete course work and 7 years for the total programme 
including the thesis work from the date of admission to the programme’. 
Regulations for M.Arch/M.Planning programme( 2013 Scheme) 
Clause - 1 
    The duration of the M.planning /M.Arch Degree Course for 2 academic years comprises of 4 
semesters . Duration is counted from the date of commencement of the first semester of the courses. 
Credit system is adopted for the course. A minimum of 75 credits have to be secured by the student to 
be awarded with the degree. 
Clause 7.5- Maximum duration of the programme 
        A student is ordinarily expected to complete the M.Planning/M.Arch Degree programme in 4 
semesters. In case of students who do not complete their thesis work by the end of 4th semester, they 
will be permitted to submit the report in the 5th semester. The student has to keep the registration live 
till the time of submission of thesis by paying the registration fees. Under no circumstances students 
would be permitted to spend more than 6 semesters to complete the course work and 5 years for the 
total programme including the thesis work from the date of admission to the programme.  
Clause 10.7.2 
        A student securing F or I grade in any core course has to reappear for the Examination for the 
same course in the subsequent chances. If it is an elective course, the student has the option to 
reappear for the Examination in the same course or to change the elective course in which case he/she 
has to repeat the course work with respect to the new elective course. A student will be given only 3 
consecutive chances to reappear and retrieve the credits in this manner. 
Remarks from Chairman, Board of Studies in  Engineering (PG) 
          The Candidates who don't qualify within time limit ( not satisfying both timeline for theory 
exams and thesis seperately) can be given extra single mercy chance and qualifying marks limited to 
50% of maximum marks, awarding second class degree. If the above is not the case, the candidates 
can be given higher grades 
Remarks from the Dean, Faculty of Engineering and Technology 
       As per the amendment notification Ac L/R/2723/2015 dt. 25.01.2016, related to part time MTech 
programme{clause 12.0}" under no circumstances, students should be permitted to spend more than 
five years to complete the course work and seven years for the total programme including the thesis 
work from the date of admission to the programme. 
         It may be noted that the duration for regular MTech /M.Arch/M.Planning programme [2013 
scheme] is two academic years comprising of four semesters. Duration is counted from the date of 
commencement of the first semester of the programme. But the part time M.Tech 
/M.Arch/M.Planning degree programme comprises of seven semesters and three and half years 
duration. Moreover the courses, contents, syllabus and evaluation process are the same as that of the 
regular programme. At present , students of regular MTech /MArch/MPlanning programme are given 
three years to complete the course work and five years for the total programme. Moreover, three more 
additional chances are given to pass a course for regular Mtech/M Arch/M.Plan students. Since part 
time MTech /MArch/MPlan are of three and half years duration, more chances, compared to the 
regular batch may be given to pass a course. 

Taking into consideration the above facts, it is recommended that the part time M.Tech 
/M.Arch/M.Planning  students may be given 5 additional chances to pass a course. The candidates 
who didn't qualify within the above time limits may be given an extra mercy chance and the 
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qualifying marks should be limited to 50% of the maximum marks resulting in the award of a second 
class degree only. 
         Hence as per orders of the Vice Chancellor, the matter regarding Classification of successful 
candidates who have exceeded the time limit/chances for Part time M.Tech/M.Arch/M.Planning 
Degree Course along with the remarks of Board of Studies in Engineering (PG) and Dean, Faculty of 
Engineering and Technology, is placed before the Academic Council for consideration and 
appropriate decision. 

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED to grant 5 additional 
chances to the Part Time M.Tech /M.Arch/M.Planning students to pass the course. 
FURTHER RESOLVED to classify the results according to the marks secured by the 
candidates.

02.  Recognition as approved Research Centre– Dept. of Chemistry, Christian College, 

Chengannur –Consideration of-reg.       (Ac.E1)      
                  An application has been submitted by the Principal, Christian College, Chengannur to 
recognize the Dept.of Chemistry of the College  as an approved research centre of University of 
Kerala. The Syndicate held on 23/09/2021 vide Item 32.98.A17 considered the matter along with the 
recommendations of the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research and 
resolved to constitute an Inspection team comprising of Dr. S. Nazeeb (Convenor), Prof.K.Lalitha, 
Sri. Arun Kumar R (Members of Syndicate) and Dr.Jayasree E G, Assistant Professor & Head, Dept 
of Chemistry, University of Kerala as subject expert. Later, the Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor has 
nominated Dr. S M A Shibili, Professor, Department of Chemistry as subject expert as Dr.Jayasree E 
G has been relieved from this University. The said inspection was  conducted at Dept.of Chemistry, 
Christian College, Chengannur on 21.12.2022. 
            The following are the major findings in the inspection report furnished by the Inspection 
Committee.  

1. The proposed Centre has its own building for library, reference section etc.  
2. The library of the Centre has sufficient number of Books and Journals  
3. The Centre has provided separate working facilities to individual scholars.  
4. There are two approved research supervisors working as regular faculty in the Centre.  
5. A research committee has been constituted comprising of research guides.  
6. The Head of Institution has also submitted an undertaking to the University to the effect that 

adequate funds will be made available for the centre; scholars shall not be admitted beyond 
the sanctioned strength; academic programmes like seminars, workshops, projects will be 
undertaken as part of the centre’s functioning and a report will be forwarded annually, in the 
month of December to the University on the functioning of the centre along with the annual 
fees.                     

             In the above circumstances, the inspection team recommended to approve the Dept.of 
Chemistry, Christian College, Chengannur as a recognized Research Centre of University of Kerala. 
          The Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics & Research at its meeting held on 
23.12.2022,recommended to forward the matter  to the Academic Council. The Syndicate at its 
meeting held on 29.12.2022, vide item No.50.38.A12, resolved to approve the above recommendation 
of the Standing Committee. 
        As per the orders of the Hon’ble Vice- Chancellor, the matter of recognition of Dept.of 
Chemistry, Christian College, Chengannur as approved Research Centre under University of Kerala is 
placed before the Academic Council for opinion. 

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED to grant recognition to the 
 Dept.of Chemistry of the Christian College, Chengannur as an approved Research Centre under 
the University of Kerala.

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03. Recognition of B.Sc (Hons) Degree in Botany (Regular) awarded by University of 
Delhi for the purpose of higher studies and employment including B.Ed in 
Natural Science –Consideration of- reg. (Ac.C)  
Ref: Application received from Ms. Safeeda Hussain N K dated 15.02.2023. 

     Ms. Safeeda Hussain N had submitted the Scheme and Syllabus of B.Sc (Hons) Degree in 
Botany (Regular) awarded by University of Delhi for the purpose of higher studies and employment 
including B.Ed in Natural Science. She had completed 10+2 pattern of study which is recognized by 
the University of Kerala. 

Smt. Safeeda Hussian was issued Eligibility Certificate of the said Degree for her application 
dated 10/10/2022 for the purpose of higher studies and employment on the basis of the U.O 
No.6696/2021/UOK dated 27/11/2021 in file reference Ac.C/28904/21 (The Academic Council at its 
meeting held on 07/10/2021, vide item no: (1) 96, considered the matter of issuance of eligibility 
certificate B.A./B.Sc./B.Com. Degree Honours courses under regular mode awarded by 
Central/Statutory/Deemed to be Universities in India and resolved that those degrees awarded by 
Central and Statutory Universities be recognized as an eligible qualification for higher studies and 
employment in the respective fields only and further resolved to recognize the Honours Degrees of 
Deemed Universities only on the basis of approval by UGC and AIU.) 

As per the B.Ed prospectus, those candidates who have passed the qualifying examinations 
from Universities other than the University of Kerala should submit Eligibility Certificate specifically 
stating that their qualifying examination is recognised by the University of Kerala for seeking 
admission to B.Ed Degree course (not higher studies) in a particular optional subject in a stream 
applicable, at the time of admission. A candidate should have studied prescribed subsidiary subjects 
for becoming eligible for admission to B.Ed. in Natural Science as per the admission conditions. It 
may be noted that the B.Sc Degree in Botany (honours) is not included in the admission criteria of 
B.Ed in Natural Sciences of this University. 
     In this context, it may be noted that there are precedents of cases in which several candidates 
have been denied opportunity for joining B.Ed. course citing the reason that they have not studied 
prescribed subsidiary subjects for their Degree Programme as specified in the notification. The B.Ed. 
degree is professional programme leading to employment in high schools in Kerala for which Special 
Rules framed by the General Education Department is applicable. Even if a candidate is awarded 
B.Ed. Degree, unless the qualifying Degree satisfies provisions in the Special Rules concerned, degree 
holder shall not be eligible for teaching jobs in high schools in Kerala. It may be noted that as per the 
notification/prospectus, Botany Graduates should have undergone complimentary Zoology and vice 
versa. 
         In this context the whole matter was forwarded to Chairpersons, BoS in Botany (UG),BoS in 
Zoology (UG) BoS in Education (UG) for obtaining their remarks regarding eligibility of the said 
degree for the purpose of admission to B.Ed in Natural Science. 
     The Chairperson, BoS in Botany (UG) remarked that the Syllabus of B.Sc (Hons) Botany of 
University of Delhi have more than 90% similarity with the Syllabus of B.Sc Botany core course of 
University of Kerala. Also, he suggested to obtain remarks from the Chairperson, BoS in Zoology 
(UG) whether the syllabus covers topics of complementary course Zoology. Hence, he recommended 
to grant recognition to the said course as equivalent to the B.Sc Degree in Botany of University of 
Kerala if the topics of the complementary subjects are also included. 

The Chairperson, BoS in Zoology (UG) remarked that the application has been verified and 
the syllabus attached with the application doesn't include any Zoology content as complementary 
course. 

    The Dean, Faculty of Science recommended that recognition can be granted for both higher 
studies and employment in the field of Botany. 
     The Chairperson, BoS in Education (UG) remarked that: 
a. as per the existing admission criteria for doing B.Ed in Natural Science for a B.Sc Botany qualified 
student, it is essential to require and pass Zoology as a subsidiary subject in the concerned graduate 
programme. 
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b. Chairperson, BoS in Zoology reported that the syllabus of B.Sc (Hons) Degree in Botany of 
University of Delhi doesn't contain Zoology content as complementary/subsidiary course. 

Hence, he recommended not to recognize the course for doing B.Ed in Natural Science in 
University of Kerala. 

The Dean, Faculty of Education endorsed the remarks of the Chairperson, BoS in Education 
(UG). 

Meanwhile the applicant Ms. Safeeda Hussain N K filed a WP(C) No .10573/ 2023 before the 
Hon'ble High Court of Kerala ,to regularise her admission to the B.Ed Degree course in Natural 
Science at the Iqbal Training College ,Peringammala where admission was given by the College 
violating the norms and regulations of the University. The Statement of Facts has been forwarded to 
Legal Section. 

Hence, the whole matter regarding the non -recognition of B.Sc (Hons) Degree in Botany 
(Regular) awarded by University of Delhi for  admission to B.Ed in Natural Science and recognition 
only for higher studies and employment in the field of Botany ,as recommended by the Chairpersons 
in Botany ,Zoology and Education (Pass) and the Deans Faculty of Science and Faculty of Education 
,is placed before the Academic Council for consideration. 

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED to grant recognition to the B.Sc 
(Hons) Degree in Botany (Regular) awarded by University of Delhi as an eligible qualification for  
admission to B.Ed Degree in Natural Science of the University of Kerala.

04.  Request for Eligibility Certificate for B.A Degree (General) awarded by IGNOU, 

without having Plus two or equivalent certificate –Consideration of- reg. (Ac.C) 
Ref:1.Application received from Sri. Mony C  
        2. Letter No. GS6-292/2023 dated 09/02/2023 forwarded by the Principal Secretary 
             to the Governor, Kerala Raj Bhavan  

        Sri. Mony C (Senior citizen Rtd from Indian Railways) who got admission to M.A Degree in 
Russian Language and Literature at the Russian Department, University of Kerala has submitted 
application for Eligibility Certificate for the B.A Degree (General) obtained from IGNOU in 1992 
which is recognized by the University of Kerala, in order to regularise his admission to the PG 
Course. He has completed 10th level which is recognized by the University of Kerala. However, the 
applicant has not produced his Pre-Degree certificate. Since he has not satisfied the admission criteria 
of 10+2+3 pattern of study, having not undergone the Plus Two course a memo dated 05.08.2022 had 
been issued to the applicant directing to submit the same. 

As a reply to the memo, the applicant submitted a request to the Vice-Chancellor vide letter dated 
26.08.2022 stating that he had done the Bachelor Preparatory Programme (B.P.P) which is a course 
offered by the IGNOU to the students do not have the essential qualification of having passed 10+2, 
prior to pursue the B.A degree. 

The clause 2 (16), Chapter I of "REGULATIONS RELATING TO RECOGNITION OF 
EXAMINATIONS AND DEGREES OF OTHER UNIVERSITIES" of University of Kerala states 
that Degrees/ Examinations of other Universities means the Degree/ Examination awarded/passed 
after having undergone the prescribed course of instruction by the duly recognized, 
regular/correspondence/ private study not less than 10+2 (12) / 10+2+3(15) / 10+2+3+2(17) years of 
study pattern in Board/University other than the University of Kerala. 

Accordingly, the applicant was directed to produce the certificate of Bachelor Preparatory 
Programme and its equivalency certificate from Higher Education Directorate of Kerala. However, the 
applicant failed to submit the aforementioned documents. 

The applicant meanwhile submitted a Petition dated 29/01/2023 to the Hon'ble Chancellor, which 
has been forwarded from the office of the Principal Secretary to Governor vide letter dated 
09/02/2023 for appropriate consideration and to give a reply directly to the Petitioner. The following 
points may be noted with respect to the application of the Petitioner - 

1. He had obtained SSLC from Tamil Nadu in 1972 (11years )and Bachelor of Arts (general) 
Degree from IGNOU in 1992 which are recognized by the University of Kerala.  
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2. The Petitioner claims to have done the 6 months Bachelor Preparatory Programme (BPP) 
offered by IGNOU, before doing B.A Degree, for those students who do not have the essential 
qualification of 10+2, to enable them to do Bachelor's Degree of IGNOU.  

3. The Regional Director, IGNOU vide letter dated 14.12.2022 informed that the Bachelor 
Preparatory Programme is a bridge course for getting admission to Bachelor programme of 
IGNOU for those who have not received any formal education. Also, IGNOU does not issue 
any certificate for BPP as it is not a formal course. 

4. The applicant obtained the Integrated Diploma Certificate in Russian from the University of 
Kerala in 2022.  

5. He obtained admission to the M.A Russian Language and Literature of the University of 
Kerala after qualifying the entrance exam of CSS, on the basis of the B.A Degree (General) 
Certificate from IGNOU as the qualifying Degree and also the Integrated Diploma Certificate 
in Russian from the University of Kerala.  

        As per the orders of the Hon'ble Vice-Chancellor the matter regarding issuance of Eligibility 
Certificate to Sri. Mony.C who is a senior citizen ,in order to pursue PG programme at the University, 
without undergoing the 10+2 pattern of study is placed before the Academic Council for 
consideration. 

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED NOT to issue Eligibility 
Certificate to Sri Mony C for the B.A Degree (General) awarded by IGNOU, without having Plus 
two or equivalent certificate.

05. M.A Business Economics-conducting of Entrance Examination and change of Eligibility 

criteria-2023 admn onwards-Consideration of-reg.     (Ac.AII) 
 The Principal,Govt.college for Women,Vazhuthacaud has forwarded the request of the Head 
,Dept.of Economics,for taking favourable action to conduct entrance examination for M.A Business 
Economics from 2023 admission onwards,as specifically mentioned in the last part of the revised 
Scheme and Syllabus of the programme implemented with effect from 2021 admissions  and to 
change the eligibility criteria so that graduates in Commerce and Business Administration can apply 
for the course. 

The Chairperson, BoS in Economics(PG) recommended to change the 'Target Group'  
mentioned in the syllabus of the M.A Business Economics programme  implemented with effect from 
2021 admissions as 'Eligibility Criteria' and the eligible qualification for admission to M.A Business 
Economics programme should be BA Economics/B.Com/BBA/BScMathematics/BSc Statistics 
degree or any other degree with  Mathematics/Statistics/Economics as one of the courses. The 
Entrance examination for the programme should be conducted with a question pattern comprising 50 
multiple choice questions, each having 1 mark without options(50 percent) and descriptive type 
questions, each having 5 marks with 2 options(50 percent).The pattern for the same is as follows:- 
Allocation of Time:-3 hours, Maximum Marks:-100 

Section A:Answer all questions, Each question carries1 mark(50*1=50 marks)  
Section B:Answer any 10 questions, Each question carries 5 mark(10*5=50 mark)  
(The number of questions should be 15 in section B)   
 The Dean, Faculty of Social Sciences has endorsed the recommendations of the Chairperson, 
BoS in Economics(PG).  
 As per the orders of the Vice-Chancellor the change in eligibility criteria and admission 
process recommended by the Chairperson, Board of Studies in Economics (PG) as endorsed by the 
Dean Faculty of Social Sciences is placed before the Academic Council for consideration and 
appropriate decision.  

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED to refer the matter to the 
Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academic & Research .

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06.  Corrections in the Scheme of MA Degree in HIndi Language &Literature, 2021 
admission onwards –Consideration of-reg.      (Ac.AII) 
The tabulation section sought clarification on the following disparities found in the Scheme of 

MA Degree in Hindi Language & Literature, 2021 admission onwards:  
1. There is no course code allotted for comprehensive viva voce in the scheme and syllabus of MA 

Hindi Language and Literature 2021 admission onwards. 
2. In the split up of marks of Dissertation (HL-CC 546), 80 mark is shown in the CA column and 

only 20 mark in the ESA column. 
 The Chairman, Board of Studies in Hindi(PG) remarked that  
The course code for comprehensive viva-voce shall be HL-CC-547  
The split up of Dissertation (HL-CC-546) marks are as follows : 
 ESA - 80 marks 
 CA - 20 marks  
 Total -100 marks.

The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED to approve the corrections in 
the course code and split up of Dissertation marks in the Scheme of MA Degree in Hindi Language 
& Literature, 2021 admission onwards, as per the recommendation of the Chairman ,Board of 
Studies in Hindi (PG) and as endorsed by the Dean ,Faculty of Oriental Studies.

07. Eighth Semester & Ninth Semester B.Arch Degree Examination– Dissertation Paper – 

Examination registration –Consideration of- reg.     (EE II B) 
Sri. Govind Sarma and Sri. Abrar Ali two students, from College of Architecture, Thinavila, 

Trivandrum who had started B.Arch Degree Course as 2012 admission and 2011 admission 
candidates respectively, had been re-admitted to repeat the Dissertation paper of Ninth Semester  
(2008  Scheme) along with the Eighth Semester (2013 Scheme) junior batch in the current scheme 
and syllabus ie; 2013 Scheme  during the academic year 2017-18 vide Order No: Acad.A 
III/4/19036/2018 dated 13/04/2018.  They could not complete the course due to failure in examination 
registration (ie, to repeat Dissertation paper) in June 2018 (2008 Scheme) and May 2018 (2013 
Scheme), even if they had attended the examination in May 21, 2018 and got pass marks.    

It is to be noted that, in addition to these candidates, two others are in the list Smt. Casia 
Maria John and Sri. Binu Jones.  All of them had appeared for the paper under 2013 Scheme and the 
marks were received in the section.  Among them Smt. Casia Maria John was issued Consolidated 
marklist and Provisional Certificate through semi automated process and the conversion calculation of 
Jury and Sessional marks to change the credits and mark distribution from 2013 to 2008 Scheme was 
done vide Order No: Ac.AIII/4/B.Arch/2019 dated 22/08/2019. 

In this context, it is to be noted that Sri. Govind Sarma has cleared all papers and Sri. Abrar 
Ali has to clear six papers and both of them had their first time regular registration of Dissertation 
paper, in which they have failed. 

The issue happened during the registration process of Dissertation repetition.  
(Not Registered for the Examination)  
As per the orders of the Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor, the matter was placed before Standing 

Committee of the Syndicate on Examinations held on 11.08.2022 and the Committee considered the 
matter and recommended to refer the matter to the Dean’s Council.  The recommendation of the 
Standing Committee was resolved by the Syndicate meeting held on 25.08.2022 (Item No. 45.82.16).  
As the implementation order was issued by the Hon'ble Vice Chancellor, the file along with the 
approved note to Dean’s Council were handed over to Ac A II section on 29.11.2022.   While 
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considering another request of the candidate dated 11/01/2023,  Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor has ordered 
to place the file in Academic Council.   

Hence as per orders of the Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor, the matter is placed before Academic 
Council for consideration and appropriate recommendation. 

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED to convert the Sessionals and 
Jury marks obtained by the B.Arch students Sri Govind Sarma and Sri Abrar Ali from the College 
of Architecture ,Thinavila ,Trivandrum,in the 2013 Scheme (8th Semester) to the 2008 Scheme 
(9th Semester) as per precedent ,by granting registration to the Dissertation Paper of 9th Semester 
in order to  complete the Semester accordingly.

08. Integrated Five year B.Sc(IT) LL.B Course - Approval of the Scheme & Syllabus - 

Letter from the Bar Council of India - Consideration of – Reg.   (Ac.AIII) 
           The Principal, Kerala Law Academy Law College, Thiruvananthapuram, submitted the draft 
Scheme & Syllabus of the proposed Integrated B.Sc(IT) LL.B Course before the University for 
approval on 03.01.2022. The Annual Meeting of the Board of Studies in Computer 
Science(Pass) held on 07.01.2022 approved the syllabus of the first Degree B.Sc (IT) in the proposed 
Integrated B.Sc(IT) LL.B Course. 

After that the Annual Meeting of the Board of Studies in Law (Pass) held on 05.02.2022 
considered the Draft Syllabus and observed that the Scheme & Syllabus of LL.B Degree is same as 
that of the existing B.Com LL.B syllabus, hence approved the proposed Integrated B.Sc (IT) LL.B 
course subject to approval of syllabus by Bar Council of India. The Board recommended to 
forward the scheme and syllabus  to the Bar Council of India for approval owing to the following 
reasons. 
1. There is no course as B.Sc (IT) conducted by Kerala University.   
2. The course is not in the approved list of courses published by UGC.   
3. M.G. University had to remit huge amount as penalty to Bar Council of India for conducting a 
course as BA Criminology LL.B, and later the amount was sought to be reimbursed from the 
members of the Board of Studies responsible for preparing the syllabus. This is because there was no 
first degree course as BA Criminology conducted by M.G University and it was not in the list of 
approved course of UGC. 

The Annual meeting of the Faculty of Law held on 23.03.2022 endorsed the above 
recommendations of the BoS in Law(Pass) and the Academic Council held on 01.04.2022 vide item 
no. II (vi) approved the Minutes of the Faculty of Law held on 23.03.2022. Accordingly the Draft 
Scheme & Syllabus of the proposed Integrated B.Sc(IT) LL.B course was forwarded to the Bar 
Council of India for approval. The Bar Council of India vide letter no. BCI:D:45:2023(LE) 
Dated:18.01.2023 informed that the syllabus of B.Sc has to be as per prescribed norms of UGC. 
Regarding the syllabus of LL.B, the University is free to design the same as per Bar Council of 
India Legal Education Rules/norms. The University can grant affiliation to any Centre of Legal 
Education,(CLE) for starting the prescribed course to be designed by the University, if the 
CLE’s fulfills all the norms of grant of affiliation to CLE’s (Copy of the Letter appended).  

Meanwhile the Government of Kerala vide G.O.(Rt)No.1256/2022/HEDN Dated: 20.08.2022, 
accorded administrative sanction to Kerala Law Academy Law College, Thiruvananthapuram for 
starting Five year Integrated BSc (IT) LL.B Course in the Academic year 2022-23.  

As per the orders of the Vice Chancellor the whole matter pertaining to the approval of the 
Scheme and Syllabus of the Integrated B.Sc(IT) LL.B course along with the communication received 
from the BCI is placed before the the Academic Council for consideration and appropriate decision. 

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED to approve the Scheme and 
Syllabus of the Integrated B.Sc(IT) LL.B course on the basis of the Consent obtained from the Bar 
Council of India vide letter BCI:D:45:2023(LE) dated 18.01.2023.

The Chairman BoS in Commerce (Pass) has remarked that the B.Com Major in Accountancy 
and Finance (Obtained through  credit transfer) awarded by Indira Gandhi National Open University, 
New Delhi in collaboration with ICAI (Institute of Chartered Accountants of India) can be recognised 
for higher studies and employment in concurrence with the decision of the Academic Council. 

The Dean Faculty of Commerce has endorsed the remarks of the Chairman BoS in Commerce 
(Pass) and remarked that the  B.Com with Major in Accountancy and Finance of IGNOU is in 
collaboration with ICAI and through  credit transfer (64 credits) from  the professional Institute. The 
proficiency earned through passing the first stage ie Professional Competence Course  (PCC of ICAI) 
is the prime factor for recognition. Hence recommended that recognition may be considered. Both  the 
Chairman and the Dean has recommended for higher studies and employment subject to the 
concurrence of the decision of the Academic Council.

  The  Chairman, BoS in English(Pass)  has recommended as follows 
1)Table mentioned in clause 6.1 of the Regulations relating to B.A  Honours Degree  
     programme  can  be  used  to  convert   mark to grade  for  each  Course/Semester    
     Consolidation/Overall grading. 
2)Pass Minimum for a Semester/Programme is 40 %. 
3)Total/Maximum mark for each Semester is 500(5 Courses in each semester). 
     The Dean, Faculty of Arts has endorsed the recommendations of the Chairman BoS in 
English(Pass). 
 In the light of the above recommendations, clause 6.1  of the Regulation relating to  B.A 
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Honours Degree Programmes “The end semester examinations will be conducted by the University. A 
minimum of 40% Marks (E Grade) is required for passing a Course with a separate minimum of 40% 
(E Grade) for Continuous Evaluation and End Semester Evaluation. A separate minimum of 40% is 
required for internship/viva-voce/performance evaluation. Marks shall be converted to grade for each 
paper as per the scale below.”

12. Recognition of B.Com. (Industry Integrated) Degree (Regular) awarded by Reva 

University (Private University), Bengaluru-Consideration of-reg.   (Ac.C) 
Ref: Request received from Sri.Harsh Shirsat dtd 17/11/2021. 

        Sri.Harsh Shirsat had submitted the scheme and syllabus of B.Com.( Industry 
Integrated)(Regular) Degree awarded by Reva University, Bengaluru for Course recognition for the 
purpose of higher studies (B.P.Ed.) and employment. He had completed 10+2 pattern of study which 
is recognized by the University of Kerala. 

On verification of the detailed syllabus re-submitted by the applicant, as directed by the 
Chairman BOS in Commerce (Pass) since it was  incomplete,  the following defects were noted - 
1.In the scheme of instruction, it is stated that in sixth semester, the course code of the course titled 
"Entrepreneurship Development" is B18 BC 6041.But in the detailed syllabus submitted, the course 
code is B18 BC 6040. 
2.Similarly, under course code B18 BC 6030, the title of the course given in the scheme is "Business 
Policy and Strategic Management". But in the detailed syllabus, the course title given is "Stock and 
Commodity Markets". 
3.The detailed syllabus submitted by the candidate cannot be taken as authentic since it does not 
contain official seal or any sort of official title as compared to the scheme and syllabus which was 
submitted earlier. 

The candidate was accordingly informed and he submitted another attested scheme and 
syllabus  from the Reva University  . 

The Chairman BoS in Commerce (Pass)  remarked  that although the defects which had been 
pointed out earlier is not seen in the fresh scheme and syllabus submitted by the candidate, a doubt 
persists as to how  a University  can issue such documents with valid errors. In this fresh document 
also, the same disparities can be noted when compared with the students mark sheet, ie; the course 
type such as HC, CC, FC, SC etc. Anyhow, authenticity and authority of the documents may be 
verified by the University of Kerala. But considering the scheme and syllabus submitted ,the 
Chairman has recommended to grant eligibility/equivalency for B.Com (Industry Integrated) with the 
B.Com CBCSS of University of Kerala. 

The Dean, Faculty of Commerce has endorsed the views of the Chairman BoS in Commerce 
(Pass) and  remarked that apart from the disparities ,the B.Com Degree may be considered as an  
eligible qualification for higher education and employment. 

But the Chairman, BoS in Commerce (Pass) later opined that  the matter of recognition 
of B.Com. (Industry Integrated) Degree (Regular) awarded by Reva University (Private University) 
be placed before the full Board of Studies in Commerce (Pass). Hence the file was placed before the 
Annual meeting of the BoS in Commerce (Pass) held on 02.12.2022.The Board recommended that an 
explanation should be obtained from the candidate on the anomalies  noted in the syllabus. 
Accordingly an explanation was obtained from the candidate and the file was again forwarded to the 
Chairman , BoS in Commerce (Pass) . 

The Chairman, BoS in Commerce (Pass) has currently  remarked that, as decided in the full 
Board of Studies in Commerce (Pass) ,the candidate had been asked to clarify the defects/disparities 
seen in the documents which were submitted by the candidate. But the explanation submitted contains 
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no clarification  regarding the defects which were pointed out. Further, the explanation submitted 
does not have the signature of the candidate. Therefore, the Chairman recommended to refer the 
matter to the Academic Council of University of Kerala. 

The Dean, Faculty of Commerce has remarked that the B.Com Degree of the candidate may 
be considered for eligibility for  higher education and employment after getting clarifications on the 
discrepancies pointed out by the Chairman, BoS in commerce (Pass)  on the codes mentioned in the 
documents and mismatch detected in the syllabi. Further remarked that the Academic Council may 
decide on the matter as  recommended by the Chairman BOS in Commerce (Pass). 

The candidate meanwhile submitted a representation to the Hon'ble Vice Chancellor 
requesting to consider his case as he had  obtained admission to the B.PEd course at L.N.C.P 
,Kariavattom, which has to be regularised immediatetly since he is now in the final semester ; wherein 
orders were received to examine the matter in detail. 

Hence the whole matter regarding the recognition of B.Com. (Industry Integrated) Degree 
(Regular) awarded by Reva University (Private University) is placed before the Academic Council for 
consideration. 

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED that the genuineness of the 
Marklist and Degree Certificate of the  B.Com. (Industry Integrated) Degree (Regular) in respect of 
the applicant Sri Harsh Shirsat be verified from the Reva University (Private University). 
FURTHER RESOLVED that if the Certificate is found to be genuine then the Degree can be 
recognised for higher studies and employment wherever a Degree under any discipline is the 
required qualification.

Hence the Ph.D Degree in 
Biotechnology in cancer biology awarded by University of Kerala can be considered as eligible for 
the purpose of higher studies and employment in the field of Zoology. He has also remarked that 
the two publications attached are published in journals which are included in the web of Science and 
the journals are credible in the area of cancer biology and are having good impact factor and is 
indexed. 
           The Dean Faculty of Science has endorsed the remarks of the Chairman BoS in Zoology (PG). 

Hence  the whole matter regarding the recognition of Ph.D Degree in Biotechnology awarded 
to Swetha M  ,by University of Kerala for the thesis titled "Evaluation of Uttroside B as a candidate 
drug against Hepatocellular Carcinoma and comparison of its therapeutic potential with that of 
Solanum nigrum Linn leaf extract"  as an eligible qualification for higher studies and employment in 
the field of Zoology is placed before the Academic Council for consideration.

14. Recognition of One Year Master of Research in Biomedical Sciences (Neuroscience) 
(full-time) awarded by University of Glasgow, United Kingdom –Consideration of-reg. 
                                                                                                                                (Ac.C) 

Ref: Application received from Ms. Nayana Jose dated 14.03.2023. 
     Ms. Nayana Jose had submitted the copy of Scheme and Syllabus of One Year Master of 
Research in Biomedical Sciences (Neuroscience) (full-time) awarded by University of Glasgow, 
United Kingdom for equating the same with M.Sc Biotechnology. She had obtained B.Tech Degree in 
Biotechnology and Biochemical Engineering from University of Kerala. She had completed 10+2 
pattern of study which are also recognized by the University of Kerala.  
        It may be noted that the applicant has produced an equivalency certificate from Association of 
Indian Universities (AIU) stating that the Master of Research in Biomedical Sciences (Neuroscience) 
(full-time) awarded by University of Glasgow, United Kingdom is equated with Master Degree in the 
corresponding field of an Indian University. 
        The Chairperson examined the Scheme and Syllabus of One Year Master of Research in 
Biomedical Science (Neurosciences) (full-time) of University of Glasgow, United Kingdom, and 
found that: 
a. the aforesaid syllabus covers only the Biomedical aspects of Neuroscience. 
b. it does not cover a major portion of the syllabus of M.Sc Biotechnology of the University of Kerala. 
c. The University of Kerala does not have a similar One Year Master's programme in any subjects. 
d. The syllabi of One Year Master of Research in Biomedical Sciences (Neuroscience) and Two Year 
M.Sc Biotechnology programme of the University of Kerala are not comparable. 

Based on his findings, the Chairperson recommended that equivalency can neither be granted 
to One Year Master of Research in Biomedical Sciences (Neuroscience) awarded by University of 
Glasgow, UK nor eligibility for higher studies and employment in the field of Biotechnology. 

The Dean endorsed the remarks of the Chairperson and recommended not to recognize the 
One Year Master of Research programme in Biomedical Sciences (Neuroscience) awarded by 
University of Glasgow, UK as there is no comparable one year master's programme in University of 
Kerala. 

Hence, the whole matter regarding recognition of One Year Master of Research in Biomedical 
Sciences (Neuroscience) (full-time) awarded by University of Glasgow, United Kingdom is placed 
before the Academic Council for consideration. 

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED to refer the matter to the 
Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics & Research and a Medical Faculty to be 
invited to the Committee.

Sri Anvar P submitted an application for recognition of B.Ed Degree (Social Studies and 

History as optional papers) (Regular) awarded by Gauhati University for the purpose of getting 
recognised as equivalent to B.Ed in Social Science of this University. He has undergone 10 + 2 
pattern of study and passed B.A. Degree in Economics from the University of Calicut which is 
recognised by the University of Kerala.  

He submitted the scheme and syllabus of the said course and produced a letter from the 
Gauhati University which mentions an explanation for the subject codes in his mark list of B.Ed. 
Degree. The letter states that the 'h' in the Mark Sheet of the applicant indicates History and 'ss' 
indicates Social Studies.

consulting the Board of Studies in Zoology. 

The combined meeting requested the Faculty and the Academic Council to intervene in the 
matter of inclusion of the word 'Zoology' in the nomenclature of M Sc Integrative Biology by the 
Board of Studies in Evolutionary & Integrative Biology. 
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The Faculty of Science at its meeting held on 17.03.2022 endorsed the recommendations of 
the combined meeting of the Board of Studies in Zoology (Pass and PG) and the Academic Council at 
its meeting held on 1st April, 2022 resolved to approve the recommendations of the Faculty of 
Science contained in the minutes of its meeting held on 17.03.2022. 
     The Board of Studies in Evolutionary and Integrative Biology, at its meeting held on 
22.11.2018, recommended to change the nomenclature of the M.Sc Integrative Biology Programme to 
M Sc Integrative Biology (Zoology) since the Programme has more than 90% of M Sc Zoology 
syllabus of the University of Kerala. Moreover M.Sc Integrative Biology Programme has already been 
equated with M Sc Zoology Programme of the University of Kerala.  The Faculty of Science at its 
meeting held on 5th March 2019 endorsed the recommendation of the Board and the Academic 
Council at its meeting held on 13th March 2019 approved the same.  Thus the nomenclature of M Sc 
Integrative Biology offered by the Inter University Centre for Evolutionary and Integrative Biology, 
University of Kerala, was changed to M Sc Integrative Biology (Zoology) vide UO dated 30.12.2019. 
    It may be noted that the Chairman of both the Board of Studies in Evolutionary and 
Integrative Biology and the Board of Studies in Zoology (PG) are the same.  
   Since the Boards of Studies in Zoology (Pass and PG) raised a complaint, the Faculty of 
Science considered the matter at its meeting held on 19.07.2022 and recommended to remove 
the word ‘Zoology’ from the nomenclature of the Programme M.Sc Integrative Biology 
(Zoology).The Academic Council considering the recommendation of the Faculty of Science 
resolved to refer the matter to the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and 
Research. 
   The Committee considered the matter and recommended to obtain remarks from the CSS 
in this regard and also recommended to maintain status quo, till the final decision is made in 
this regard.  The Syndicate at its 49th meeting held on 08.12.2022 approved the same. 
   The remarks of the Vice Chairman, CSS is as follows: 
  "The nomenclature "Integrative Biology' contradicts the phrase 'Zoology' in nomenclature 
since it involves a multidisciplinary approach and can stay only in a holistic perspective.  Moreover, 
the subject is more allied to Life Sciences, and the terminology reflects the study of biological systems 
is best approached by incorporating many perspectives in biology.  The term 'Integrative Biology' 
focuses on integration across biological levels, with the organism as a center point and moving up 
(populations, communities, ecosystems) and down (physiology, cell, genome), which offers 
option/flexibility to expand into different biological realms.  Therefore, the philosophy of using the 
term Zoology within parenthesis along with the title of a PG Prgramme like Integrative Biology, the 
entire philosophy of the integrative approach, besides questioning the university's academic integrity.  
The University also needs to prioritize the suggestions of the PG Board of Studies in Zoology and 
subsequently in the combined BoS of PG and UG (Pass) Zoology to remove the term Zoology from 
Integrative Biology.  Further, this issue was also discussed in the Academic Council.  In the current 
scenario of framing new generation courses and considering the progressive academic stands taken 
by the Government, it is always better to consider the nomenclature of PG Programme Integrative 
Biology as such rather than placing Zoology within parenthesis." 
   Meanwhile the Hon.Director, Inter University Centre for Evolutionary and Integrative 
Biology, University of Kerala in her request has suggested to re-name the programme as “ M.Sc 
Zoology with specialization in Integrative Biology" instead of M.Sc Integrative Biology citing the 
fact M.Sc Integrative Biology Programme gives much emphasis to Zoology content along with 
Integrative Biology.  The Hon’ble Vice Chancellor while considering the said request has ordered to 
place it before the Standing Committee of the Academic Council.   
    The Standing Committee of the Academic Council recommended to rename the programme 
M.Sc Integrative Biology (Zoology) as M.Sc Zoology with specialization in Integrative Biology, 
subject to reporting to the Academic Council. Further  recommended to issue special certificate to the 
already passed out candidates stating that both the programmes are one and same.

Mathematics.  
     She has submitted an Equivalence Certificate from Regional Institute of Education stating that 
the Four Year B.Sc.B.Ed Programme comprises course contents in the major subjects viz. Physics, 
Chemistry and Mathematics which are equivalent to the respective subject areas of the B.Sc. Course 
of the University of Mysore. The certificate further states that the professional educational component 
(B.Ed) of the programme is equivalent to the B.Ed Degree of the University of Mysore. 

As the applicant requested equivalency with B.Sc. Physics, B.Sc. Mathematics, B.Ed.

The applicants have been awarded with JRF of the 
UGC.  Besides that Smt. Seethal C P is pursuing Ph.D. in History of Arts at Visva-
Bharati, Santiniketan and as per their requests, they both were the Teaching Faculties at various 
Universities/Institutions. 
        The admission criteria of the University of Kerala (6685/2021/UOK, Dtd:  26.11.2021) 
demands that  "a second class Bachelors Degree in Fine Arts or any other degree from a 
recognised University and Students holding Degrees in subjects other than Fine Arts will have 
to attend a Bridge course of one year for admission to the MVA Degree in Art History." 
        The applicants have produced a letter from the Head, Department of Art History & 
Aesthetics, The Maharaja Sayajirao University of Baroda, which states that "Sri. Muhammed 
Shafi S & Smt. Seethal C P were given admission to MVA (Master of Visual Arts) Degree in Art 
History after a diligent screening process that includes a written entrance test and interview to assess 
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their aptitude in the subject.  A small number of eligible candidates are selected to join our 
Department."   [Appendix 1] 

Therefore the applicants is requesting that considering the above, they may be issued with the 
Eligibility Certificate for their MVA (Master of Visual Arts) Degree in Art History (Regular) awarded 
by The Maharaja Sayajirao University of Baroda as equivalent to that of this University.  

In this scenario, remarks from the subject experts such as the Chairman, BoS in Applied Arts 
and that of the Dean, Faculty of Fine Arts were obtained. 

The Chairman, BoS in Applied Arts has remarked that "Muhammed Shafi S and Seethal C P 
hold  MVA (Master of Visual Arts) Degree in Art History (Regular) awarded by The Maharaja 
Sayajirao University of Baroda, which is recognized by the University of Kerala.  Although, they 
have not studied Fine Arts at graduate level, they have successfully completed MVA course as 
per Maharaja Sayajirao University norms.  For MVA course offered by Kerala University, the order 
(6685/2021/UOK Dtd: 26/11/2021) applicable to non-BFA graduates to study at Raja Ravi Varma 
Centre of Excellence for Visual Arts, Mavelikara should not be considered in their case.  Kerala 
University itself takes a generous approach to other graduates to study Art History, the applicants can 
be given eligibility certificate.  So it is recommended for eligibility certificate." 

The Dean, Faculty of Fine Arts has endorsed the above remarks and remarked that "I have 
studied the file in detail and realised that the MVA in Art History Degree awarded by the Maharaja 
Sayajirao University of Baroda and the MVA in Art History of Kerala University is similar in 
structure and has been recognized as equivalent by Kerala University. 

According to Kerala University's admission criteria, those who have not studied Bachelor's 
Degree in Fine Arts should be admitted to Master's Degree only after doing a bridge course in Fine 
Arts and both the applicant are not Fine Arts graduates.  However, it is understood that MVA 
admission in Maharaja Sayajirao University has been obtained by proving aptitude through a diligent 
screening process including written test and interview.  Apart these, these applicants have also bagged 
UGC's JRF Fellowship in Art History. 

The Chairman, Board of Studies in Applied Arts has also recommended to grant eligibility for 
both higher studies and employment.  Considering all these facts, I recommend that the recognition 
may be granted to the MVA Degree in Art History awarded by the Maharaja Sayajirao University, 
Baroda for higher studies and employment."  Both the Chairman BoS in Applied Arts and the 
Dean, Faculty of Fine Arts have marked equivalency in the Proforma.

           The Regulations, Scheme and Syllabus of B.Tech Degree Course (2020 Scheme) offered at 
University College of Engineering, Kariavattom was approved vide UO 
UO.No.Ac.A.III/4/B.Tech/FoE/2020 dated 02/12/2020. As per the Regulations of  B.Tech Degree 
Course 2020 Scheme, Rule 6.17 stipulates that minimum cumulative credit is required for registering 
to Higher semesters and for promotion to 5th Semester, 21Credits from SI and S2 is insisted. 
          As per Rule   6.23, a student shall earn 2 credits by actively involving in co-curricular and 
extra-curricular activities as per the guidelines issued by the University from time to time. On getting 
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minimum 100 Activity Points, the student passes the course and earns the two credits which shall not 
be counted for the calculation of CGPA but is mandatory for the award of the Degree. For the students 
admitted under the lateral entry scheme, the 2 credits shall be considered to be earned on getting 75 
Activity Points. The students are required to keep a file containing documentary proofs of activities 
done by him/her attested by the Senior Faculty advisor/Faculty advisor. 

Vide Minutes of the meeting held on 14/02/2023 a  meeting was convened convened by the 
Controller of Examinations with Dean, Faculty of Engineering and Technology, Director, KUCC, 
SLCM Software team, Principal, University College of Engineering, Kariavattom to discuss the issues 
in SLCM software and regulations of B.Tech 2020 Scheme to implement the Rule 6.17 in the SLCM 
Software for 2020 scheme candidates. As further clarifications are  required for implementing the rule 
in the SLCM software, the meeting recommended  that  Rule 6.17 and Rule 6.23  be set aside for the 
candidates of 2020,2021 and 2022 admissions and the  respective rules be made applicable from 2023 
admission onwards. 

The Combined Online meeting of Board of Studies in Engineering (Pass III) and Faculty of 
Engineering and Technology held on 25/03/2023 endorsed the above recommendations. 
Meanwhile, the Principal, University College of Engineering ,Kariavattom, vide Letter 
No;UCE/Admn/737/2023 dated 27/03/2023 informed  the delay in the commencement of the classes 
of Fifth Semester requesting to issue necessary orders on  the basis of the minutes of the meeting 
dated 14/ 02/2023  to avoid course lag. 

The Hon'ble Vice Chancellor, subject to reporting to Academic Council accorded sanction to  
set aside Rules  6.17 and 6.23 of the Academic  Regulations of the B.Tech Degree Course (2020 
Scheme) for the  candidates of  2020, 2021 and 2022 admissions  
                Accordingly UO.No.Ac.AIII/3858/UOK dated 04/05/2023 has been issued.

It may be noted that the said programme has already been recognised as 
an eligible qualification for seeking admission to M.A/M.Sc. Degree in Psychology of this University. 
    It may be noted that the candidate is currently  doing the first year M.S.W programme  at 
Shree Vidyadhiraja College of Arts and Science which is affiliated to University of Kerala. 
           The Chairman BoS in Psychology (UG) has remarked that the board verified the scheme and 
syllabus of B.A Degree in Psychology and found that adequacy and quality of syllabus submitted, in 
comparison with the scheme and syllabus of University of Kerala is inadequate. It was also remarked 
that the University of Kerala is not offering B.Sc Psychology programme in Distance mode. Therefore 
the said B.A programme can not b treated as an eligible qualification for the purpose of higher studies 
and employment. 

However, the Dean Faculty of Science has recommended that the said degree can be treated as 
an eligible qualification for higher studies wherever a degree under any discipline is the required 
qualification since the said degree has already been recognised for doing higher studies in M.A/M.Sc 
Degree in psychology vide U.O no. AcC/014937/2015 dtd 25/06/2015. 

Hence the whole matter regarding the  recognition of Bachelor of Arts - Major in Psychology 
awarded by Indira Gandhi National Open University, New Delhi is placed before the Academic 
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Council for consideration.

The Chairman BoS in Law (Pass) has remarked that the percentage of adequacy of scheme 
and syllabus  which is found to be between 70-80%, can be considered as an eligible qualification for 
higher studies in law, under the Department of Future Studies, as requested by the applicant. 
              The  Dean  Faculty of law vide e mail dtd 24/04/2023  has remarked that the  MA degree 
acquired by the candidate  does not come within the discipline of Faculty of Law and the candidate 
does not possess the basic mandatory degree ie. LL.M degree to pursue research in law. Considering 
the facts and circumstances,  higher studies in law ie.,  research in law is not possible in this case.  
She has also remarked that the possibility of  pursuing  higher studies  in  the Faculty of Social 
Sciences may be considered as it comes within the discipline of Sociology.,  
            Accordingly, the remarks from  the Dean Faculty of Social Sciences were obtained. Since the 
University of Kerala does not offer a course on M.A Criminology and Police Science,  it is not 
possible to recognise this degree as   equivalent to the same degree offered by this University. For 
doing Ph.D Degree in this University M.A in the concerned subject is required.So the M.A Degree in 
Criminology and Police Science (Distance) awarded by Manonmaniam Sundaranar University, 
Tirunelveli can not be recognised as an eligible qualification for research in Social Science Faculty.    
      As per the request of the  candidate,  the remarks of the Dean Faculty of Applied Science and 
Technology were sought. The Dean remarked that for doing Ph.D Degree in Futures studies the 
following eligibility should be possessed by the  candidate- 
1. A Master's degree in the Faculty of Science/ Social Science /Engineering and Technology/ 
Applied Sciences and Technology/Medicine/Dentistry/Ayurveda/ or a Masters degree 
recognised  by  University of Kerala as an eligible qualification. 
2. Should have qualified NET, GATE or other National Eligibility tests 
3. Should have qualified the entrance tests in Future Studies conducted by University of Kerala 
  The candidate will be eligible to apply for Ph.D in Future Studies only when the said M.A Degree 
acquired by the candidate  comes under  any of these eligible category.  

Subsequently, the remarks of the Chairman BoS in Sociology was sought  as to whether  the 
M.A Degree can be considered as a PG degree under the Faculty of Social Science . He has remarked 
that, being a UGC recognised PG programme, the M.A Degree in Criminology and Police Science 
(Distance) awarded by Manonmaniam Sundaranar University, Tirunelveli can be considered as an 
eligible qualification for higher studies wherever a PG Degree under the Faculty of Social Science is 
the required qualification. 

The Dean Faculty of Social Science has endorsed the remarks of the Chairman BoS in 
Sociology.

Science (Distance) awarded by Manonmaniam Sundaranar University, Tirunelveli   is placed before

The Chairman, BoS in Computer Science (PG) has remarked that  he had examined the 
application and supporting documents submitted by Smt.Deepthi Rani S S for the recognition of M.E 
Degree in Computer Science and Engineering (Regular) awarded by Anna University, Chennai and it 
is found that admission norms of the above said course are in comparable standards with those of 
M.Tech Degree in Computer Science and Engineering Degree offered by the University of Kerala. 
Hence the M.E Degree in Computer Science and Engineering is equivalent to M.Tech Computer 
Science and Engineering offered by University of Kerala for the purpose of doing Ph.D Degree 
Programme under the faculty of Applied Sciences and Technology  and it is found that this degree has 
already been approved as equivalent to M.Tech computer Science and Engineering degree of the 
University of Kerala. Hence he recommended that the above said degree awarded to the candidate 
may be treated as an eligible qualification for doing Ph.D degree under the Faculty of Applied 
Sciences and Technology of the University of Kerala.

The examinations for these candidates have 
been conducted using SLCM software. Even though, the results of First Semester B.Tech Degree 
Examinations, Nov 2021 were published, certain discrepancies were noted regarding implementing 
the Academic Regulation for B.Tech, 2020 scheme.   
Following rules in the Academic Regulation for B.Tech, 2020 scheme which needs further 
clarification and its implementation in the SLCM Software were discussed.  
   
1) As per Rule 6.12, Pass minimum for a course shall be 40% for the End Semester Examination and 
50% of CIE (Continuous Internal Evaluation) and ESA put together.   
 In B.Tech 2020 scheme, the First and the Second Semesters have three Lab/Workshop papers each 
with only CIE marks. But in the SLCM Software, candidates who have not satisfied the above 
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mentioned rule, have passed the First Semester B.Tech Degree Examinations, Nov 2021 and Second 
Semester B.Tech Degree Examinations in May 2022. Hence the meeting suggested conducting a one- 
time special examination for the candidates giving them a chance to clear the practical examinations 
having only CIE marks.  
Recommendations of the Combined Meeting of the Board of Studies in  Engineering (Pass- III) and 
Faculty of Engineering and Technology  
Endorsed the above recommendations.  
2) As per Rule 6.14, CIE mark percentage shall not exceed 30% over the End Semester Examination 
mark %. CIE marks awarded to a student shall be normalised accordingly. For example, if the end 
semester mark % is 40, then the maximum eligible CIE mark % is 40+30=70%.  
  The meeting suggested to implement the rule in the SLCM Software and reflecting the same 
in the candidate profile and Green Sheet before issuing the Grade Card. The meeting also suggested to 
implement the above rule in the examinations, including the examinations in which result is already 
published. The meeting further suggested that the Subject Moderation, if any, granted by the Pass 
Board of the particular examination to be added to the ESA marks before normalizing the CIE marks.  
 Recommendations of the Combined Meeting of the Board of Studies in  Engineering (Pass- III) and 
Faculty of Engineering and Technology  
Endorsed the above recommendations.  
3) As per rule 6.15, Grading is based on the overall % marks obtained by the student in a course, as 
given in Rule 6.16. The grade card shall only give the grades against the courses the student has 
registered. Semester Grade Card shall give the grade for each registered course, Semester Grade Point 
Average (SGPA) for the Semester as well as Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA).  
 The meeting suggested that the Grade Card be made available in the candidate profile as per above 
rule. Also Grade, Grade points and Equivalent Percentage Marks be awarded as per rule 6.16.

Examinations, May 2022) after normalizing as mentioned in rule 6.14 and appropriate decision be 
taken in the case of candidates who appeared as improvement candidates in the next chance.   
   

Recommendations of the Combined Meeting of the Board of Studies in Engineering (Pass- 
III) and Faculty of Engineering and Technology  Since this rule is not implemented in the 
examination registration process through SLCM Software till now, the meeting suggested to verify 
the already published results of 2020 scheme (First Semester B.Tech Degree Examinations, Nov 2021 
and Second Semester B.Tech Degree Examinations, May 2022) after implementing normalization of 
CIE marks (as per the rule 6.14). However in the case of candidates who have appeared as

6) As per Rule 6.23, a student shall earn 2 credits by actively involving in co-curricular and extra-
curricular activities as per the guidelines issued by the University from time to time. On getting 
minimum 100 Activity Points, the student passes the course and earns the two credits which shall not 
be counted for the calculation of CGPA but is mandatory for the award of the Degree. For the students 
admitted under the lateral entry scheme, the 2 credits shall be considered to be earned on getting 75 
Activity Points. The students are required to keep a file containing documentary proofs of activities 
done by him/her attested by the Senior faculty advisor/faculty advisor.  
  The meeting suggested setting aside the above rule for the candidates of 2020, 2021 and 2022 
admission candidates and can be made applicable from 2023 admission onwards.  
  Also suggested considering the proposal if any received from the candidates undergoing NSS

Smt. Sherly Rajan from Govt. Law College, Thiruvanthapuram with Candidate code 

11550064 was declared failed in paper III ‘Public International Law’ of X semester Integrated BA 
LLB Degree Examination held in June 2016 as she has secured only 26 marks [ESA 26] out of 80 
marks.  Twenty candidates had applied for scrutiny and revaluation for this paper.  After revaluation 
this candidate got only 18 marks.  In this regard the Candidate submitted a representation to the 
Hon’ble Minister for Education citing her grievance which was forwarded to the university.  The 
office of the Hon’ble Minister for Education was informed vide letter dated 12.01.2017 of the 
university the inability to go in for further revaluation of the answer book as it is violation of the 
norms prescribed in the Examination manual. 
 Meanwhile the Hon’ble LokAyukta vide order dated 23.01.2017 on IA NO.74/2017.  In the 
complaint No.67/2017 filed by Smt.Sherly Rajan directed to get the answer book revalued afresh by 
an eminent Professor in the subject from NUALS, Kochi.  Since it is contradictory to the existing 
rules of the University, as per the orders of Hon’ble Vice Chancellor, a writ petition was filed before 
the Hon’ble High Court of Kerala Challenging the decision of the Hon’ble LokAyukta.  The Hon’ble 
High Court vide order on WPC No.4710 of 2017(k) dated 15.02.2017 set aside the interim order of 
Upa LokAyukta. 
 Meanwhile the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Examinations held on 29.04.2017 
vide item no.4 considered the matter and recommended that the lot of answer scripts of ‘Public 
International Law’ inclusive of candidate code 11550064 in respect of Sherly Rajan at the X semester 
BA LLB Degree exam July 2016 may be subjected to further evaluation by an expert from outside 
Kerala.  The recommendation was approved by the Syndicate at its meeting held on 12.05.2017 
 As per the resolution of the Syndicate at its meeting held on 12.05.2017 and based on the 
Judgement of the Hon’ble High Court of Kerala on WP(C) No.29502 of 2017 dated 05.02.2018 
directing to implement Exhibit P3:(Decision TAKEN BY THE SYNDICATE OF THE 
UNIVERSITY) the answer scripts of ‘Public International Law’ of Tenth semester BA LLB Integrated 
Examination July 2016 of the 20 candidates who had applied for revaluation were subjected to further 
evaluation by an external examiner from outside Kerala within one month period. 
 As per the resolution of the Syndicate at its meeting held on 10.05.2018 the answer books 
were sent to the examiners outside Kerala and the marks awarded by the external examiners have been 
awarded to the candidates. 

 A personal hearing of the examiners concerned was conducted by the Standing Committee of 
the Syndicate on Examinations  on 25.04.2019.  Dr. A. Suhruth Kumar, Dr. Ramachandran Nair, Dr. 
Susamma Chandy, Sri. Abhilash Gopinath and Dr. N. Krishna Kumar were heard by the committee 
and observed that there is a wide variation of marks secured after external valuation due to the 
subjectivity in the valuation.  A warning letter has already been issued to the examiners as per the the 
resolution of the Syndicate at its meeting held on 30/04/2019. As per third resolution the Syndicate 
entrusted the Board of Studies to prepare a proposal to improve the present system of evaluation. 
 The Board of Studies in Law at its annual meeting held on 16.01.2020 recommended certain 
proposals to improve the present system of evaluation of LLB Degree examination 
 The Academic council at its meeting held on 04.03.2020 resolved to approve the 
recommendations as endorse by the faculty of Law. 
 The Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Examinations examined the proposal and 
recommended to constitute a Sub Committee. The Syndicate meeting held on 28.10.2021 resolved the 
recommendations of the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Examinations held on 28.09.2021 to 
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constitute a sub committee comprising of the Convener, Standing Committee of the Syndicate on 
Examinations, Dr. M Vijayan Pillai, Sri.Arunkumar, Members, Syndicate and the Controller of 
Examinations to examine the matter and submit a report before the Standing Committee of the 
Syndicate on Examinations. 

The Sub Committee considered the matter and recommended that the Controller of 
Examinations be entrusted to call up a meeting with the officials of LLB and Revaluation sections 
concerned and submit a report. The Syndicate at its 47th meeting held on 14.10.2022 resolved to 
approve the recommendations of the Sub Committee vide item no.47.46.06. Based on this, a meeting 
was called up by the Controller of Examinations on 17.11.2022. The meeting discussed about the 
merits and demerits on the proposal submitted by the Board of Studies to improve the present system 
of valuation/revaluation in r/o LLB examinations. The main points in the report prepared by the 
Controller of Examinations with modifications are as follows: 

 
1) Valuation camp should be conducted not later than one week from the date of completion of 

examination.  
2) Ensure that only one valuation camp is conducted at a given point of time. 
3) Each institution should provide teachers for valuation of such number of answer books 

according to the number of candidates who attended the examination from that institution. 
4) Ensure timely completion of camps. 
5) It will be the responsibility of the Chairman, that the Camp is concluded according to the 

schedule 
6) The Chief Examiner should attend the Camp on the first day of the camp and give necessary 

directions to the additionals that day itself. 
7) Application for revaluation should be submitted within seven days from the date of uploading 

of mark list by the university. 
8) Papers should be made available for revaluation within 10 days from the last date for filing 

application for revaluation 
9) Papers for revaluation shall be sent to Teachers of Law from Universities / Law Colleges 

within Kerala and outside Kerala other than Kerala University. 
10) More than 25 papers of same paper or different papers shall not be given to the same teacher 

at the same point of time. 
11) The University should ensure that the answer books are revalued and returned within two 

weeks. 
12) If the revalued marks are higher than the original marks by more than 10% of the maximum 

marks of the paper, a second revaluation is to be done and the average of the two revalued 
marks is to be awarded to the candidate. If there is a difference of 20% marks or more 
between the first revaluation and second revaluation, a third revaluation shall be arranged. 
Average of the three revaluation marks shall then be awarded to the candidate. 
Standing Committee considered the above matter and recommended to approve the report 

submitted by the Controller of Examinations, with modification in the last sentence of the clause12 of 
the report as “Average of the nearest two revaluation marks shall then be awarded to the candidate.” 
The above modification shall be made in the existing provision of the Examination Manual 
accordingly. The Committee further recommended to report the above change in the revaluation 
procedure to the Academic Council. Meeting of the Syndicate held on 09.02.2023 resolved to approve 
the recommendations of the Standing Committee. 
 In the light of the above facts, the resolution of the Syndicate is placed before the Academic 
Council for consideration and recommendations.

Sri. Akhil Mohan has submitted an application with the attested detailed Scheme and Syllabus 

for recognition of the B.E. Honours Degree in Electrical and Electronics Engineering (with Practice 
School) (Regular) awarded by The Birla Institute of Technology & Science, Pilani (Deemed 
University) (through Dubai Campus).  His purpose of the recognition is for the equivalency with 
B.Tech. Electrical and Electronics Engineering of this University. 

The applicant has completed 10+2 pattern of study (with Mathematics at the +2 level) which 
has been recognized by the University of Kerala.  He has also produced a document from the 
Consulate General of India, Dubai regarding the genuineness of the above certificate. 

Remarks of the subject experts viz.  the Chairman, BoS in Engineering (UG III) and that of 
the Dean, Faculty of Engineering & Technology were obtained regarding the above course 
recognition.   The BoS Chairman directed to obtain the remarks of the subject expert in the first 
instance.  

The Subject Expert recommended that "both the University of Kerala and The Birla Institute 
of Technology & Science, Pilani (Deemed University) (through Dubai Campus) offer four-year 
B.Tech. and B.E. Honours programmes in Electrical and Electronics Engineering.  Both Universities 
require students to complete a certain number of core courses and electives in order to graduate. 
 
Kerala University's B.Tech. in Electrical and Electronics Engineering (2008 Scheme) program offers 
a more focused curriculum that emphasises the theoretical foundations of Electrical and Electronics 
Engineering.  The programme covers topics such as Electrical Machines, Power Systems, 
Measurements, Analogue and Digital Circuits and Control Systems.  The program also offers a 
number of elective courses that allow students to specialise in certain areas and with several 
laboratory courses that provide students with practical experience in designing and building Electrical 
and Electronics System. 

In contrast, The Birla Institute of Technology & Science, Pilani (Deemed University) (through 
Dubai Campus) offers a wide range of topics in B.E. Honours Degree in Electrical and Electronics 
Engineering including English Language Skills, Circuit Analysis, Microprocessors, Analogue 
Electronics, Power Electronics, Advanced Power, Systems and Control Systems etc. 

In conclusion, the B.Tech. in Electrical and Electronics Engineering programmes offered by 
the University of Kerala and the B.E. Honours Degree in Electrical and Electronics 
Engineering offered by The Birla Institute of Technology & Science, Pilani (Deemed University) 
(through Dubai Campus) share 65% similarities in terms of programme structure and curriculum.  In 
this regard, may be granted the equivalency with the B.Tech. Electrical and Electronics Engineering 
of the University of Kerala." 

The Chairman, BoS in Engineering (UG III) is in agreement with the above remarks of 
the subject expert and recommended for equivalency with the the B.Tech. Electrical and Electronics 
Engineering of the University of Kerala. 

The Dean, Faculty of Engineering & Technology has endorsed the above recommendations 
and remarked that "the B.E. Honours Degree in Electrical and Electronics Engineering (with Practice 
School) (Regular) awarded by The Birla Institute of Technology & Science, Pilani (Deemed 
University) (through Dubai Campus) may be recognized as equivalent to the the B.Tech. Electrical 
and Electronics Engineering of the University of Kerala."

His basic qualification is B.A Degree in History obtained from 
University of Kerala. 

It may be noted that as per the admission criteria of this University, BA/B.Sc Degree in 
Psychology is the basic qualification to get admission in M.Sc Psychology. However, the 
candidate possesses B.A Degree in History which is not an eligible qualification for getting 
admission to Masters Degree Course in Psychology. 

Chairperson, BoS in Psychology (UG) remarked that the admission criteria of University of Kerala 
is BA/BSc Degree in Psychology as the basic qualification to get admission to M.Sc Psychology. 
However, the candidate possess B.A Degree in History which is not an eligible qualification for getting 
admission to Master's Degree in Psychology. Hence, she recommended not to consider the application. 
 The Chairperson, BoS in Psychology (PG) remarked that: 
1. The candidate did not fulfill the admission criteria stipulated by the University of Kerala for getting 
admission to MA/M.Sc in Psychology. 
2. University of Kerala is not offering Psychology courses (B.A/B.Sc or M.A/M.Sc) in distance mode. 

Hence, he recommended not to consider the application for eligibility certificate of M.A Degree in 
Psychology of this applicant. 

The Dean, Faculty of Science remarked that the M.A Degree in Psychology of this candidate can 
be considered as a Post Graduate Degree and is eligible in the field where no subject is specified. 

Based on the different opinions of the Chairperson and Dean, the matter was placed before the 
Additional Meeting of the Board of Studies in Psychology (PG) held on 28.04.2023 and 
recommended that the MA degree in Psychology awarded by IGNOU through distance mode cannot 
be considered as an eligible qualification for getting employment in the field of Psychology.  

The board unanimously objected to grant recognition/eligibility to MA Psychology offered by 
IGNOU through distance mode on the following grounds. 
  

1. As per the admission criteria of the University of Kerala, BA/ BSc Degree in Psychology is 
the basic qualification to get admission in MA/ MSc Psychology but the candidate did not 
fulfill the admission criteria since the candidate possess BA degree in History. 

2. University of Kerala is not offering Psychology courses (BA/BSc or MA/MSc) in distance 
mode. 

3. Intensive training in experimental psychology, psychological assessment and internship in 
different settings like clinical, organizational and educational are highly important to become 
a psychology professional .In addition, regular class room teaching and interaction with 
teachers is also important for the proper academic development of each student. 
Unfortunately, a student enrolled for MA Psychology offered by IGNOU through distance 
mode is not getting any such training. 
However, the board resolved to recommend the university to grant eligibility for MA 

Psychology offered by IGNOU through distance mode only for higher education. 
The Dean, Faculty of Science endorsed the minutes of the meeting. 
Hence, the whole matter regarding the issuance of Eligibility Certificate for M.A. Degree in 

Psychology awarded by IGNOU, New Delhi  through Distance mode without having B.A/B.Sc 
Psychology degree as basic qualification is placed before the Academic Council for consideration.

As per the eligibility conditions of 2020 Scheme of MCA regulation,” Candidates should 
have passed BCA/ Bachelor Degree in Computer Science/ Engineering or equivalent Degree 
recognized by the University of Kerala.

Passed B.Sc./ B.Com/ B.A. with Mathematics at 10+2 level or at Graduation level or any 
equivalent degree recognized by the University of Kerala with additional Bridge course as per the 
norms of the University of Kerala, to apply for the Programme and obtained at least 50% marks(45% 
marks in case of candidates belonging to reserved category) in the qualifying examination.  
Also stipulated that Candidates seeking admission must ensure the eligibility of their qualifying 
degrees/ Programmes/ Courses by the University of Kerala prior to admission”.  

Since the two candidates have not passed their  Qualifying Examination at the admission 
time of MCA, they are not eligible for the course MCA (2022 Admission) according to the 
regulation. 

Meanwhile, the candidate Smt. Gouri Nandana G. approached the Hon'ble High Court of 
Kerala with the plea to permit her to enroll to the MCA Programme (2022 Admission batch) and the 
Hon'ble High Court of Kerala in WP(C) No. 10914 of 2023(L) Dated 13.04.2023 issued interim 
Court order directing the Academic Council of the University to consider the request of the 
Petitioner for extension of enrollment date of MCA in the light of Section 25(v) of the Kerala 
University Act in the next meet.  

Section 25(v) of Kerala University Act 1974 deals with the Powers and duties of Academic 
Council to prescribe the qualifications for the admission of students to the various courses of 
studies and to the examinations and the condition under which exemptions may be granted. 

The Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Affiliation of Colleges considered the matter 
and recommended  that the matter be referred to the Academic Council in compliance with the Interim 
Court order of the Hon'ble High Court in WP(C) No. 10914 of 2023(L) dated 13.04.2023.

from the Chairman, BoS in Business Management(pass) and  the Dean, Faculty of Management 
Studies.   
         The Director , Snehacharya Institute of Management and Technology vide letter dated 16-02-
2023 pointed out  that  discrepancy has been noted in the Classification of Result,Calculation of 
CCPA and Marks percentage in the Consolidated mark statement of BHMCT Degree Examination 
under 2018 Scheme.  .

Degree programme.Steps may be taken for rectifying that statement in the regulation for 
avoiding this type of complaints in future.

ABC portal is 
an educational digital platform created to facilitate students for seamless mobility between or within 
degree granting Higher Education Institutions through a formal system of credit recognition, credit 
accumulation, credit transfer and credit redemption in order to promote distributed and flexible 
teaching and learning. It digitally stores the academic credits of the students earned from Higher 
Education Institutions registered with the bank and supply appropriate data for the Higher Education 
Institutions to award degrees, diplomas/PG diplomas and certificates as merited by the students over a 
period of time. 
  UGC have directed all Higher Education Institutions including University of Kerala to 
implement Academic Bank of Credits for the purpose of credit mobility.  For the implementation of 
Academic Bank of Credits in the University, the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics 
and Research recommended to constitute a Subcommittee.

90. Judgement of the Hon'ble High Court of Kerala in WP(C) No 10087/2023 Dated: 

12.04.2023  filed by Prabhu B M & Eleven Others - Issue Regarding Eligibility to 
Appear for Improvement of Internal Assessment for LL.B Courses –Consideration of- 
reg.           (Ac.AIII) 
As per the Regulations of Unitary/Integrated LL.B courses there shall be no chance to 

improve either internal assessment marks or written examination marks. But considering the hardships 
of students, who for some un-aviodable reasons were not able to secure minimum internals, 
University has introduced the opportunity for Improvement of Internal Assessment for LL.B courses 
from the year 2018-19. As per the Guidelines for improvement of Internal Assessment as Special 
Appearance vide U.O No. Ac AIII/3/FoL/IA/2018 Dated: 02.11.2018, Clause'1', "Provision for 
improvement of internal assessment as special appearance to the LLB students will be available only 
for failed candidates, one year after completion of course, who have obtained less than 10 marks for 
internal assessment". Aggrieved by the above clause, failed candidates who scored 10 marks and 
more as internal assessment have approached the Hon'ble High Court of Kerala seeking relief from 
the same, in order to apply for internal improvement as special appearance, citing violation of Article 
14 of the Indian Constitution. The Hon'ble High Court of Kerala in the Judgement of WP(C) No 
10087/2023  Dated:12/04/2023 disposed the writ petition with direction to the University to consider 
the issue regarding eligibility to appear for improvement of internal assessment by affording an 
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opportunity of hearing to the petitioners, if they so request. 
Immediately on receipt of the above judgment, remarks were sought from the Chairman, 

Board of Studies in Law (Pass) and the Dean, Faculty of Law. The Chairman, BoS in Law (Pass) has 
remarked that  students are enjoying the facility which is not authorized by either the Bar Council of 
India (Legal Education) Rules, 2008 or LL.B Regulation 2013. As such, they have no right to improve 
their internal assessment. This is only a humanitarian approach adopted by the University to students 
who for some un-avoidable reasons were not able to secure minimum internals. Thus the criteria is not 
at all arbitrary or unreasonable and no violation of Article 14 is involved (Detailed remarks 
appended). The Dean, Faculty of Law has Endorsed the Remarks offered by the Chairman, BoS in 
Law (Pass). In compliance with the Judgment passed by the Hon’ble High Court of Kerala and 
also based on the representation submitted by Sri. Prabhu B M on behalf of other petitioners for 
conducting hearing, the petitioners were heard in person by the Registrar on 08.05.2023, 4.00 PM  at 
University Building, Palayam. In the hearing, the petitioners presented their case and submitted 
written statement requesting opportunity to improve their internal assessment marks as special 
appearance to LL.B courses, which is currently provided to failed candidates, one year after 
completion of the course, who have obtained less than 10 marks for internal assessment be extended 
to those who have scored 10 or more marks as internal assessment also. 
After having considered the facts of the case and perusing relevant documents the following 
recommendation was made at the meeting. 

The Academic Council of the University approved guidelines for improvement of Internal 
Assessment as special appearance to the LLB students and University Order No. 
Ac.AIII/3/FoL/IA/2018 dated 02.11.2018 has been issued accordingly. Exhibit P1 Notification has 
been issued in pursuance of University Order No. Ac.AIII/3/FoL/IA/2018 dated 02.11.2018. As the 
Academic Council of the University is the sole competent authority to make any 
alteration/amendment to the existing guidelines, the case in hand may be referred to the Academic 
Council for consideration and appropriate decision (Proceedings of the Hearing appended). 

As per the orders of the Vice Chancellor, the whole matter pertaining to this case is placed 
before the Academic Council for consideration and decision.

PROCEEDINGS 
 

1. Petitioners completed their 5 year integrated LL.B course and failed in some papers due 
to shortage in internal marks. Though they desire to appear for improvement of the 
internal marks, the University provides such opportunity for improvement only to 
students who have secured less than 10 marks out of 20 in internals. It is aggrieved 
thereby that the petitioners have instituted W P (C) No. 10087/2023 before the Hon’ble 
High Court of Kerala praying inter alia for a direction to call for the records leading to 
Ext.P 1 notification No. Ac.AIII/3/LLB_IA/2020 dated 14/12/2020 issued by the lst 
respondent and quash clause (1) of the same to the extent it excludes students who had 
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secured 10 marks or more in the internal exams, from appearing for an improvement of 
internal assessment. The Petitioners have further prayed for a direction to the 2nd 
respondent to permit the petitioners to appear for improvement of internal assessment of 
their respective batches and to declare that clause 1 of Ext.Pl to the extent, it excludes 
students who had secured 10 marks or more from appearing for the improvement of 
internal assessment is illegal, arbitrary.  

2. Hon’ble High Court of Kerala as per Judgment dated 12.04.2023 was pleased to dispose 
of the Writ Petition and thereby directed the First Respondent, the Registrar, University of 
Kerala to consider the issue regarding eligibility to appear for improvement of internal 
assessment for LL.B courses by affording an opportunity of hearing to the petitioners, if 
they so request. 

3. Immediately on receipt of the above judgment, the Chairman, Board of Studies in Law 
(Pass) and the Dean (Faculty) were directed to consider the issue render their remarks. 
Relevant portion of the remarks of the Chairman, Board of Studies is extracted hereunder: 

LLB courses can be conducted only in accordance with the Rules of Bar 
Council of India. The Bar Council of India has issued Bar Council of India (Legal 
Education) Rules, 2008. In this Rules there is no provision for improvement of 
internal assessment or external assessment. The LL.B Regulations which are framed 
in accordance with Bar Council Rules also did not provide for improvement of 
internal assessment and external assessment. Regulation 8(e) of 5 year LLB 2013 
Regulation expressly states that there shall be no chance to improve either the 
internal assessment marks or written examination marks. The introduction of 
semester system does not necessitate improvement of both the assessments. The 
internal assessment consists of 20 marks divided into 5 marks each for assignment, 
seminar, test paper and attendance. This is done as continuous assessment during the 
entire semester. As per the Regulation, only a student with minimum of 75% 
attendance or 65% with two times condonation can only be promoted and registered 
for the examination. Others are detained in the same class along with the junior 
batch. Thus, mandatory attendance of 75% or 65% as the case may be is a necessity. 
Accordingly, a person attending 75% or 65% of classes will be certainly getting 
sufficient time to do and improve internal assessment. That is why the Board of 
Studies in Law (pass) was not in favour of introduction of improvement of internals.  

Among the four components, only the components for 15 marks, namely 
assignment, seminar and test paper can be improved. The marks for the component of 
attendance is carried forward from the semester in which the student originally 
studied. The minimum marks to get a pass for each paper is 50%. Eventhough no 
separate minimum is prescribed for internal and external for a pass, a student who 
secures only below 10 marks are made eligible for improvement based on the 50% 
marks required for a pass. Thus, the fixing of less than 10 mark as a criteria for 
improvement is not arbitrary and unreasonable. It is to be noted that University is not 
permitting improvement of internals for a student who pass a paper eventhough he 
secures less than 10 marks for the internals. In fact, University is seen to have 
adopted a humanistic approach, that too in violation of Bar Council of India Rules 
and LL.B Regulation with a good intention of giving an opportunity to failed 
candidates who failed to secure a minimum of 10 marks for internals. Thus, the 
students have no right to get their internals improved. 

As per the Guidelines of improvement, the opportunity for 2016 admission 
candidates is already over. Thus, the claim of petitioners 9-12 who are 2016 
admission students cannot be admitted at all. If every student irrespective of any limit 
as to internal is allowed to improve internals, there will be a flood-gate of 
applications from the students. Argument of violation of Article 14 may also be raised 
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by passed out students to improve their internals. As the internal and external 
assessment are divided into 20 and 80 respectively, fixing of less than 10 marks as a 
eligibility criteria is only reasonable, especially, since the improvement is only for 15 
marks, 5 marks being for attendance carried forward.  

Thus, in conclusion it is remarked that the students are enjoying the facility 
which is not authorized by either the Bar Council of India (Legal Education) Rules, 
2008 or LL.B Regulation 2013. As such, they have no right to improve their internal 
assessment. This is only a humanitarian approach adopted by the University to 
students who for some un-avoidable reasons were not able to secure minimum 
internals. Thus the criteria is not at all arbitrary or unreasonable and no violation of 
Article 14 is involved. 

4. The Dean, Faculty as per email dated 22.04.2023 endorsed the above remarks rendered by 
the Chairman, Board of Studies. 

5. In compliance with the Judgment passed by the Hon’ble High Court of Kerala and also 
based on the representation submitted by Sri. Prabhu B M on behalf of other petitioners 
for conducting hearing, the petitioners were heard in person by the Registrar and the 
contentions submitted in their statement were considered in detail. 

6. The petitioners presented their case and submitted written statement. The petitioners 
requested for an opportunity to improve their internal assessment marks as special 
appearance to LL.B courses, which is currently provided to failed candidates, one year 
after completion of the course, who have obtained less than 10 marks for internal 
assessment be extended to those who have scored 10 or more marks as internal 
assessment also. 

 After having considered the facts of the case and perusing relevant documents the following 
recommendation is made. 

The Academic Council of the University approved guidelines for improvement of Internal 
Assessment as special appearance to the LLB students and University Order No. 
Ac.AIII/3/FoL/IA/2018 dated 02.11.2018 has been issued accordingly. Exhibit P1 Notification has 
been issued in pursuance of University Order No. Ac.AIII/3/FoL/IA/2018 dated 02.11.2018. As the 
Academic Council of the University is the sole competent authority to make any 
alteration/amendment to the existing guidelines, the case in hand may be referred to the Academic 
Council for consideration and appropriate decision.

As per the above referred judgement, the University has been directed to consider the issue 

regarding eligibility to appear for improvement of internal assessment. It is seen that the petitioners 
are challenging Para (1) of Guidelines for improvement of internal assessment as special appearance 
to the LL.B student covered by U0 No.Ac.AIII/3/FoL/IA 2018 dt. 02/11/2018. Para (1) thereof 
stipulates that provision for improvement of internal assessment will be available only for failed 
candidates one year after completion of course, who have obtained less than 10 marks for internal 
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assessment. According to the petitioners, as there is no separate minimum prescribed for a pass either 
for internal assessment or external examination, allowing only students who secured less than 10 
marks for improvement of internal examination is violative of Article 14 of Constitution.  

In this respect, it is informed that LLB courses can be conducted only in accordance with the 
Rules of Bar Council of India. The Bar Council of India has issued Bar Council of India (Legal 
Education) Rules, 2008. In this Rules there is no provision for improvement of internal assessment or 
external assessment. The LL.B Regulations which are framed in accordance with Bar Council Rules 
also did not provide for improvement of internal assessment and external assessment. Regulation 8(e) 
of 5 year LLB 2013 Regulation expressly states that there shall be no chance to improve either the 
internal assessment marks or written examination marks. The introduction of semester system does 
not necessitate improvement of both the assessments.  

The internal assessment consists of 20 marks divided into 5 marks each for assignment, 
seminar, test paper and attendance. This is done as continuous assessment during the entire semester. 
As per the Regulation, only a student with minimum of 75% attendance or 65% with two times 
condonation can only be promoted and registered for the examination. Others are detained in the same 
class along with the junior batch.
