01. Issuance of Eligibility Certificate of  Siksha Snathak awarded by Dakshina Bharath 

Hindi Prachar Sabha, Madras-Consideration of-reg.            (Ac.C) 
Ref: Application received from  Smt.  ANSAM. I. AUSTINE dtd 13/10/2021 
Smt. ANSAM. I. AUSTINE submitted an application for the  issuance of Eligibility Certificate 

of SikshaSnathak awarded by Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha, Madras obtained 
for  employment purpose (Promotion). The applicant has passed the Secondary (Xth) examination in 
1985 which is recognised by the University of Kerala and has passed Rashtra Bhasha Praveen in 1989 
and SikshaSnathak in 1990 from Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha, Madras and also secured 
B.A Degree (Distance) in 2014 from Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha which was obtained prior 
to obtaining the NIOS Plus Two in 2015. During the same period of study she had passed M.A Hindi 
(Distance) (2016) from Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha. 

It may be noted that the SikshaSnathak awarded by Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha, 
Madras has already been recognised by the University of Kerala as equivalent to one year B.Ed 
Degree of this University. 

The Chairman BoS in Education (Pass) who is also the Dean Faculty of Education has 
remarked that the candidate does not satisfy the admission criteria of B.Ed Degree (10+2+3+2). Even 
though the SikshaSnathak awarded by Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha is recognised by the 
University of Kerala, this candidate has not fulfilled the natural course of study ie (10+2+3+2) for the 
B.Ed. Also her SikshaSnathak awarded by Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha was in 1990 ie 
prior to qualifying the senior secondary (Plus Two, which was in 2015) and B.A Degree in 
2014  (Distance mode). Hence the Chairman BoS in Education (Pass) has not recommended the 
degree for Eligibility.  

The above remarks were considered by the  Standing Committee of the Academic Council 
held on 06/12/2021 vide Item NO .44 and recommended to refer the same to the Academic Council. 
           The Academic Council at its meeting held on 01/04/2022 considered the matter of issuance of 
Eligibility Certificate for the same vide item No. I (03) and resolved that the matter be referred to the 
Board of Studies.  

Accordingly the matter of Issuance of the Eligibility certificate of  SikshaSnathak awarded 
by Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha, Madras was considered by the additional meeting of 
the BoS in Education (Pass) held on 25/08/2022 and the Board of Studies in Education (Pass) 
unanimously decided not to recommend this case for  eligibility as this candidate has obtained her 
plus 2 degree through NIOS in the year 2015. While doing this Plus Two course she was 
also pursuing MA Hindi and completed it in 2016 from Hindi Prachar Sabha. As remarked by the 
BoS Chairman in Education (Pass), the SikshaSnathak degree awarded by Dakshina Bharath Hindi 
Prachar Sabha was in 1990 prior to qualifying the senior secondary (plus two) even before taking BA 
Degree in 2014.  This does not qualify or satisfy the admission criteria of B.Ed Degree (10+2+3), the 
natural course of the study. All members agreed on not recommending this case for eligibility. 
   It may also be noted that the candidate has filed a WP(C) No. 30388 of 2022 before the 
Hon'ble  High court of Kerala.

Akhil S S  for granting full time Ph D 
registration in January 2022 session, subject to the condition that Ethics Committee clearance is 
required.

     On the basis of the recommendation of the Doctoral committee, after verifying all other 
documents including the undertaking submitted by Akhil S S, sanction was accorded by the Hon'ble 
Vice - Chancellor  to  grant Ph.D registration in Full time mode in Psychology in the January 2022 
session to Sri. Akhil S S,  on condition that final registration order shall be issued only after obtaining 
Joining report, ethical Committee clearance from ULECRIHS and producing the order granting LWA 
for 3 years.  As per the orders, Joining letter dated 16.07.2022 has been issued to the Principal, Govt 
College for Women, TVPM with a copy each to the Research supervisor and the candidate.  
     In response to the letter, Later Sri. Akhil S S via email dated 25.07.2022 submitted a request 
showing the family background and financial liability that may arise if he takes three years of leave 
without allowance and has requested to grant permission to join as part time research scholar in 
Psychology. Also he has submitted No objection certificate dated 18.01.2022 from the District Police 
Chief, District Police Office, Pathanamthitta, certified that, there is no objection to undergo the course 
on " Ph D Course -2022 session: in Kerala University by Sri. Akhil S S , C P O N 3609, who is 
working in this unit as Civil police Officer, without affecting his official duties. The last date for 
joining for PhD research is 15.08.2022 as per the Joining letter dated 16.07.2022 issued from this 
office. The candidate submitted the request and the NOC from the employer via email only on 
25.07.2022. 
     Meanwhile, Sri. Akhil S S filed a writ petition, WP(C)No. 25861 of 2022 before the Hon’ble 
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High Court of Kerala. The High Court passed an interim order dated 12.08.2022, directing the 
respondents 2 and 3 (ie, the Registrar, University of Kerala and the Principal, Govt. College for 
Women respectively) to permit the petitioner to report at and formally join the Ph. D course in Part- 
time at his facility Centre and not to cancel the petitioners registration for Ph. D in the January 2022 
session. 

In the notification for inviting applications for PhD registration in January 2022 session the 
eligibility for granting Part time registration has been specified as detailed below 
  Part-time research for Ph.D shall be allowed subject to the availability of vacancies provided all the 
conditions mentioned in the extant Ph.D Regulations are met in full irrespective of part- time/full-time 
research. 

Part-time research is restricted to the following categories only who have qualified 
UGCJRF/NET/Kerala University Ph.D Entrance/any equivalent examination/ exempted categories, 
subject to the condition specified in the Uo.No.Ac.E1/A4(2)/2019 dated 06/05/2019. 
a. Teachers working on regular basis in Govt/Govt-Aided Schools in  HSE/VHSE/HSA within 
the State. 
b. Lecturers on regular basis in DIET, Teachers in TTI/SCERT/SIEMAT within the State.  
c. Teachers working on regular basis in teaching Departments/Centres of this University. 
d. Teachers working on regular basis in Govt/Aided Colleges including those under DTE/ DME 
within the State. 
e. Teachers working on contract basis in Teaching Departments of this University. 
f. Faculty Members working on regular basis in the Quasi-State Govt. institutions within the State. 
g. Lecturers working on contract basis in KUCTE, UIT, UIM and Self financing colleges affiliated to 
the University provided they have service of 5 academic years. 
h. Permanent employees of this University. 
i. Scientists working on regular basis in State/ Central Govt research organisations within the State, 
with a continous service of 5 years. 
j. Executives working on regular basis in State/Central Govt PSU within the State with a continuous 
service of 5 years. 
k. Regular full time library professionals having three year experience working in all University 
Libraries, affiliated Colleges and Government Departments. 

Part-time Registration to the above categories except (c) & (d) above shall be limited to 25% 
of the available vacancies in each subject. 

Applications for Part-time registration should be accompanied by a No Objection Certificate 
from the appointing authority with details showing designation and period of permanent service with 
the organization. 
     The Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research held on 16.08.2022 
vide item no. B33 considered the request submitted by Akhil S S to grant Ph D registration in 
Psychology in Part time in January 2022 session and the interim order on WP(C)No. 25861 of 2022 
dated 12.08.2022 and recommended not to grant Part time PhD registration to Sri. Akhil S S as per 
existing rules and Regulations. The Syndicate held on 25. 08. 2022, vide item no. 45.90.B33 has 
resolved to approve the above recommendation. 

 The Hon’ble High Court has issued the judgement dated 29.08.2022 in W P (C) 25861/2022 
filed by Sri. Akhil S S . The Court has observed that, the petitioner is a post- graduate in psychology 
and certainly his desire to acquire Ph. D is a legitimate one, for which he must be given eligible 
support. 
     Also pointed out that, In the UGC regulation, 2016 only says that a person shall be offered the 
status of a part- time scholar for Ph. D, provided he/she satisfies all other conditions mentioned in the 
extant Ph. D regulations of the UGC. The University regulations, 2016 also adopt this, with an 
additional condition that such a scholar shall obtain 180 days of attendance prior to the submission of 
thesis. It is clear that the decision to grant a person the status of a part- time scholar is one which has 
been left to the University to decide, based on the extant 'Ph. D regulations'. 

The court has also observed that, Exts. P6 and P7, (The regulations for award of Ph. D degree 
2016, University notification no. Ac. EVI/2021 dated 28.12.2021 issued by University of Kerala and 
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notification for Ph. D registration in January 2022 session) which enumerate only certain categories of 
persons to obtain benefits of part- time scholar. There is nothing on record to justify why persons in 
the service of the state or the central govt. have been excluded and going by the enumerated categories. 
Also added that, in certain specific cases. like that the petitioner herein, this will amount to great 
inequity, where he will be forced to drop out of the course because his priority is to support his family, 
with the employment he has already acquired. 
     The Hon'ble High Court has directed that, the University must consider the case of the 
petitioner, either by modifying the enumerated categories or as a special case, as they may deem 
fit . Further suggested to quash the Ext. R2 (c) (ie, resolution of the Syndicate held on 
25.08.2022, decided not to grant part- time Ph. D registration to Sri. Akhil S S as per existing 
rules and regulations ) and to reconsider the case of the petitioner in either of the manner above 
and issue him an order within a period of one month from the date of receipt of a copy of this 
judgment. 
     The Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research held on 26.09.2022 
considered the judgement dated 29.08.2022 in W P (C) 25861/2022 filed by Sri. Akhil S S  and 
recommended to obtain legal opinion from the Standing Counsel, whether PhD registration may be 
granted to Akhil S S in Part time as a special case or to examine whether there is any scope to file an 
appeal against the judgement of Hon’ble High Court and to place the matter along with the legal 
opinion in the meeting of the Syndicate scheduled to be held on 27.09.2022. 

The learned standing counsel opined that in the captioned matter, the issues involved are in 
connection with a policy decision and hence the University can take an appropriate decision 
considering the fact that if any positive decision is taken to allow the same it will become a precedent 
in future and University will have to allow part time registration in all such cases. But as the matter 
involved is of academic character whether the opinion of the Academic Council is to be obtained may 
also be considered . As for the filing of a writ appeal against the judgement in W P (C) no. 
25861/2022, the question does not arise as the direction in the judgement is only to consider the 
matter and take an appropriate decision. Only if the decision of the University is challenged in future 
and if any judgement against that decision is rendered will the university challenge the same by filing 
writ appeal if it is so decided at that stage.    

The Syndicate held on 27.09.2022, vide item no.37 considered the judgement in  W P (C) no. 
25861/2022 and legal opinion of the Standing Counsel and resolved to refer the matter of granting 
change of mode of research from full time to part time in respect of Sri. Akhil S S, Psychology  to 
Academic Council. Further resolved to direct Standing Counsel to inform the Hon'ble High Court that 
the University has considered the judgement and refer the matter to the Academic Council for taking 
appropriate decision. Also resolved to entrust the Standing Counsel to file a time enlargement petition 
for the same.    

As per the orders of the Hon'ble Vice- Chancellor, the matter of granting change of mode of 
research from full time to part time in respect of Sri. Akhil S S is placed before the Academic 
Council for consideration and appropriate recommendations. 

Resolution of the Academic Council 
Withdrawn as the Item is repeated as Item No: 113.

The Chairman Bos in Library and Information Science has remarked that, from the 
application submitted by Smt.DeviRaj , it is evident that the applicant requires the  recognition of 
B.Sc Optometry as a Degree. This matter can not be taken up by Chairperson BoS in Library and 
Information Science. But for getting admission to B.L.I.Sc of any University in India, the essential 
qualification is  "any degree recognized by the University".    

The Chairman BoS in Physics(Pass) has remarked that  the purpose of the applicant is to 
recognize the B.Sc Degree in Optometry offered by Vinayaka Mission University (Deemed to be 
University) as a Degree by this University. But the matter does not come under the purview of Board 
of Studies in Physics. However, on the basis of examining the syllabus submitted by the candidate it is 
evident that the B.Sc degree in Optometry is not equivalent to the B.Sc degree in Physics (FDP in 
Physics under CBCSS offered by the University of Kerala). The Chairperson BoS in Physics (Pass) 
has orally remarked to obtain the remarks from the Chairman BoS in Zoology(Pass). 

The Chairman  BoS in Zoology(PG) has remarked that the application for recognition of B.Sc. 
Degree in Optometry (Distance) awarded by Vinayaka Mission University (Deemed to be University), 
Salem by Smt. Devi Raj was verified and the syllabus attained is not complying with that of 
B.ScZoology (CBCSS), FDP of Kerala University and equivalency can not be recommended for the 
same. 
         The Dean, Faculty of Science has recommended to consider it as an undergraduate 
degree which is eligible for the purpose of higher studies wherever no specific subject is 
specified. 
         Hence the whole matter regarding the recognition of B.Sc. Degree in Optometry (Distance)

 The Report of the ‘Expert Committee on University Education: COVID 19 Period and After’ 
has recommended to rename the Faculty of Oriental Studies removing the term ‘Orient’, as it is a by-
product of the Colonial era and has been criticised by many including the famous thinker, Edward 
Said. And the committee suggested to rename the ‘Faculty of Oriental Studies’ to ‘Faculty of Indian 
and West Asian Languages’. Similarly, the Oriental Research Institute and Manuscripts Library’ to be 
renamed as ‘Institute of Indology and Manuscripts Library’. This will be hailed as a significant move 
by the University of Kerala in decolonising the academia and in liberating the institutions of the 
University from colonial prejudices.  
 The Syndicate held on 27.09.2022, vide item no. 31, has considered the  the request for 
changing the nomenclature of the ‘Faculty of  Oriental Studies’ to ‘Faculty of Indian and West Asian 
Languages’ and the name of Department - Oriental Research Institute and Manuscripts Library’ to 
‘Institute of Indology and Manuscripts Library’ and resolved to approve the same.

 Guidelines for one time provision for sessional improvement was implemented Vide U.O No. 

As per Clause 2’ of the said guideline, "The B.Tech 
students (candidates of 2008 & 2013 Scheme) who have completed five year after joining the course and 
obtained 40 marks or above in the University theory supplementary examination and failed in the subject 
due to the low internal assessment marks (less than 35) alone are eligible to apply”.

As per the guidelines for internal improvement as special appearance for LL.B candidates 

vide U.O No. Ac AIII/3/FoL/IA/2018 Dated: 02.11.2018, Clause'1', "Provision for improvement of 
internal assessment as special  appearance to the LLB students will be available only for failed 
candidates, one year after completion of course, who have obtained less than 10 marks for internal 
assessment. 

As per Clause '2' of the said guidelines, Students shall have only one opportunity in respect of 
the whole papers of the whole semesters taken together. 
Based on the above said provisions, notifications for internal improvement as special appearance for 
Three year LL.B candidates up to 2018 admission and Five year LL.B candidates up to 2016 
admission were issued by the University {Regular Chance}. Also the University has granted one 
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additional chance during the academic year 2021-22, for those candidates of Three year LL.B courses 
up to 2016 admission and Five year LL.B courses up to 2014 admission  who failed to apply for the 
internal improvement as special appearance in the regular chance notified earlier. 
Internal improvement as special appearance notification for candidates of Three year LL.B courses 
{2018 admission} and Five year LL.B courses {2016 admission} during the academic year 2022-23 
was issued on 28.05.2022 with last date for receipt of applications as on 10.06.2022 . 
Several candidates of Three year LL.B courses up to 2017 admissions and Five year LL.B courses up 
to 2015 admissions who failed to utilize the regular/additional chance already provided by the 
University have requested to grant one more chance to appear for the failed papers for which they 
have scored less than 10 marks for internal assessment.  

The Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Examinations held on 11.08.2022 considered 
the matter and recommended that the request be referred to the Dean's Council along with the 
remarks from the Chairman, Board of Studies concerned. The Syndicate held on 25.08.2022 vide 
item no. 45.82.02 approved the above recommendations and sanction was accorded by the Vice 
Chancellor to implement the same. 

The Chairman, BoS in Law (Pass) has remarked that the requests of the former students 
seeking further opportunity to improve internal assessment need not be permitted. If it is permitted it 
will create a bad precedent, and there will be similar requests of former batches of students 
thereafter. Hence it is remarked that all the requests may be rejected. The Dean, Faculty of Law has 
endorsed the remarks offered by the Chairman, BoS in Law (Pass). 

Meanwhile, the Hon'ble Vice Chancellor has ordered to place the matter before the Academic 
Council for consideration. As per the orders, the requests of the candidates of Three year LLB courses 
prior to 2018 admission and Five year LLB courses prior to 2016 admission for additional chance to 
re do internal marks as special appearance, along with the remarks of the Chairman, BoS in Law

Council for consideration and appropriate decision.

On verification of the application, it is seen that the programs of the GITAM University 
are  entitled by the Distance Education Bureau and the Centre for Distance Learning of this 
University has been approved by the Joint Committee of the UGC-AICTE-DEC which are 
mentioned in the Transfer Certificate submitted by the candidate. A copy of the TC is enclosed. 
             The Chairman BoS in English (PG) has remarked that the scheme and syllabus submitted is 
less than 50% compared to the syllabus taught in SDE, University of Kerala. There is a significant 
difference in the quantum of texts taught which must be kept in view to decide on granting 
equivalence. Hence the request for granting equivalence is not recommended.  

The Dean Faculty Arts has remarked that the scheme and syllabus submitted are not as vast 
as the syllabus in SDE, University of Kerala. No two scheme and syllabus can be the same. However 
the papers provide adequate disciplinary knowledge. Hence the application is recommended for the 
purpose of higher education and employment. 

Hence the whole matter regarding the recognition of M.A Degree in English awarded by 
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Gandhi Institute of Technology and Management (GITAM) (Deemed to be University), 
Visakhapatnam through Centre for Distance Learning (CDL) is placed before the Academic Council 
for consideration.

             She further remarked that the applicant had claimed that he has secured Ph.D in Education 
from the University of Kerala. But for his Ph.D registration, the M.Phil Degree has not been 
considered and he is not exempted from appearing for the Research Methodology paper. Under these 
circumstances the Chairperson recommended not to recognize the aforementioned M.Phil Degree. 
            The Dean, Faculty of Education endorsed the remarks of the Chairperson and also noted the 
following points: 
a. Each University has a territorial jurisdiction for the allotment of guides. 
b. The supervising teacher of Mr. Vimal Kumar who pursued his M.Phil Degree in the year 2006-
2007 was only an H.S.S.T in Government V.H.S.S, Vithura, Thiruvananthapuram, Kerala. (evident 
from the paper from Bharathiar University). 
c. The University of Kerala is not having any M.Phil programme in Distance Mode to equate it with. 
d. The teacher education programme needs to have the approval of NCTE and applicant failed to 
submit any proof regarding the NCTE approval of his course. 
             Hence, the whole matter regarding the recognition of M.Phil Degree in Education (Distance) 
awarded by Bharathiar University, Coimbatore  is placed before the Academic Council for 
consideration. 

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED not to grant recognition to the 
M.Phil Degree in Education through Distance Mode awarded by Bharathiar University, 
Coimbatore .

But she has not qualified UGC (NET) 
or GATE examinations.  The applicant was awarded Ph.D Degree in Physics by 
ManonmaniamSundaranar University, Tamil Nadu  in 2019. Her research centre was Nesamony 
Memorial Christian College, Marthandam. She has produced a certificate from the Registrar, 
ManonmaniamSundaranar University stating that her Ph.D degree is as per UGC  Regulations 2009 
regarding minimum standards for M.Phil and Ph.D Degrees. However from the submitted documents 
it is not possible to verify whether the candidate had done course work program including Research 
Methodology as part of her Ph.D program as per UGC Regulation 2009.Therefore he suggested that 
the candidate must submit the following documents at the earliest for further processing 
(1)Proof regarding Ph.D course work program showing subjects (  Marklist  is enough) 
(2)Registration order if any to clarify the date of registration 
(3)Clarification regarding eligibility for Ph.D registration in ManonmaniamSundaranar University as 
the candidate has not qualified NET or GATE. Such candidates can register for Ph.D Degree in 
University of Kerala only if he/she qualifies an entrance examination conducted by the University or 
if he/she has M.Phil degree. 

Accordingly the candidate produced the following documents-M.Phil Certificate and memo 
issued from ManonmaniamSundaranar University. , Tirunelveli  for joining Ph.D degree which shows 
that M.Phil degree is the qualification the candidate possesses for joining the Ph.D Program. The 
memo also mentions that course work exam has to be passed by non-M.Phil candidates.  In the 
University of Kerala M.Phil candidates registering for PhD Programme are exempted from only 
Research Methodology paper if they have undergone a research methodology paper as part of their 
M.Phil Program. 

In the present case the applicant had not produced M.Phil degree Certificate and mark list 
when she first submitted her applications. Her M.Phil degree was awarded by PRIST University, 
Thanjavur, which is established under section3 of UGC Act 1956. but no document was produced as 
to whether the M.Phil degree is recognized by University of Kerala. Also, the exemption of M.Phil 
holder from appearing from all papers of course  work is not in accordance with  the practice followed 
by university of Kerala after adopting UGC regulation 2009 regarding minimum standards for award 
of M.Phil and Ph.d degrees. The Chairman directed that the file may be placed before the Board of 
studies in Physics(PG) for taking an appropriate decision at the earliest and the matter was 
accordingly  placed before the additional meeting of BoS in Physics(PG) held on 01.10.2022. 

The Board discussed the application submitted by Dr.Meera J Nath who had applied for 
recognizing her Ph.D Degree in Physics awarded by ManonmaniamSundaranar University for higher 
studies and employment in the area of Physics. She had registered for Ph.D Degree in 2012 and was 
awarded degree in 2019 and  produced a certificate from M.S University that her Ph.D Degree is in 
accordance with UGC Regulation 2009. However she is exempted from appearing for Part I course 
work as she is holding an M.Phil degree awarded by PRIST University, Thanjavur which  is her 
eligible qualification for joining Ph.D degree .But has not submitted any certificate that the M.Phil 
Degree awarded by PRIST University is recognized by the University of Kerala. 

The Board decided that it cannot recommend recognition of Ph.D degree awarded by M.S 
University to Dr.Meera J Nath for higher studies and employment  as she has not undergone course 
work as part of Ph.D Program. It may be noted the M.Phil holders are exempted from only Research 
Methodology paper as per UGC 2009 regulations.  Board also noted that M.S University which is a 
State university has issued a certificate that her Ph.D degree is in accordance  with UGC Regulation 
2009. Hence an appropriate  decision may be taken by Academic Council. 

The Dean, Faculty of Science has endorsed the minutes of the meeting of BoS Physics (PG) 
held on 01.10.2022. 

Hence the whole matter regarding the recognition of  Ph.D Degree in Physics awarded 
to Smt.Meera  J  Nath by ManonmaniamSundaranarUniversity,Tirunelveli for the thesis titled 
"STRUCTURAL, OPTICAL AND SPECTROSCOPIC STUDIES OF NLO SINGLE 
CRYSTALS"  is placed before the Academic Council for consideration.

Anish 
Thomas has completed his B.Com Degree from Mahatma Gandhi University, which is recognised by 
this University of Kerala and the M.P.E.S Degree (Regular, two Years) from the Annamalai 
University, which is recognised by the University of Kerala as equivalent to M.P.E Degree of this 
University. As per the regulation ,the admission criteria prescribed for M.P.E Degree of this 
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University is a Bachelors Degree in Physical Education with at least 50% aggregate mark of a 
University or a Bachelors degree with Degree or diploma in Physical Education of at least one 
year duration with 50% aggregate marks. The candidate possess only a Bachelors degree in 
Commerce prior to this M.P.E Degree and hence the candidate does not satisfy the admission criteria 
prescribed for admission to M.P.E of this University. Therefore the eligibility can not be granted for 
M.P.E.S awarded by Annamalai University. 

The Dean Faculty of Physical Education has remarked that the candidate had passed the 
B.Com Degree in 1998 and M.P.E.S in 2000 and as per the admission criteria prescribed for M.P.E 
Degree of this University, the eligibility cannot be granted for the Master of Physical Education and 
Sports (M.P.E.S.) awarded by Annamalai University. It may be noted that recently the candidate has 
submitted a representation stating that the admission criteria for M.P.E.S programme of the 
Annamalai University is a Degree with National Participation Certificate and requested to get the 
eligibility certificate based on the above . A copy of the National Participation Certificate has been 
submitted,but no copy of the said regulations from Annamalai University has been enclosed. 

The Standing Committee of the Academic Council held on 06/12/2021 considered the matter 
of recognition and recommended to refer the same to the Academic Council. 

The Academic Council held on 01/04/2022 considered the matter of recognition vide item No.

  The Dean, Faculty of Science endorsed the above remarks of the Chairperson, BoS in Aquatic 
Biology and Fisheries. 

Hence, the whole matter regarding the recognition of Ph.D Degree in Marine Biology for the 
thesis titled "Ecological Studies on the Seagrass Ecosystem of Minicoy Lagoon Lakshadweep" 
awarded by Cochin University of Science and Technology (CUSAT) to Sri. Prabhakaran M for the 
purpose of higher studies and employment (Associate Professor) in the field of Aquatic Biology and 
Fisheries is placed before the Academic Council for consideration.

            Smt. Smitha P R has submitted an application for course recognition of Shiksha Visharad 
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Course (Centre of Study - Amritha College and Hindi Vidyalayam, Payyanur, Kannur) awarded by 
the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad  for promotion purpose and SET Certificate. 
            The recognition of the above said course was previously considered by the Combined Meeting 
of the Board of Studies in Hindi (Pass) and Education (Pass) held on 07/11/2019 and recommended 
not to recognize the Shiksha Visharad Course of the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad. 
             However, remarks of the subject experts were sought regarding the above course 
recognition.  The Chairman, BoS in Hindi (Pass) remarked that if the applicant produces the Degree 
certificate for the eligibility of B.Ed. course, the request may be considered after consulting with the 
Chairman, BoS in Education. The applicant produced the B.A. Degree in Hindi certificate awarded by 
the University of Kerala for further processing of her application. The Dean, Faculty of Oriental 
Studies has endorsed the above remarks of the Chairman, BoS in Hindi (Pass) and also recommended 
to forward the matter to the Chairman, BoS in Education. 
               The Chairman, BoS in Education who is also the Dean, Faculty of Education recommended 
(vide report dtd: 29/06/2022) that the Shiksha Visharad Course awarded by the Hindi Sahitya 
Sammelan, Allahabad is not eligible for recognition.  She further remarked that as per UO No: 
AcAII/2/22225/UOK/2022, dtd: 21/05/2022 ,  B.A. Degree in Hindi can be awarded to 
Sahithyacharya title holders who has passed Part 1 English only, prior to 19/07/2011.  The candidate 
passed Part 1 English of B.Sc. Degree in Mathematics of the University of Kerala in April 2000 and 
Sahityacharya Title examination from Kerala Hindi Prachar Sabha in 1998 and hence the candidate is 
eligible for B.Ed. Degree in Hindi . The Candidate was exempted from taking the examination in the 
Part II additional language and Part III Hindi Language and Literature.The Shiksha Visharad course 
awarded by the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad is used for promotion of Hindi Language and 
neither UGC nor NCTE has recognized the Shiksha Visharad degree of Sahitya Sammelan, 
Allahabad.  As per the University norms, recognition of NCTE is necessary to recommend a B.Ed. 
Degree as equivalent to the B.Ed. Degree of another University.  

In response to the Memo No. AcC/069347/22, dtd: 02/07/2022, Smt. Smitha P R, replied that 
the University of Kerala has recognized similar one year B.Ed degree awarded by Hindi Prachar 
Sabha in India till 2015  without insisting on NCTE approval. Hence she requested that her B.Ed. 
Degree (Shiksha Visharad Course awarded by the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad)) may be 
given the similar consideration. She has also submitted the Eligibility Certificate of her B.Ed (Shiksha 
Visharad Course awarded by the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad) from MG University Kottayam. 

Accordingly, remarks of the Chairman, BoS in Education who is also the Dean, Faculty of 
Education were again sought and vide report dtd: 04/08/2022 it was again reiterated that the Shiksha 
Visharad course offered by Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad cannot be 
recommended.  There are only three institutions in Kerala having NCTE approval to conduct the 
Shiksha Visharad Course awarded by the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad and they are (Prior to 
2005):1.  Hindi Prachar Kendra, Thrissur.2.  Kasturba Gandhi Memorial Hindi Teacher 
Training Institute, Thrissur.3.  Kendriya Hindi Mahavidyalaya, Palakkad . 

Shiksha Visharad Course done by the applicant at Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad during 
2004-2005 from Amrita College and Hindi Vidyalayam, Payyannoor,Kannur (as per the certificates 
produced by the candidate),is not an approved institution.  According to the Dean ,the genuineness of 
the  Transfer Certificate dated 09/06/2015 and Course Completion Certificate dated 13/04/2022 have 
to be ascertained.The Dean further remarked that there are lots of court cases against the Shiksha 
Visharad course of Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad and quoted from one of Judgements, that 
Hindi Sahitya Sammelan is neither a University or a Deemed University nor an Education 
Board.  Hindi Sahitya Sammelan is not affiliated to any University or Board.   Therefore the Shiksha 
Visharad course offered by Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad cannot be recommended.  

Accordingly, the whole matter regarding the recognition of the Shiksha Visharad Course 
awarded by the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad (Centre of Study - Amritha College, 
Payyanur, Kannur) was placed before the Standing Committee of the Academic Council at its 
meeting held on 05/08/2022 vide item no.55 and the Committee recommended to refer to the 
Academic Council. 

The Academic Council  held on 16/09/2022   vide Item No 77 considered the matter and 
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resolved to grant recognition to the SikshaVisharad Course awarded by the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, 
Allahabad (Centre of Study - Amritha College and Hindi Vidyalayam, Payyanur) for higher studies 
and promotion purposes including for obtaining SET Certificate. Accordingly the Eligibility 
Certificate and U.O were issued to the candidate. 

The applicant Smt. Smitha P R  then submitted a request that the above Eligibility Certificate 
was not acceptable to the LBS who are insisting on equivalency with the B.Ed. in Hindi of this 
University to release her SET Certificate.  The matter was put up and the applicant Smt. Smitha P R 
was issued a Certificate stating that "SikshaVisharad Course of the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, 
Allahabad (Centre of Study - Amritha College and Hindi Vidyalayam, Payyanur) is recognized by the 
University of Kerala for promotion purposes wherever B.Ed. Degree in Hindi is the equivalent 
qualification for obtaining SET Certificate" to submit before the LBS Centre . 
                But the applicant again submitted a fresh request (Dtd: 30/09/2022)  stating that the 
authorities of LBS were reluctant to accept both the Eligibility Certificate and the Special Certificate 
and directed her to submit the Eligibility Certificate stating that her SikshaVisharad Course 
awarded by the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabadis equivalent to B.Ed. Degree in Hindi of 
this University, inorder to release the SET Certificate. 

Hence as per the orders of the Vice-Chancellor the whole matter is again placed before the 
Academic Council for consideration. 

 Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED to grant recognition to the 
Siksha Visharad Course awarded by the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad as equivalent to the 
B.Ed. Degree in Hindi of the University of Kerala.

36. B.Tech Degree Course - Request from  Mr. Aswin James and Mr.Nikhilesh. B  who have 

improved the sessionals in 2013 Scheme requested for One Time Registration (2008 
Scheme) for CA improvement of same papers-Consideration of-Reg.   (Ac.A.III)  
Mr. Aswin James and Mr. Nikhilesh.B, B.Tech 2008 Scheme students, who were readmitted 

during 2015 and 2020  respectively were permitted to improve sessional marks of failed papers in the 
2013 Scheme vide UOs No.Acad.A III/4/50010/2015 dated 31-12-2015 and UO. 
No.Acad.AIII/4/37027/2019 dated 20-1-2020. They requested  for considering their applications for  
One Time Registration under  2008 Scheme  

As per the orders issued to the candidates  they shall attend the University Examinations of 
the subject (s) in which they have improved the sessionals as per the existing Schemes and Syllabus, 
the earlier marks scored (Sessionals and University Examinations) in the concerned subject (s) will 
stand cancelled on registration to the University Examinations and the  Sessional improvement to a 
Semester shall be permitted only once.  

Mr. Aswin James scored 44 marks for the subject Signals and Systems (Semester 4) in his 
previous Supplementary Examination and Mr. Nikhilesh.B scored 46 for Digital Communication 
(Sixth Semester). After availing the One time Provision for internal improvement, Mr. Aswin James 
has to clear the paper Signals and Systems and Mr. Nikhilesh. B  has to clear the paper  Digital 
Communication. 

Guidelines  for improvement of internal marks of B.Tech  candidates of 2008 and 2013 
Schemes and B.Arch students of 2008 Scheme, who have secured 40 or more marks in the theory 
Examination but failed due to low internal marks implemented vide UO. 
No.Ac.AIII/4/B.Tech/B.Arch/2019 dated 12.06.2019 which specifies that the students who obtained 
40 marks or above in the University theory Supplementary Examinations and failed in the subject due 
to the low internal assessment marks can improve the sessional marks and the revised internal marks 
shall be added to the highest marks scored by the candidates so far in the  University / Supplementary 
Examinations.  

The decision of the Academic Council at its meeting held on 04/03/2020 was implemented 
vide UO. No. Ac.AIII/4/B.Tech/B.Arch/2020 dated 9/06/2020 permitting B.Tech/B.Arch 2008 
Scheme students to improve sessional marks under the same Scheme under faculties assigned, 
meeting all requirements for the award of sessional marks.   
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Mr. Aswin James and Mr. Nikhilesh. B candidates submitted applications for One Time 
Provision for improvement of sessional marks under 2008 Scheme and the same was rejected by the 
Examination wing giving the reason that the students have already improved the CA marks of the 
respective Semester in 2013 Scheme.  

As per the report from Examination wing, Mr. Aswin James (Candidate Code; 08413004) had 
a CA improvement registration for the paper 08.403; Signals and Systems for the month and year of 
April 2020 in the third semester and the ESA mark is not entered, since the candidate has not attended 
the said examination. 
Mr.  Nikhilesh. B (candidate code-10413035) had a CA improvement registration for the papers 
08.602-VLSI Design and 08604- Digital Communication for the month and year of February 2021 in 
Sixth semester and ESA mark is not entered since the candidate did not attended the said examination.  

The candidates have now submitted written applications stating that they were not provided 
with an option to improve the sessionals in their Scheme, 2008 Scheme as  stipulated in  the new 
guidelines and further claimed that they would have opted for that provision ie,2008 Scheme , only if 
such provision where there during the time of submission of application.  
 As per the regulations of the B.Tech Course, the period permitted to a candidate to complete 
the Course and appear for the Examinations is 10 years from the  admission to the Course. Both these 
students (2008 admission and 2010 admission) have exceeded the time limit. 

The B.Tech tabulation Section has sought clarification whether  
1) Mr. Aswin James and Mr. Nikhilesh. B, 2008 Scheme students who have already done CA 
improvement in 2013 Scheme may be allowed to register the same subject through OTR  for 2008 
scheme. 
2) If allowed OTR for 2008 Scheme, then the CA improvement already done in 2013 Scheme may be 
cancelled and the same subject may be entered in OTR for 2008 Scheme.  

As per the orders of the Vice-Chancellor the matter of, the students of 2008 Scheme, who had 
improved sessionals marks in 2013 Scheme have requested to permit them to improve internal marks 
once again, availing the benifit of One Time Provision (2008 Scheme) waiving the stipulation that, 
provision to improve the internal marks will be allowed only once and be granted the benefit of the 
UO.No. Ac.AIII/4/B.Tech/B.Arch/2020 dated 09/06/2020 was  placed before the Standing Committee 
of the Syndicate on Examinations held on 28.09.2021, vide item No. 13 and the Committee 
considered the matter and recommended to obtain the remarks from the Chairman, Board of studies 
and the Dean, Faculty of Engineering. The Syndicate at its meeting held on 28.10.2021 vide item No. 
33.50.13 resolved that the above recommendation of the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on 
Examinations held on 28.09.2021, be approved.  
Remarks of the Chairman, Board of Studies in Engineering (Pass-I,II&III) 
Pass-I –1. Mr. Aswin James and Mr. Nikhilesh. B, 2008 Scheme students may be allowed to register 
the same subject through OTR for 2008 Scheme and 2. the CA improvement already done in 2013 
Scheme may be cancelled and the same subject may be entered in the OTR for 2008 scheme.  
Pass- II- This request can proceed according to the order issued (Acad.AIII/4/50010/2015 dated 
31/12/2015) to the concerned students.  
Pass-III- The request can be processed as per the previous decisions.  
Remarks of the Dean, Faculty of Engineering and Technology 
 Cancel the orders issued to the candidates [ U.O {1} and U. O {2}] to improve the CA marks 
in the 2013 Scheme and a special order  may be issued for OTR to improve the CA marks in 2008 
Scheme. Then the improved CA marks can be added to the already obtained 40 or above University 
marks of the 2008 Scheme. But there is yet another issue which is to be sorted out, regarding the time 
period permitted for a candidate to complete the course, as both these students have exceeded the time 
limit. In order to sort out this issue, necessary orders may be issued by treating this as a special case. 

In response to the remarks of the Dean above to cancel the order issued to the candidate and 
to issue a special order, an email has been sent to him intimating that,  for  One Time Sessional 
improvement ie, in the case of candidates obtained 40 or above for theory exams , hall tickets are 
issued from B.Tech section ,as stipulated in the norms (U.O No. Ac. AIII/4/B. Tech/B. Arch/2020 
dt.12.06.2019, 'clause 3'- "This is a one time provision and separate U.O prescribing the subjects for

University””. 

As per the orders of the Vice-Chancellor, remarks of the Chairman, Board of Studies in 
Engineering (Pass-I,II&III) and the Dean, Faculty of Engineering and Technology was  placed before 
the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Examinations held on 11.08.2022 . The committee 
considered the above matter and recommended that the request of the candidates be referred to the 
Dean’s Council.

Candidates should have passed BCA/B.Sc (Computer Science)/ B.Sc.(IT),/ B.E(CSE)/ B.Tech

OR 
Passed any graduation degree (eg.B.E/ B.Tech./ B.Sc/ B.Com/ B.A/ B.Voc. etc.) preferably 

with Mathematics at 10+2 level or at Graduation level. 
Obtained at least 50% marks (45% mark in case of candidates belonging to reserved category) in the 
qualifying examination.(for students having no Mathematics background compulsory bridge course 
will be framed by the respective University/Institution and additional bridge courses related to 
computer subjects as per the norms of the concerned University). 

Candidates seeking admission must ensure the eligibility of their qualifying 
degree/programmes/courses by the University of Kerala prior to admission. 

The Dean, Faculty of Applied Sciences and Technology endorsed the above said 
recommendation of the Board of Studies.

(Regular) awarded by University of Calicut can be recognized as an eligible qualification for higher 
studies.

According to the matter mentioned in the file, Smt.Beena.B was a student who has completed her 
M.Phil course in Theatre Arts and Film Aesthetics for Education of Kerala University during 2009-
2010. It is understood that she did not produce the eligibility certificate of M.A Folklore course of 
Calicut University while joining the M.Phil Course. That's why it should be assumed that the 
certificate of M.Phil was not received from the university even after such a long time after the M.Phil 
course. 

Application for eligibility Certificate is submitted after 10 years of completion of the course. 
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As per the syllabus it is seen that M.A Degree in Folklore of Calicut University is an inter-disciplinary 
course related to Theatre arts and Aesthetics which may be considered as a qualification for M.Phil in 
Performing and Visual Arts of Kerala University. The Chairman BoS in Performing and Visual Arts 
has remarked that the said course is acceptable for higher studies. 

In these circumstances, he endorsed the remarks of the Chairman, BoS in Performing Visual 
Arts and recommended that the M.A Folklore of Calicut University may be recognized as a 
qualification for admission to M.Phil in Theatre Arts and film Aesthetics for Education, conducted by 
the Kerala University.

Alagappa University is included in the 
list of Higher Education Institutions, provided in the document. But there is no document to support 
the Learning Centre at Marthandam, as being recognised by UGC-DEB. WherasAlagappa University 
has stated that that M/s. Janakeerthi Society for Skill Development & Distance Learning 
(Trust) ,Marthandam, Kanyakumari District is one of the Learning Centres of Alagappa University 
located within the territorial jurisdiction of Alagappa University.  
     The Chairperson BoS in Public Administration has remarked that the Alagappa University is 
accredited with A+ by NAAC and hence eligible for offering Distance Education Programmes. The 
syllabus of the submitted programme can be considered eligible for higher education and 
employment. The Dean, Faculty of Social Science has endorsed the recommendation of the 
Chairperson. 
     The file was forwarded again seeking specific remarks regarding the distance education 
course offered through the Distance Learning Centre of Alagappa University. Regarding this, the 
chairperson opined that the Alagappa University is accredited with A+ Grade and eligible to offer 
Distance Education Programmes. UGC grants recognition to Universities (Not to LSCs) to conduct 
Distance Education Programmes. The candidate has produced the required certificates from Alagappa 
University. Considering this, the B.A Public Administration course offered by Alagappa University 
through Distance Education Programme has been recommended for higher education in Public 
Administration.           

The Dean, Faculty of Social Science endorsed the remarks of the Chairperson dt:13.09.2022

from 2018, the Degree (B.A. Public Administration) awarded by Alagappa University may be 
considered as eligible qualification for higher Education and employment. However remarks 
regarding approval to offer Degree Courses through Distance Learning Centre has not been 
mentioned.

Revised Guidelines for evaluating the quality and relevance of the Ph.D thesis generated by 
other Universities in India, under the Faculty of Engineering and Technology to be recognized  

by the University of Kerala. 
Pre - Evaluation 
Before sending a thesis for evaluation, the committee recommended a pre-evaluation of the thesis to 
check whether the following criteria's are satisfied.  
1. The thesis should satisfy UGC minimum standards 
2. The research scholar should pass at least two Course work examination and a course in 
Research Methodology 
3. The candidate should undergo Pre - Submission Viva before thesis submission 
4. The thesis should be evaluated by at least two  external evaluators and  one by the Guide or at 
least three examiners  
5. The thesis should undergo evaluation in open defence 
6. Published at least two journals out of which one must be in SCI/ESCI/SCIE  list and other 
may  be UGC care list/ Scopus. 
7. Publication – The content of the paper should be related to content or part of thesis.  
8. Two paper Presentation Certificate (In National or International Seminar/ Conferences) 
9. Need Plagiarism Certificate from Competent authorities with less than 10% plagiarism          
10. The minimum duration of the Ph.D programme  should be 3 years                                                                                                  
11. The Ph.D should be either Part time or Full Time mode, no other mode is  recommended 
Guidelines for Evaluation 
1. The quality and strength of the thesis at the Doctoral level awarded by other Universities in India 
shall be initially evaluated by the Chairperson, Board of Studies (PG)  and the Dean of the  Faculty in 
the subject of study concerned. 
2. The chairperson P.G Board of studies and the Dean of the Faculty in the subject of study concerned 
shall, while evaluating the thesis, give due consideration to the variables listed in the proforma as 
given in clause 10 of this guidelines for arriving at an appropriate recommendation. 
3. If the thesis is interdisciplinary in nature, the Chairman, Board of Studies (PG) can obtain more 
than one evaluation from the experts. 
4. It is mandatory to  produce a certificate  stating that the Ph.D degree has been awarded in 
accordance with the relevant UGC regulations. 
5. The academic quality of the doctoral thesis shall be decided on the basis of the candidate's 
contribution to knowledge, originality, creativity, integration, methodology and knowledge creation 
based on Publication/Presentation. 
6. The academic track record of the candidate shall also be assigned due weight, considering the 
quality of UG and PG programmes undertaken. 
7. The recommendation for recognition shall be based on the total point awarded to the variables 
mentioned in the proforma as given in clause 10 of this guidelines. The thesis that receives a total

points ranging from 60 to 100 shall be granted recognition for which it is sought. If the total point 
awarded is less than 60, the Doctoral Degree concerned shall not be recognized . 
8. The evaluation reports forwarded by the P.G. Board of Studies/ Chairperson and the Faculty/ Dean 
of Faculty in the Subject of Study concerned in respect of each candidate applied for recognition shall 
be placed in the Standing Committee on Academic Council for a recommendation as specified in the 
UGC Regulations 2016. 
9. The recommendation taken on each request by the Standing Committee on Academe Council for a 
decision as specified in the UGC Regulations 2016 shall be reported subsequently to the Academic 
Council.

Ref: Application received from Sri.Arun Satheesh dtd 06.09.2022  

        Sri.Arun Satheesh had submitted the scheme and syllabus of B.Sc (Economics) Honours 
(Regular) Degree awarded by Symbiosis International (Deemed University) for course recognition for 
the purpose of higher studies (LL.B) and  employment.   

The Chairman BoS in Economics (Pass) has remarked that, Sri.ArunSatheesh  had requested 
for recognition of B.Sc. (Economics) Honours  (Regular) degree awarded by Symbiosis International 
(Deemed) in June 2022. The applicant had undergone 10+2 pattern of study. The copy of the syllabus 
and programme structure of B.Sc.  (Economics) Honours (regular) of 2019-22 of the afore mentioned 
programme was closely studied and found that the syllabus was adequate (90% similarity)  for higher 
studies (M.A Economics) and employment. Hence the B.Sc. (Economics) Honours (Regular) Degree 
programme studied by the applicant can be recognized as eligible for higher studies (M.A Economics) 
and employment. 

The Dean, Faculty of Social Sciences has endorsed the remarks of the Chairman BoS in 
Economics (Pass), as the syllabus of the course contains 90% similarity. Hence recommended  for 
higher education and employment. 

Hence the whole matter regarding the recognition of B.Sc (Economics) Honours (Regular) 
Degree awarded by Symbiosis International (Deemed University) as an eligible qualification for 
higher studies and employment is placed before the Academic Council for 
consideration.                                                                                                                            

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED to grant recognition to the B.Sc 
(Economics) Honours (Regular) Degree awarded by Symbiosis International (Deemed University) 
as an eligible qualification for higher studies and employment.

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73. Amendment of Regulations relating to Continuous Evaluation (CE) in the Regulations 
of First Degree Programmes under CBCS System-Consideration of-reg. (Ac.L) 

 The clauses 12.7 and 12.16 ( para 3 ) of the Regulations relating to First Degree Programmes 
under CBCS system 2013 regarding criteria for passing a course and reappearance of Continuous 
Evaluation were as follows: 
 Clause 12.7: “A minimum of 40% marks (E grade) shall be required for passing a course with 
a separate minimum of 40% marks (E Grade) for Continuous Evaluation(CE) and End Semester 
Evaluation (ESE)”. Later the said clause was amended vide U.O No.Ac.AV/1/1UG Sem/2010 dated 
06.05.2016, w.e.f 2015 admissions as “A minimum of 35% marks (E Grade) shall be required for 
passing a course with a separate minimum of 35%marks (E Grade) for Continuous Evaluation (CE) 
and End Semester Evaluation (ESE)”. 
 Clause 12.16 (Para 3): “In both cases (i.e. failure to obtain ‘E’ Grade for individual 
Course/Courses) and ‘SCPA of 4.00) students shall not be allowed to repeat the Semester, but the 
marks secured by them for the CE part shall be carried over and added to the marks obtained in the 
ESE they reappear. However, those who fail in the CE (i.e. those who fail to secure a minimum of ‘E’ 
grade) will have one chance to improve the same (except the marks for attendance) along with next 
regular batch of students.” 
 The Syndicate at its meeting held on 28.04.2020, resolved to exclude the marks for attendance 
in Continuous Evaluation (CE) for First Degree Programmes under CBCS System and the minimum 
marks prescribed for CE, as recommended by the Sub-Committee constituted to study the complaints 
regarding internal marks and University Level Monitoring Committee held on 19.02.2020 and 
28.02.2020. Subsequently, the above clauses relating to criteria for passing a course and reappearance 
of CE were amended and UO No.Ac.AV.1/Attendance marks/CE/2021 dated 17.09.2021 was issued 
and implemented w.e.f 2020 admissions, as detailed below: 
               Clause 12.7: “A minimum of 35% marks (E Grade) shall be required for passing a course 
with a separate minimum of 35% (E Grade) for End Semester Evaluation (ESE).” 
                Clause 12.16 (para 3): In both cases (i.e. failure to obtain ‘E’ Grade for individual 
Course/Courses and ‘SCPA of 4.00) students shall not be allowed to repeat the Semester, but the 
marks secured by them for the CE part shall be carried over and added to the marks obtained in the 
ESE they reappear. Those who fail to secure a pass minimum of 35% (E Grade) for a course will have 
one chance to improve CE marks for the course.” 
 The Academic Council at its meeting held on 07.10.2021, resolved to retain the pass 
minimum for Continuous Evaluation (CE) component for the First Degree Programmes under CBCS 
System and to replace the word, “improve” with “reappear”. Accordingly, the following clauses 12.7 
and 12.16 of the Regulations relating to First Degree Programmes under CBCS system were further 
modified as follows and UO.No.Ac.AV/1/CE/pass minimum/2021 dated 15.12.2021 had been issued 
in this regard. 
            Clause 12.7: “A minimum of 35% marks (E grade) shall be required for passing a course with 
a separate minimum of 35% marks (E Grade) for Continuous Evaluation (CE) and End Semester 
Evaluation (ESE)” 
            Clause 12.16 (para 3): In both cases (i.e. failure to obtain ‘E’ Grade for individual 
Course/Courses and ‘SCPA of 4.00) students shall not be allowed to repeat the Semester, but the 
marks secured by them for the CE part shall be carried over and added to the marks obtained in the 
ESE they reappear. Those who fail in the CE (i.e. those who fail to secure a minimum of ‘E’ grade) 
will have one chance to reappear for the same, along with the next regular batch of students.” 
          The University Level Monitoring Committee (ULMC) at its meeting held on 11.03.2022 
considered the matter of effecting the said amendments in the Regulations related to First Degree 
Programmes under CBCS System and recommended to approve the proposal for amending the 
clauses 12.7 and 12.16 (para 3) in the Regulations as follows:  
           Clause 12.16 (Para 3): In both cases (i.e. failure to obtain ‘E’ Grade for individual 
Course/Courses and ‘SCPA of 4.00) students shall not be allowed to repeat the Semester, but the 
marks secured by them for the CE part shall be carried over and added to the marks obtained in the 
ESE they reappear. Those who fail in the CE (i.e. those who fail to secure a minimum of ‘E’ grade) 
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will have two chances to reappear for the same, along with the next regular batch of students.” 
 The Syndicate at its meeting held on 16.03.2022 vide ItemNo. 38.44.02resolved that the 
above recommendations of the meeting of the University Level Monitoring Committee (ULMC) held 
on 11.03.2022 be approved. Further resolved to place the proposal before the Academic Council. 

 The Academic Council at its meeting held on 1/04/2022 vide item no.(I) 109 considered the 
matter and resolved to approve the amendments. 
The Academic Council at its meeting held on 16th September2022 vide item no.(1)100 considered the 
matter and resolved to approve the amendment to the regulations relating to Continuous Evaluation 
(CE) of First Degree Programmes under CBCS System as stipulated under section 25(ii) and section 
38(a)of the Kerala University act,1974. 

The amendment proposal relating to Continuous Evaluation (CE) in the Regulations of First 
Degree Programmes under CBCS System is as follows, 
Amendment Proposal  
 
Sl No. Clause Existing Proposed Amendment 

1 7.11 Attendance: Students who secure a 
minimum of 75% attendance in the 
aggregate for all the Courses of a 
semester taken together alone will 
be allowed to register for End 
Semester Evaluation. Others have to 
repeat the semester along with the 
next batch, unless they could make 
up the shortage of attendance 
through condonation. However the 
award of Grade for attendance in 
CE shall be made course‐wise. 
Condonation of shortage of 
attendance to a maximum of 10 
days in a semester subject to a 
maximum of two times during the 
whole period of a Degree 
Programme shall be granted by the 
University on valid grounds. This 
condonation shall not be considered 
for awarding marks for CE. Benefits 
of attendance for a maximum of 10 
days in a semester shall be granted 
to students who participate/attend 
University Union activities, 
meetings of the University Bodies 
and Extra Curricular Activities, on 
production of participation/ 
attendance certificate by the 
University Authorities/Principals as 
the case may be. But in such cases, 
condonation will be considered for 
award of marks for CE. 

Attendance: Students who secure a 
minimum of 75% attendance in the 
aggregate for all the Courses of a semester 
taken together alone will be allowed to 
register for End Semester Evaluation. Others 
have to repeat the semester along with the 
next batch, unless they could make up the 
shortage of attendance through condonation. 
However the award of Grade for 
attendance in CE shall be made course 
wise ‐ for practicals only. Condonation of 
shortage of attendance to a maximum of 10 
days in a semester subject to a maximum of 
two times during the whole period of a 
Degree Programme shall be granted by the 
University on valid grounds. This 
condonation shall not be considered for 
awarding marks for CE in practicals. 
Benefits of attendance for a maximum of 10 
days in a semester shall be granted to 
students who participate/ attend University 
Union activities, meetings of the University 
Bodies and Extra Curricular Activities, on 
production of participation/ attendance 
certificate by the University 
Authorities/Principals as the case may be. 
But in such cases, condonation will be 
considered for award of marks for CE in 
practicals only.

  The Vice-Chancellor, subject to reporting to the Syndicate, reconstituted the University Level 
Monitoring Committee (ULMC) by including one additional member of the Syndicate (from 
the category of Teachers of the Affiliated colleges) from 2021-22 Academic year onwards. 
U.O.No.Ac.AV.1/ULMC/2021 dated 20.07.2021 was issued in this regard.   

The Syndicate held on 16.03.2022 vide item No.38.44.01, resolved to approve the 
recommendation of the University Level Monitoring Committee (ULMC) regarding the amendment 
of clause 14.3 of Regulations relating to the First Degree Programme under CBCS 
System regarding the reconstitution of  ULMC.  
     Sanction was accorded by the Vice Chancellor, subject to reporting to the Academic Council 
for amending the clause 14.3 in the Regulations relating to the First Degree Programme under CBCS 
System, regarding the reconstitution of University Level Monitoring Committee (ULMC) as stated 
below and U.O No. 4543/2022/UOK dated 10.06.2022 has been issued in this regard.

 The Chairmen, Board of Examiners of the MSW Degree Programme, Semester I and 
Semester II, have raised a complaint regarding the award of internal marks for the Concurrent Field 
Work in MSW.  The online additional meeting of the Board of Studies in Social Work held on 
10/10/2022  discussed the matter in detail and recommended that the guidelines  concerning the 
Range of Marks, maximum percentage of students who may deemed to be fit for the respective range 
of marks, and the conditions under which such range of marks to be awarded to the students for the 
Continuous Assessment for Concurrent and Block Field Work in MSW as follows.

Also, the M.Sc. in Earth Remote Sensing and Geo -Information Technology awarded 
by Madurai Kamaraj University has more similarity with M.Sc. Geology with Special reference to 
Geo-Informatics' Syllabus of the University of Kerala."  The Dean, Faculty of Science has endorsed 
the above remarks. 

Accordingly, remarks of the the Chairman, BoS in Geology (P.G.) has been obtained.  He 
remarked that "the scheme and syllabus submitted along with the application is having less the 40% 
similarity with the M.Sc.

      On the basis of the recommendation of the Doctoral committee, after verifying all other 
documents including the undertaking submitted by Akhil S S, sanction was accorded by the Hon'ble 
Vice - Chancellor  to  grant Ph.D registration in Full time mode in Psychology in the January 2022 
session to Sri. Akhil S S,  on condition that final registration order shall be issued only after obtaining 
Joining report, ethical Committee clearance from ULECRIHS and producing the order granting LWA 
for 3 years.  As per the orders, Joining letter dated 16.07.2022 has been issued to the Principal, Govt 
College for Women, TVPM with a copy each to the Research supervisor and the candidate.  
     In response to the letter, Later Sri. Akhil S S via email dated 25.07.2022 submitted a request 
showing the family background and financial liability that may arise if he takes three years of leave 
without allowance and has requested to grant permission to join as part time research scholar in 
Psychology. Also he has submitted No objection certificate dated 18.01.2022 from the District Police 
Chief, District Police Office, Pathanamthitta, certified that, there is no objection to undergo the course 
on " Ph D Course -2022 session: in Kerala University by Sri. Akhil S S , C P O N 3609, who is 
working in this unit as Civil police Officer, without affecting his official duties. The last date for 
joining for PhD research is 15.08.2022 as per the Joining letter dated 16.07.2022 issued from this 
office. The candidate submitted the request and the NOC from the employer via email only on 
25.07.2022. 

Meanwhile, Sri. Akhil S S filed a writ petition, WP(C)No. 25861 of 2022 before the Hon’ble 
High Court of Kerala. The High Court passed an interim order dated 12.08.2022, directing the 
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respondents 2 and 3 (ie, the Registrar, University of Kerala and the Principal, Govt. College for 
Women respectively) to permit the petitioner to report at and formally join the Ph. D course in Part- 
time at his facility Centre and not to cancel the petitioners registration for Ph. D in the January 2022 
session. 

In the notification for inviting applications for PhD registration in January 2022 session the 
eligibility for granting Part time registration has been specified as detailed below 
  Part-time research for Ph.D shall be allowed subject to the availability of vacancies provided all the 
conditions mentioned in the extant Ph.D Regulations are met in full irrespective of part- time/full-time 
research. 

Part-time research is restricted to the following categories only who have qualified 
UGCJRF/NET/Kerala University Ph.D Entrance/any equivalent examination/ exempted categories, 
subject to the condition specified in the Uo.No.Ac.E1/A4(2)/2019 dated 06/05/2019. 

 
a. Teachers working on regular basis in Govt/Govt-Aided Schools in  HSE/VHSE/HSA within the 
State. 
b. Lecturers on regular basis in DIET, Teachers in TTI/SCERT/SIEMAT within the State. c. Teachers 
working on regular basis in teaching Departments/Centres of this University. 
d. Teachers working on regular basis in Govt/Aided Colleges including those under DTE/ DME 
within the State. 
e. Teachers working on contract basis in Teaching Departments of this University. 
f. Faculty Members working on regular basis in the Quasi-State Govt. institutions within the State. 
g. Lecturers working on contract basis in KUCTE, UIT, UIM and Self financing colleges affiliated to 
the University provided they have service of 5 academic years. 
h. Permanent employees of this University. 
i. Scientists working on regular basis in State/ Central Govt research organisations within the State, 
with a continous service of 5 years. 
j. Executives working on regular basis in State/Central Govt PSU within the State with a continuous 
service of 5 years. 
k. Regular full time library professionals having three year experience working in all University 
Libraries, affiliated Colleges and Government Departments. 
Part-time Registration to the above categories except (c) & (d) above shall be limited to 25% of the 
available vacancies in each subject. 

Applications for Part-time registration should be accompanied by a No Objection Certificate 
from the appointing authority with details showing designation and period of permanent service with 
the organization. 

    The Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research held on 16.08.2022 vide 
item no. B33 considered the request submitted by Akhil S S to grant Ph D registration in Psychology 
in Part time in January 2022 session and the interim order on WP(C)No. 25861 of 2022 dated 
12.08.2022 and recommended not to grant Part time PhD registration to Sri. Akhil S S as per existing 
rules and Regulations. The Syndicate held on 25. 08. 2022, vide item no. 45.90.B33 has resolved to 
approve the above recommendation. 

 The Hon’ble High Court has issued the judgement dated 29.08.2022 in W P (C) 25861/2022 
filed by Sri. Akhil S S . The Court has observed that, the petitioner is a post- graduate in psychology 
and certainly his desire to acquire Ph. D is a legitimate one, for which he must be given eligible 
support. 

Also pointed out that, In the UGC regulation, 2016 only says that a person shall be offered the 
status of a part- time scholar for Ph. D, provided he/she satisfies all other conditions mentioned in the 
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extant Ph. D regulations of the UGC. The University regulations, 2016 also adopt this, with an 
additional condition that such a scholar shall obtain 180 days of attendance prior to the submission of 
thesis. It is clear that the decision to grant a person the status of a part- time scholar is one which has 
been left to the University to decide, based on the extant 'Ph. D regulations'. 
     The court has also observed that, Exts. P6 and P7, (The regulations for award of Ph. D degree 
2016, University notification no. Ac. EVI/2021 dated 28.12.2021 issued by University of Kerala and 
notification for Ph. D registration in January 2022 session) which enumerate only certain categories of 
persons to obtain benefits of part- time scholar. There is nothing on record to justify why persons in 
the service of the state or the central govt. have been excluded and going by the enumerated categories. 
Also added that, in certain specific cases. like that the petitioner herein, this will amount to great 
inequity, where he will be forced to drop out of the course because his priority is to support his family, 
with the employment he has already acquired. 
     The Hon'ble High Court has directed that, the University must consider the case of the 
petitioner, either by modifying the enumerated categories or as a special case, as they may deem fit . 
Further suggested to quash the Ext. R2 (c) (ie, resolution of the Syndicate held on 25.08.2022, decided 
not to grant part- time Ph. D registration to Sri. Akhil S S as per existing rules and regulations ) and to 
reconsider the case of the petitioner in either of the manner above and issue him an order within a 
period of one month from the date of receipt of a copy of this judgment. 
     The Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research held on 26.09.2022 
considered the judgement dated 29.08.2022 in W P (C) 25861/2022 filed by Sri. Akhil S S  and 
recommended to obtain legal opinion from the Standing Counsel, whether PhD registration may be 
granted to Akhil S S in Part time as a special case or to examine whether there is any scope to file an 
appeal against the judgement of Hon’ble High Court and to place the matter along with the legal 
opinion in the meeting of the Syndicate scheduled to be held on 27.09.2022. 
      The learned standing counsel opined that in the captioned matter, the issues involved are in 
connection with a policy decision and hence the University can take an appropriate decision 
considering the fact that if any positive decision is taken to allow the same it will become a precedent 
in future and University will have to allow part time registration in all such cases. But as the matter 
involved is of academic character whether the opinion of the Academic Council is to be obtained may 
also be considered . As for the filing of a writ appeal against the judgement in W P (C) no. 
25861/2022, the question does not arise as the direction in the judgement is only to consider the 
matter and take an appropriate decision. Only if the decision of the University is challenged in future 
and if any judgement against that decision is rendered will the university challenge the same by filing 
writ appeal if it is so decided at that stage.    

The Syndicate held on 27.09.2022, vide item no.37 considered the judgement in  W P (C) no. 
25861/2022 and legal opinion of the Standing Counsel and resolved to refer the matter of granting 
change of mode of research from full time to part time in respect of Sri. Akhil S S, Psychology  to 
Academic Council. Further resolved to direct Standing Counsel to inform the Hon'ble High Court that 
the University has considered the judgement and refer the matter to the Academic Council for taking 
appropriate decision. Also resolved to entrust the Standing Counsel to file a time enlargement petition 
for the same. The resolution of the Syndicate was informed to Sri. Akhil S S via memo dated 
01.10.2022 
     As per the resolution of the Syndicate, note to the Academic council was prepared and the 
same was approved by the Vice-Chancellor. The  IA seeking extension of time for compliance till 
12.12.2022 was filed by the University on 13.10.2022 before the Hon’ble High Court of Kerala.  
    In the meantime, Akhil S S has filed a counter affidavit in WP(C)No. 25861 of 2022 before the 
Hon’ble High Court of Kerala and the Court posted it on 24.11.2022. 
   The learned Standing Counsel has informed that, the captioned matter came up for consideration on 
24-11-22 before the Hon’ble High Court in Court No.5A as item No.304. While considering the 
petition for extension of time sought by the University to comply with the judgment, the Hon’ble 
Court took note of the objection filed by the petitioner in the writ petition and posted the matter to 2-
12-2022, on which date the University is directed to intimate the decision taken in compliance of the 
direction issued by the Hon’ble Court in the judgment . 
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       On the basis of the Judgement by the Hon'ble High Court of Kerala,, sanction has been 
accorded by the Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor to Akhil S S  for registration to research leading to 
PhD in Psychology in part time mode as a special case subject to reporting to the Academic 
Council on condition that this shall not be considered as a precedent. 
      As per the orders of the Hon’ble Vice- Chancellor, a letter dated 26.11.2022  has been 
forwarded to the Principal, Govt College for Women, TVPM to permit Sri. Akhil S S to join for 
research leading to PhD in part time mode with due intimation to the research supervisor and the 
Chairman, Doctoral Committee and the candidate, stating that the candidate Sri. Akhil S S may be 
permitted to join for research leading to PhD at the research centre and on direction that his final 
registration order will be issued only on receipt of his joining report and a clearance certificate from 
the University Level Ethics Committee on Research Involving Human Subjects (ULECRIHS).  
   The action taken in compliance of the direction of the Hon’ble High Court of Kerala has been 
intimated in detail to Sri.Akhil S S vide memo dated 29.11.2022 and the matter has also been 
intimated to the Chairman, Doctoral Committee, the Head of the Research Centre and the research 
supervisor vide letter dated 29.11.2022.

dtd 13/4/2022- Consideration of-reg.      (Ac.AIV)  
          The Secretary, University Grants Commission has forwarded  the guidelines for pursuing two 
Academic Programmes  simultaneously vide  DO letter No:1-6/2007(CPP-II) dtd13/4/2022 for 
implementation in the Universities as envisaged in the NEP 2020.  
           In the letter, it is informed that as per National Education Policy -NEP  2020, the pedagogy 
must evolve to make education more experiential, holistic, integrated,inquiry-driven, discovery-
oriented, learner- centred, discussion-based, flexible and of course enjoyable.  With the rapid increase 
in demand for higher education and limited availability of seats in regular stream, several Higher 
Education Institutions have started a number of programmes in open and Distance Learning(ODL) 
mode to meet the aspirations of students. The emergence of Online Education programmes is also a 
benefit for students.  
      The issue of allowing students to pursue two Academic programmes simultaneously has been 
examined by the Commission keeping in view the proposals envisaged in the National Education 
policy-NEP 2020 which emphasizes the need to facilitate multiple pathways to learning involving 
both formal and non- formal education modes.                            
         The UGC has framed the guidelines for pursuing two Academic Programmes simultaneously. 
Also it is directed that based on the Guidelines provided , the University can devise mechanisms, 
through the statutory  bodies, for allowing the students to pursue two Academic programmes 
simultaneously as mentioned in the guidelines. 
Guidelines 
 
1. A student can pursue two full time academic programmes in physical mode provided that   in such 
cases, class timings for one programme do not overlap with the class timings of   the other 
programme.  
2. A student can pursue two academic programmes, one in the full time physical mode and another in 
Open and Distance Learning (ODL)/ Online mode; or up to two ODL/ Online programmes 
simultaneously.  
3. Degree or Diploma programmes under ODL/Online mode shall be pursued with only such  HEIs 
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which are recognized by UGC/ Statutory Council/ Govt. of India for running such programmes.  
4. Degree or Diploma programmes under these guidelines shall be governed by the 
    Regulations notified by the UGC and also the respective statutory/ professional councils, wherever 
applicable.  
5. These guidelines shall come into effect from the date of their notification by the UGC.No 
retrospective benefit can be claimed by the student who have already done two academic programmes 
simultaneously prior to the notification of these guidelines.   
   The above guidelines shall be applicable only to the students pursuing academic 
programmes other than Ph.D. programmes.  

As per the orders of the Registrar, remarks was sought from the IQAC  regarding the same. 
The Director IQAC  reported that  " Considering provisions of National Education Policy 2020 in 
terms of flexibility, holistic development and skill embedded learning, students may be permitted to 
engage in two simultaneous academic programmes and   has also furnished the following 4 factors for 
consideration. 
 
1. Ensure whether both academic programmes are supportive in terms of competency 
    enhancement and making education holistic. 
2. Prior notice and consent from the two HEIs are obtained. 
3. Due amendments are made for such accommodative learning as envisaged by the UGC. 
4. PSC and other employment agencies are duly informed about the recognition for such  associated 
learning.  
However, the guidelines(1) to (5) mentioned in the UGC communication in this regard need to be 
complied."    
    As per the orders of the Vice Chancellor, the Guidelines for pursuing two Academic 
Programmes  simultaneously forwarded by the UGC along with the remarks obtained from the 
IQAC  is placed before the Academic Council for consideration and appropriate decision.  

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED to refer the matter to the 
Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research .

115.  W.P.(C) No. 30388 of 2022 filed by Smt. Ansam I Austin with regard to the issuance of 

Eligibility Certificate of  SikshaSnathak awarded by Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar 
Sabha, Madras-Consideration of-reg.       (Ac.C) 
Ref: Application for Eligibility certificate received from  Smt.  ANSAM. I. AUSTINE 
dtd 13/10/2021.       

                    The candidate Smt. Ansam. I. Austine had submitted an application for the  issuance of 
Eligibility Certificate of SikshaSnathak awarded by Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha, Madras 
obtained for  employment purpose (Promotion).The said programme has already been recognised by 
the University of Kerala as equivalent to one year B.Ed Degree (Prior to 2015) of this University. But 
for obtaining the Eligibility Certificate, the applicant should satisfy the admission criteria prescribed 
(Recognised 10+2+3 pattern of study) for B.Ed programmes of this University. 

The candidate has passed the Secondary (Xth) examination in 1985, and  Rashtra Bhasha 
Praveen in 1989 , SikshaSnathak in 1990 from Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha, Madras and 
then obtained B.A Degree (Distance) in 2014 from Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha itself .The 
candidate  obtained the NIOS Plus Two only in 2015. During the same period of study she had passed 
M.A Hindi (Distance) (2016) from Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha. Hence the candidate did 
not satisfy the 10+2+3+2 pattern of study prescribed for B.Ed programme stipulated by this 
University.    It may also be noted that in the marklist of SikshaSnatak obtained from Dakshina 
Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha, Madras , Teaching Method Hindi and Teaching Method  Social Studies 
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have been entered as the Optionals. 
When the file was forwarded to the Chairman BoS in Education (Pass) who is also the Dean 

Faculty of Education, it was remarked that the candidate does not satisfy the admission criteria of 
B.Ed Degree (10+2+3+2). Even though the SikshaSnathak awarded by Dakshina Bharath Hindi 
Prachar Sabha is recognised by the University of Kerala, this candidate has not fulfilled the natural 
course of study ie (10+2+3+2) for B.Ed. Programme. Also her SikshaSnathak awarded by Dakshina 
Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha was in 1990 ie prior to qualifying the senior secondary (Plus Two, 
which was in 2015) and B.A Degree in 2014  (Distance mode). Hence  the degree is not 
recommended for Eligibility. 

The file along with the above remarks obtained from the Chairman/Dean  had been 
considered by the Standing Committee of the Academic Council held on 06/12/2021 vide item no .44 
and it was recommended to refer the same to the Academic Council.    
         The Academic Council at its meeting held on 01/04/2022 considered the same vide item no. I 
(03) and resolved to refer the matter back to the Board of Studies.  

Accordingly the matter was again placed before the additional meeting of the BoS in 
Education (Pass) held on 25/08/2022 and it was unanimously decided not to recommend this case 
for  eligibility as this candidate has obtained her plus 2 degree through NIOS in the year 2015. While 
doing this Plus Two course she was also pursuing MA Hindi  and completed it in 2016 from Hindi 
Prachar Sabha. As remarked by the BoS Chairman in Education (Pass) , the SikshaSnathak degree 
awarded by Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha was in  1990 prior to qualifying the senior 
secondary (plus two) even before taking BA Degree in 2014.  This does not  qualify or satisfy the 
admission criteria of B.Ed Degree (10+2+3)following  the natural course of the study. All members 
agreed on not recommending this case for eligibility. 

The Dean Faculty of Education has the same remarks and further commented about the mark 
list given by the candidate from Dakshina Bharath Hindi PracharSabha , wherein her teaching method 
optional is given as Social Studies. The genuinity of the mark list is also doubtful. Hence there is no 
change in the reasons for not recommending for eligibility. 
      In the mean while, the candidate  filed a WP(C) No. 30388 of 2022 before the Hon'ble  High court 
of Kerala.The judgement in W.P.(C) No. 30388 of 2022 ,dated 10th Oct 2022 " directed  to take up 
the application of the petitioner by the "Board of Studies" of the University of Kerala, and to dispose 
of the same, after affording her an opportunity of being heard  adverting to the specific contention that 
she had followed the same course pattern, though not in the manner as stipulated by the University, in 
having obtained her Bachelor's degree.The "Board of Studies" shall make their recommendations 
within a period of two months from the date of receipt of a copy of this judgement and the same shall 
be considered by the "Academic Council" of the University within a period of two months thereafter. 
The copy of the Judgement  on WP(C) No. 30388 of 2022 dtd 10/10/2022 was received via e-
mail from the Legal Section on 17/10/2022.  

 Accordingly, as per the judgement on WP(C),  thethe candidate was heard by the BoS in 
Education (Pass) on 15/12/2022 . The proceedings of the hearing is as follows.  
1. The Candidate has not followed 10+2+3 pattern, which is mandatory for the B Ed. Program of the 
University of Kerala. 
2. The Candidate acquired B.A Degree in 2014. But the minimum eligibility for graduate program 
being +2 was secured by the Candidate from NIOS in 2015 only. This poses a question about the 
admission and eligibility for B.A Degree. Moreover, it is also evident that final year of B.A and first 
year of higher secondary was done simultaneously. The permissibility of such steps is highly skeptical. 
3. The Candidate obtained M.A Degree in 2016. This implies that she had done the final year of Plus 
two and First Year of P.G. in the same year, which again creates ambiguity. 
4. The Mark List of SikshaSnatak obtained from Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha, Madras has 
entries of Teaching Method (Hindi) and Teaching Method (Optional Subject-Social Studies). But 
without a degree in Social Studies, Teaching method in Social Studies cannot be accepted. 
5. The Committee unanimously decided not to recommend eligibility certificate 
           The above proceedings of the BoS were endorsed by the Dean Faculty of Education.            
         Hence the whole matter regarding issuance of Eligibility Certificate of  SikshaSnathak 
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awarded by Dakshina Bharath Hindi Prachar Sabha, Madras is placed before the Academic 
Council for consideration as per the judgement on W.P.(C) No. 30388 of 2022 filed by Smt. Ansam I 
Austin. 

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED not to issue Eligibility 
Certificate of  Siksha Snathak title awarded by Dakshina Bharat Hindi Prachar Sabha, Madras to 
the petitioner Smt. ANSAM I AUSTIN.  
 FURTHER RESOLVED  to inform the decision to the Hon’ble High Court of Kerala.

116. Unitary Degree Course in Law (2011 Scheme) & Integrated LL.B Courses (2011 Scheme 

& 2013 Scheme) - Viva-Voce Completion in the subsequent Appearances – 
Consideration of – Reg.        (Ac A III) 

    As per the Regulations of Unitary Degree Course in Law (2011 Scheme) and Integrated LL.B 
Courses (2011  & 2013 Scheme) the internship and viva-voce components are evaluated for 50 marks 
each and a candidate who fails in the Internship or Viva-Voce has to complete the internship and viva-
voce in the next academic year without obtaining re-admission. 

Sri. Sivadath S Nair, candidate of Integrated Five year BA LL.B Course {Candidate Code: 
47315555053, 2013 Scheme} failed to pass the Viva- Voce examination of X semester in his regular 
appearance of April 2020 and  could not attend the viva-voce component in the next immediate 
chance . He then registered for the Viva-Voce examination of April 2022 and  secured 32 marks out 
of 50 for the same. The Examination wing has sought clarification whether the viva-voce marks 
secured by the candidate in the subsequent appearance other than the next immediate chance can be 
accepted or not. 

The Chairman, BoS in Law (Pass) has remarked that "Clause 8(d) of the LLB Regulation 
applicable to the candidates says that one who fails in internship or viva-voce has to complete 
internship and viva-voce in the next academic year without obtaining re-admission. The 
Regulation is silent as to the course of action to be taken if a failed candidate for final course 
viva for 50 marks either fails for the viva-voce or does not appear in the next academic year. 
The Regulation does not  expressly prevent the University from giving further chances to such a 
candidate. Hence in the interest of students, university may on satisfaction as to genuine reasons 
permit a candidate to appear in subsequent chances in addition to appearing in the next 
academic year for the final course viva-voce for 50 marks".  

The Dean, Faculty of Law has endorsed the Remarks offered by the Chairman, BoS in 
Law (Pass). 

As per the orders of the Vice Chancellor, the matter of the completion of Viva-Voce in the 
subsequent appearances other than the next immediate chance of the Unitary Degree Course in Law 
(2011 Scheme) and Integrated LL.B courses (2011 Scheme & 2013 Scheme) is placed before   the 
Academic Council for consideration and appropriate decision. 

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED to grant permission to the 
students of Unitary Degree Course in Law (2011 Scheme) and Integrated LLB Courses 
(2011&2013 Scheme) to complete the Viva-Voce in the subsequent appearances other than the 
next immediate chance, as recommended by the Chairman, BOS in Law (Pass) and as endorsed by 
the Dean, Faculty of Law.

117. Recognition of B.Sc Degree (Chemistry and Zoology) (Regular) awarded by the 

University of Mumbai for the purpose of higher studies (M.Sc. Biotechnology) and 
employment – Consideration of – Reg-              (Ac.C) 
Ref: Application received from Smt. Mol AiswaryaSundareshRetna dated 11.10.2022. 
Smt. Mol AiswaryaSundareshRetna had submitted the Scheme and Syllabus of B.Sc Degree 

(Chemistry and Zoology) (Regular) awarded by the University of Mumbai for the purpose of higher 
studies (M.Sc. Biotechnology) and employment. She completed 10+2 pattern of study which are 
recognized by the University of Kerala. 
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` The Chairperson, BoS in Zoology (UG) remarked that the syllabus was studied and compared 
with the 2019 FDP Zoology syllabus of UG course in Kerala University and is found to be deficient in 
many contents including practical and project papers. Therefore, she recommended not to recognize 
the degree as equivalent to B.Sc Zoology degree of Kerala University. 

The Chairperson, BoS in Chemistry (UG) remarked that on verifying the syllabus of the 
programme theory and practical Chemistry content of the syllabus covers approximately 85% of the 
syllabus of the University of Kerala. The Chairperson further remarked that the applicant submitted 
the first year syllabus of 2022-23 admission instead of 2019-2020 admission. The Scheme of the B.Sc 
Degree (Chemistry and Zoology) Programme is not attached with the application. This led to a 
confusion between the 5th and 6th semester’s course code and course title in the syllabus and the one 
printed in the marklist of the candidate. 

Moreover, the applicant didn’t study mathematics as compulsory subject, which is neccesary 
for getting admission for M.Sc Chemistry programme under the University of Kerala. Hence, the 
candidate is not eligible for securing admission for M.Sc Chemistry Programme. Therefore, the 
Chairperson recommended that recognition may be granted for employment for which B.Sc 
Chemistry Programme is the required qualification after verifying the Scheme of the B.Sc 
(Chemistry and Zoology) Programme and first year syllabus of 2019-2020 admission. 

The Chairperson, BoS in Biotechnology (UG) remarked that the scheme and syllabus has 
been examined and found that the syllabus is not comparable with the two main B.Sc Course (Botany 
and Biotechnology) or triple main B.Sc Biotechnology (with Botany/Zoology, Chemistry and 
Biotechnology). Even though, the B.Sc course is having Zoology and Chemistry as core subjects, 
complementary course of Plant Science is completely lacking. Moreover, the course was not 
recognized by BoS of Zoology and Chemistry. Thus the aforesaid B.Sc Degree of University of 
Mumbai cannot be recommended for equivalency with any of the similar course of University of 
Kerala. 

However, since the admission to the M.Sc Biotechnology is based on entrance examination, 
this course may be recognized as an eligible qualification for writing entrance examination and 
if qualified, the applicant may be given admission to M.Sc Biotechnology programme of 
University of Kerala. 

The Dean, Faculty of Applied Science and Technology endorsed the remarks of the 
Chairperson, BoS in Biotechnology and recommended that the degree be recognized as an eligible 
qualification for M.Sc Degree in Biotechnology of University of Kerala and not equated with the 
concerned degree programme (Chemistry and Zoology) of the University of Kerala. 

The Dean, Faculty of Science endorsed the remarks of the Chairpersons, BoS in Chemistry 
and Zoology that the Degree cannot be recommended as eligible qualification for higher studies in the 
core subjects of Chemistry and Zoology. The Dean, further recommended that considering the 
remarks of the Chairperson, BoS in Biotechnology and the Dean, Faculty of Applied Science and 
Technology, it is recommended to consider it as an eligible qualification for higher studies in 
Biotechnology as the candidate has requested. 

Hence, the whole matter regarding the recognition of B.Sc Degree (Chemistry and Zoology) 
(Regular) awarded by the University of Mumbai for the purpose of higher studies (M.Sc. 
Biotechnology) placed before the Academic Council for consideration. 

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED to grant recognition to the B.Sc 
Degree (Chemistry and Zoology) (Regular) awarded by the University of Mumbai for the purpose 
of higher studies (M.Sc. Biotechnology).

Ref: 1) Application received from Sri.Shibu.V dt: 04.01.2020 
2) Minutes of the BoS in Computer Science (P.G) held on 27.10.2020 
3) Request for reconsideration received on 01.09.2021

Sri.Shibu.V submitted the scheme and syllabus of M.C.A Degree awarded by 

ManonmaniamSundaranar University through Directorate of Distance and Continuing Education 
under Week-end Programme for recognition of this Degree for the purpose of higher education and 
employment specifically as Assistant Professor in Aided Colleges under the University of Kerala. 
The applicant has undergone 10 + 2 pattern of study (Pre Degree Science group) recognised by the 
University of Kerala and passed B.C.A. Degree from Mahatma Gandhi University.  
* The Board of Studies in Computer Science (P.G) considered the matter thrice – 
1)    - BoS held on 27.10.2020, decided not to recognise and the applicant was informed of 
the  decision on 06.07.2021 but he submitted a request for reconsideration claiming that his Degree is 
NOT week-end. 
2)    - BoS held on 07.01.2022 again considered the matter and recommended to recognise the 
Degree on the basis of a letter from Sahodaran Ayyappan Smaraka SNDP Yogam College, 
Konni regarding the conduct of MCA Degree. In the letter, the Principal of the Sahodaran Ayyappan 
Smaraka SNDP Yogam College, Konni, has stated that the candidate was a regular student of MCA 
(Twinning Programme) of ManonmaniamSundaranar University during 2000- 2003. It is further 
stated that the MCA Twinning programme of ManonmaniamSundaranar University was conducted as 
a regular full time programme for two batches 2000-2003 and 2001-2004 and was later discontinued.  

But the meeting of the Meeting of the Faculty of Science and Technology held on 
21.03.2022 did not approve the recommendation and referred the matter once again to the BoSas 
the said letter was not contained in the file which was produced directly to the members of the BoS by 
the  applicant without the knowledge of the section. 

It may also be noted that the mode of study of the programme as "Twinning Programme" has 
not been mentioned in any of the Documents issued by the ManonmaniamSundaranar University. In 
the Mark Lists of MCA Degree, it is mentioned as MSU Education Centre, Konni. Also, both the 
Course completion certificates submitted by the candidate, are issued by the Directorate of Distance 
and Continuing Education of ManonmaniamSundaranar University. 

3)    - BoS in its additional meeting held on 07.07.2022 considered the matter for the third 
time and majority of the members present observed that the above said degree Programme fulfills the 
basic requirements of a standard MCA programme (Twinning Programme). Hence the Board decided 
to recommend that the above said MCA Degree awarded to Shibu V may be recognised by the 
University of Kerala for higher studies and employment purposes. The Dean, Faculty of Applied 
Sciences and Technology endorsed the above minutes. Faculty meeting approved this 
recommendation. 

The Standing Committee of the Academic Council held on 05.08.2022, referred the matter to 
Academic Council. 

* The Academic Council held on 16.09.2022 entrusted the Deans of the Faculty of Science 
and Faculty of Applied Sciences and Technology to examine the recognition of the course by 
DEC/DEB and report to the next Academic Council. 

* The Dean Faculty of Applied Sciences and Technology suggested to direct the applicant to 
produce a valid document from M.S University, Tirunelveli proving UGC DEC approval to his course. 

* In response to this, the applicant submitted the request claiming that the practice of granting 
recognition by UGC DEC has been started only in the year 2007 but his period of study is 2000-2003 
during which UGC DEC was only a regulatory body. 
[But it may be noted that the official website of the UGC-DEB shows post facto recognition granted 
to various courses of certain Universities from 1995 onwards. It is seen that such recognition has not 
been granted to M S University during the period of study of the applicant. The letter from M S 
University (dated: 19.10.2022) is also silent about the approval from UGC.] 

* On receipt of the above mentioned request from the applicant, the Dean, Faculty of 
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Applied Sciences and Technology has requested the Director, School of Distance Education, 
University of Kerala to peruse the claim made by the applicant and to verify whether UGC-DEC 
approval is mandatory for courses conducted outside jurisdiction and under distance mode during 
2000-2003. 
The Director, School of Distance Education, University of Kerala has noted the following points: 

1) Proper Regulations regarding recognition of ODL Institution's programmes, study centres, 
examination, examination centres, up to date notification and Public Notices on ODL Programmes 
and institutions are available only after the undertaking of the erstwhile Distance Education Council 
(DEC) by the Distance Education Bureau (DEB) of the UGC w.e.f. 2013. 

2) Provisions for the recognition of ODL Institution's programmes, study centres, examination, 
examination centres among other are clearly stated in the UG (ODL) Regulations, 2017 issued on 
23.06.2017. 

3) The list of recognition status of HEIs to offer ODL Programmes and programmes 
recognised are available in the website of DEB w.e.f. 2017-18 only. But the candidate completed the 
Programme during 2000-2003. 

4) Although DEC was established in 1991, the list of recognised HEIs and their recognised 
programmes (till 2017-18) are not available  in the website and also clarity on most of the aspects are 
known only after UGC (ODL) Regulation (2017). 

Based on the above facts and supporting documents submitted by the candidate, The Director, 
SDE has recommended that  recognition of M.C.A Degree awarded to Sri. Shibu V, by the M.S. 
University, Tirunelveli through the Directorate of Distance and Continuing Education may be 
considered for higher education and employment.   

The Dean, Faculty of Applied Sciences and Technology has noted that the comments  of the 
then Director, SDE and remarked that the earlier additional meeting of the BOS held on 07.07.2022 
has recommended the recognition of the MCA Degree through Distance mode awarded by 
ManonmaniamSundaranar University during the year 2000-2003. Now, based on the remarks of the 
Dean, Faculty of Management Studies, as the former Director, School of Distance Education, it is 
recommended by the Dean, Faculty of Applied Sciences and Technology, that the M.C.A Degree 
awarded by ManonmaniamSundaranar University through distance mode may be recognised 
by the University of Kerala for higher education and employment. 

Hence the whole matter regarding recognition of the M.C.A Degree awarded by 
ManonmaniamSundaranar University through Directorate of Distance and Continuing 
Education, as an eligible qualification for higher studies and employment is placed before the 
Academic Council for consideration. 

Resolution of the Academic Council 
The Academic Council considered the matter and RESOLVED to grant recognition  the M.C.A 
Degree awarded by Manonmaniam Sundaranar University through Directorate of Distance and 
Continuing Education under week-end Programme during the academic year 2000-2003 and 2001-
2004 , as an eligible qualification for higher studies and employment.
