(a) During the Pre-valuation Board, the Chairman shall be
responsible for preparation of scheme of valuation.

Complaints, if any regarding out of syllabus questions, and
questions beyond the scope of the syllabus in question papers,
received by the Controller of Examinations, shall be collected by the
Assistant Registrar and presented at the meeting of the pre-
valuation board to take appropriate compensatory measures while
preparing the scheme of valuation as per the Examination Manual.

01. Award of Degrees, Diplomas, Titles and Certificates. (C.E/D.D)

The Following resolution moved by Dr. K.B Manoj, Member, Syndicate and Convener, Standing
Committee of the Syndicate on Examinations and seconded by Sri. Bijukumar .G, Member,
Syndicate was unanimously adopted by the House.

“That, all candidates who have passed the various examinations under the different Faculties
and also those who carried on research under the prescribed conditions and who have been adjudged
worthy, to be awarded the Research Degrees under the various faculties and whom the Syndicate
during the period from 14" July, 2021 to 11™ November, 2021 on the report of the examiners, has
certified to be qualified to receive the respective Titles, Diploma, Certificates and Degrees and those
students of Autonomous Colleges who have successfully completed their course of study and are duly
recommended by the Governing Council of the respective Autonomous Colleges during the aforesaid
period for award of Degrees be admitted to those Titles, Diplomas, Certificates and Degrees and in
token thereof they may be presented with the respective Titles, Diplomas, Certificates and Degrees.”’

02. Department of Commerce-Request for creation of Posts —Consideration of-reg.
(Ad.A.II)

The Professor and Head, Department of Commerce vide letter no.DC/FAC/2020-21 dated
18.02.2021 requested to create 1 post of Professor, 2 Associate Professors and 2 Assistant Professors
for the newly sanctioned M.Com GBO (Global Business Operations) Course in the Department.
The sanctioned student strength for the M.Com (Finance) and M.Com(GBO) Courses are 30 and 20
respectively and the Department Faculty currently has a strength of 4 Professors, 1 Associate
Professor and 1 Assistant Professor against a sanctioned strength of 7 Faculty members for M.Com
(Finance) and MPhil. It is also stated that no posts were sanctioned for the M.Com (GBO) Course
which commenced in 2019 and at present, the classes for both the above said Courses are being
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handled by the 6 Permanent Faculty and 2 Contract Lectures in the Department. The Head further
stated that the Department is having 15 M .Phil students and around 50 research scholars and as such
the present staff strength is inadequate.

As per the orders of the Vice Chancellor the matter was placed before the before the
Standing Committee on Staff, Equipments and Buildings for consideration and the Committee
recommended to place the same before the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and
Research to verify the academic requirement of the posts and to place the same before the Committee.
The meeting of the Syndicate (vide Item No.27.39.05) resolved that the above recommendation of the
Standing Committee on Staff, Equipments and Building held on 19.04.2021 be approved,

Hence as per the orders of the Vice-Chancellor the matter was placed before the Standing
Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research for consideration and the Committee
verified the matter and recommended to create four posts of Assistant Professors in the Department of
Commerce, University of Kerala, Kariavattom.

The Syndicate (vide Item. No. 31.62) resolved that the above recommendation of the Standing
Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research held on 05.08.2021 be approved and further
resolved to place the proposal for creation of four posts of Assistant Professors in the
Department of Commerce, before the Senate for approval.

As ordered by the Vice-Chancellor, the matter is placed before the Senate for consideration.

The House considered and approved the proposal for creation of four posts of Assistant
Professors in the Department of Commerce.

03. Declaration of Probation of Officers in the post of Joint Registrar/Deputy
Registrar/Assistant Registrar/Section Officer level —Duration of period of probation —
Amendment proposal to the Kerala University First Statutes 1977 —Consideration of-
reg.

The Meeting of the Syndicate held on 17-02-2021 vide item No.23.68 revolved that the

probation period of Joint Registrar/Deputy Registrar/Assistant Registrar/Section Officers level be

declared on completion of six months of duty from the date of assuming duty and further resolved to
take urgent steps to amend the relevant portion of the Statute to fix the period of probation as
prevailing in the State service.

The Syndicate at its meeting held on 07-05-2021 vide item No.27.57 considered the proposal
to amend the Chapter II, Statute Nos.40 B,42 &45 of the Kerala University First Statutes in line with
the GO(P)No0.42/2010/P&ARD dated 20-12-2010 wherein the period of probation of those who are
appointed to selection posts in the State Services by promotion and appointed thereto by-transfer
within the department where direct recruitment is not one of the methods of appointment has been
fixed as six months on duty within a continuous period of one year and resolved to refer the same to
the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Staff, Equipment & Buildings.

The Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Staff, Equipment & Buildings held on

07/09/2021 considered the matter and recommended to agree with the amendment proposal.

The Syndicate held on 23/09/2021 vide item no.32.37.06 considered the matter regarding
amendment to Chapter II Statute Nos.40 B, Statute 42 &Statute 45 of Kerala University First
Statutes, 1977 and resolved to approve the recommendation of the Standing Committee of the
Syndicate on Staff, Equipment & Buildings held on 07/09/2021 and further resolved to place the
amendment proposal before the Senate for consideration.

The post of Section Officer has not been listed in the category of Officers in the Chapter II of
the Kerala University First Statutes. It may be noted that vide notification No. Acad.L/S/2582/2013
dated 18-12-2014, it has been already notified to the amendment to the Chapter IV , Part II, Clause
9(1) of Kerala University First Statutes, adding the following provision to the probation period of
Class I, IT and III employees.

“The period of probation for employees appointed to selection posts in the scale of pay of Rs
18740-33680 and above by promotion where direct recruitment is not one of the methods of
appointment as per the special rules shall be fixed as six months on duty within a continuous period of
one year. This shall be applicable in the case of persons appointed on or after 01-04-2010 to the
selection posts only in the scale of pay of Rs 18740-33680 and above either by promotion or transfer
within the Departments where direct recruitment is not one of the methods of appointment

The probation in respect of those who have been appointed to selection posts in the scale of
pay of Rs 18740-33680 and above prior to 01-04-2010 and have not put in one year of duty with a
continuous period of two years as on 01-04-2010 if they are otherwise eligible shall be declared on
completion of one year of duty within a continuous period of two years if the same is completed on or
before 30-09-2010.

In the case of others who commenced probation prior to 01-04-2010 their probation shall be
declared with effect from the day after the day on which they complete six months on duty within a
continuous period of one year or with effect from 01-10-2010 whichever is earlier”

The pay scale of Rs 18740-33680 belongs to the post of Section Officer (FC&D) in the
University as per the recommendations of the 9" Pay Commission. The post of Section Officer is one
level higher than Section Officer (FC&D), which is currently no longer in existence in the University.
Hence, amendment to shorten the probation period to six months need not be considered as far as the
post of Section Officer is concerned.

In the above circumstances detailed above, and in accordance with the decision of the
Syndicate, the amendment to Kerala University First Statutes, 1977 has to be effected. The draft of the
Statute proposed by the Syndicate shall be considered by the Senate as per section 35(2) of the Kerala
University Act,1974. Accordingly, “Note to the Senate” prepared in respect of amendment to
Chapter II, Statute Nos.40 B, Statute 42 &Statute 45 of the Kerala University First Statutes,1977
in tune with the GO(P)N0.42/2010/P&ARD dated 20-12-2010 is submitted before the Hon’ble Vice-
Chancellor for approval.

The House considered and approved the above amendment to Chapter 11, Statute Nos.40 B,
Statute 42 & Statute 45 of the Kerala University First Statutes,1977.

04. Declaration for Anti Dowry during the time of issue of Degree, Diploma or Certificate
from the students enrolled to  University of Kerala — Amendments to Statute 3 of
Chapter 6-“Powers and duties of the Syndicate” of Kerala University First Statutes,
1977-Consideration of-reg. (Ac.)

The Hon’ble Chancellor vide Letter No.GS-65/2021 dated 14.07.2021, emphasised that the
loss of precious young lives on the altar of dowry and domestic violence entails our Universities to
lead from the front to sensitize students, office bearers of University and College Unions, the units of
National Service Scheme and NCC etc and organise awareness campaigns against the practice of
dowry.

Further, the Hon’ble Chancellor appealed that the colleges and other institutions affiliated to
Kerala University may spearhead campaigns to disseminate the message among every section of our
society. The Hon’ble Chancellor expressed hope that such positive measures would reinforce the
commitment of the academic community towards gender justice and social empowerment.

Accordingly, the Hon’ble Chancellor vide Letter No.GS-65/2021 dated 14.07.2021, in the
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midst of recent unfortunate dowry and domestic violence driven death, has directed to obtain
Declaration stating,

“I, s/o aged years.  Resident  of
, do hereby declare that

1. I shall not give or take or abet the giving or taking of dowry.
2. I shall not demand directly or indirectly from the parents or guardians of a bride or bridegroom, as
the case may be, any dowry Signature”

on issuance of the Degree, Diploma or Certificate from the University.

The provisions for obtaining declaration from the students at the time of issue of the Degree,
Diploma or Certificate may be made applicable from the date of implementation of the same in the
University.

The Syndicate meeting held on 23.07.2021 vide item No.30.60 had considered this matter and
had resolved to refer the same to the next syndicate.

The Syndicate at its meeting held on 17/08/2021 vide item No.31.03 considered and resolved
to initiate immediate steps to incorporate necessary amendments under Statute 3 of Chapter 6 of the
Kerala University First Statute, 1977 by adding a Clause to the effect that a declaration like the one
presently proposed should be given in writing as a part of the application for issuance of various
Degrees/Diplomas.

The incorporation of new clause under statute 3 of chapter 6 —“Powers and duties of the
Syndicate” as a new clause no.(xxxvii) which empowers the Syndicate to insist a declaration from the
students at the time of issue of the Degree, Diploma or Certificate in the form in manner prescribed
above.

Amendment Proposal
Clause (xxxvii)

That “ the Syndicate may insist a declaration of not giving or taking dowry or directly or
indirectly abetting the giving or taking of dowry from the students at the time of issue of the
Degree, Diploma or Certificate in the form and manner prescribed in the annexure to the
Kerala University First Statutes,1977.”

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05. Amendment to Kerala University First Statutes,1977, Chapter 37, Statute 2 -
creation of seven new Teaching and Research Departments in the University of
Kerala and creation of Faculty postions in these departments-Consideration of-
reg. (Ac.)

The Syndicate with an objective to provide facility for students to learn programmes
in emerging areas, and in tune with the declaration of the Govt. of Kerala, to develop Kerala into a
hub of higher education had decided to start seven new Teaching and Research Departments. The
Syndicate at its meeting held on 23.09.2021 vide item no 32.116 considered the proposal for
starting seven new Teaching and Research Departments in University of Kerala and creation of post
of Faculties in these Departments and resolved to approve the proposal for starting the
following Departments in University of Kerala;
Communication Science and Electronics
Artificial Intelligence and Robotics
Data Science
Functional Organic Materials
Oceanography and Blue Economy
Renewable Energy
Integrative Biology
The Syndicate also resolved to create Faculty positions; ie each Department should have one
Professor, One Associate Professor and four Assistant Professors. A brief description of the
objectives of newly proposed departments are detailed as follows;

1.Department of Communication Science and Electronics

The Department is proposed to impart core engineering skills in Electronics and
Communication Engineering through effective teaching — learning practices and to provide academic
environment that promotes creative thinking, team work and research. The department aims to enable
the graduates to face societal challenges and provide holistic solutions

Proposed programmes: Masters in E & C, Ph D Programmes

2.Department of Artificial Intelligence and Robotics

It is proposed to start this Department with the main objective of conducting teaching and
research in areas such as Computer Vision, Machine Learning,Expert Systems,Brain and Cognitive
Sciences and the Design and development of Robots. The advancements in Artificial Intelligence (Al)
lead to many intelligent applications in different aspects of human life and disciplines.Various
programmes can be jointly hosted in this proposed Department that promises to yield benefits for the
participating disciplines.

Proposed programmes: Masters in Al and Cognitive Science, Masters in Al and Robotics,Ph D in
Artificial Intelligence (FT and PT), Ph D in Robotics (FT and PT)

3. Department of Data Science
Data Science, a relatively new emerging multi disciplinary discipline, concerned with the

collection, preparation, analysis, visualization, management and preservation of large collections of
information aiming at generating value from the data itself. Data Science can be defined as the
method and technologies used to conduct scientific research through management and utilization of
scientific data. As Scientific data is more structured,it becomes easier to extract knowledge, make
analysis easier, precise and accurate.

Proposed programmes: Masters in Data Science, Ph D in Data Science,Post Graduate Diploma
in Data Analytics, Post Graduate Diploma in Artificial Intelligence, Post Graduate Diploma in
Machine Learning
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4. Department of Functional Organic Materials

Organic Chemistry is the study of the structure ,properties,composition,reactions and
preparation of carbon- containing compounds.Most organic compounds contain carbon and
hydrogen,but they may also include any number of other elements like
nitrogen,oxygen,halogens,phosphorous,silicon and sulfur.

The main objectives of the proposed Department of Functional Organic Materials will be to execute
cutting edge research and to conduct courses in this area. The major research activities may be based
on following areas

e New organic synthetic methods and methodologies
¢ Organic reaction mechanism based on physical and theoretical Chemistry approaches.
¢ Bioorganic and medicinal chemistry including bio-imaging, pharmaceuticals, drug design and
discovery.
Organic electronics and optoelectronics (Organic solar cells, OLED s, OFET s etc.)
Molecular recognition, molecular machines and supramolecular chemistry
Organic polymers and materials chemistry
Conversion of agricultural and industrial waste to useful materials
Isolation and synthesis of natural products and
Computational organic chemistry

5. Department of Oceanography and Blue Economy

Oceans,which cover 70 percent of the globe,remain a key part of our life. About 95 percent of
Deep Ocean remains unexplored. For India,with its three sides surrounded by the oceans and around
30 percent of the country’s population living in coastal areas,ocean is a major economic factor
supporting fisheries and aquaculture,tourism,livelihoods and blue trade. Oceans are also storehouse of
food,energy,minerals, medicines,modulator of weather and climate and underpin life on earth.

Proposed programmes: Masters in Marine Sciences with specialization in Blue Economy,
Masters in Blue Economy, Ph D programme in Oceanography, Ph D programme in Blue Economy

6. Department of Renewable Energy

India is a fast growing economy and its prime agenda is transformation of increasing energy
demand,improving its efficiency and increased use of renewable energy sources for power and
transportation. As India targets to achieve a green energy capacity of 500 GW by 2022 and the
Government of Kerala targets to generate 1604.9 MU of electricity using solar photovoltaics in 2021-
2022, University of Kerala, Trivandrum plans to take part in the mission through the proposed
Department of Renewable Energy. The main objectives of the proposed Department is to play a
catalytic role to move towards the set goal of the Central and State Government’s clean energy policy
by serving as technology provider and also by promoting the clean energy research.

Proposed programmes: Masters programme in Physics and Chemistry streams with Renewable
Energy Specialization, Ph Dprogramme.

7. Department of Integrative Biology

Inter University Centre for Evolutionary and Integrative Biology(iCEIB) of the University of
Kerala, at North campus was established in 2013 and it is proposed to transform into the Department
of Integrative Biology.At present this centre explores teaching,research and training in various areas
of Modern Biology in an innovative way, utilizing trans-disciplinary approaches.The Centre promote
innovative approach among biology students and researchers to understand the advances in modern
Biology.

The Syndicate at its meeting held on 23/09/2021 Vide item no. 32.116, considered the proposal
for instituting the above Teaching and Research Departments in the University and creation of Faculty
positions for the above Departments and resolved to approve the proposal. The Syndicate also
resolved to recommend to place the resolution before the Senate for approval.

The proposal to amendment Statute 2, Chapter 37 under the heading “University Departments”
of Kerala University First Statutes 1977 to incorporate new teaching Departments is as follows :

“That in Chapter 37 under the heading “University Departments”, in Statute 2 after item 33 ‘P’ the
following items shall be added

The above amendment to Statute 2, Chapter 37 “University Departments” of
Kerala University First Statutes 1977 is laid before the Senate for consideration and adoption as
envisaged under section 35(3) of the Kerala University Act, 1974.
The House considered and approved the above amendment to Statute 2, Chapter 37 “University
Departments” of Kerala University First Statutes 1977, to incorporate seven new Teaching and
Research Departments in the University of Kerala and creation of Faculty positions as envisaged
under Section 35 (3) of the Kerala University Act, 1974.

06. Withdrawal/ Cancellation of Degrees- Amendment to Chapter 27, Kerala University
First Statutes, 1977 (Incorporation of new Statute 5SA) — Enabling the University to
cancel the Examination/ Degrees of the Candidates - legal opinion of the standing
counsel- Reg. (Ac.L)

The proposal to amend the Kerala University First Statutes,1977 Chapter 27, new Statute
incorporation as ‘Statute S5A’ - “Recalling of degrees, diplomas ,titles etc, conferred /
awarded”was initially placed before the Syndicate at its meeting held on 17/08/2021.The Syndicate
vide item No.31.134 considered and resolved to approve the amendment proposal and to place the
same before the Senate for consideration. The amendment proposal was as follows;

Statute 5A’ - Recalling of degrees, diplomas .titles etc, conferred / awarded
Degrees,Diplomas,Certificates, Titles etc.,awarded may be recalled at any time after it is made where
evidence is placed before the Syndicate to show that any person to whom such
Degree,Diploma,Certificate, Title etc. was awarded by mistake of fact. For the purpose of this
statute,mistake of fact means the person did not undergo the prescribed course of study or research
specified in Statute 4 or the results of the examination published were erroneous to the extent of
recording that the candidate had passed the examination whereas in fact the candidate has failed in the
examination:

Provided that every person affected by the recalling of the Degree,Diploma,Certificate, Titles
etc. shall be given sufficient opportunity as determined by the Syndicate to complete the prescribed
course of study and pass the prescribed examination if the situation warrants correction and reissue of
theDegree ,Diploma,Certificate,title etc. and if otherwise the Syndicate may take such decision as it
deem fit.

Provided further that the completion of prescribed course of study and passing the prescribed
examination thus,shall be deemed to have been completed and passed as was originally declared to
have been completed or passed as the case may be , except in cases, where there are specific
recommendations made otherwise by the Syndicate duly ratified by the Senate”

The Senate at its meeting held on 26/08/2021 vide item no.02 considered the amendment proposal
proposed by the Syndicate and approved the amendment as envisaged under Section 35(3) of the
Kerala University Act,1974.

The above amendment approved by the Senate was forwarded to the Office of the Chancellor
vide D.O Lr.No.Ac.L/S/2887/2021 dated 13/09/2021 ,for obtaining the assent of the Hon’ble
Chancellor as prescribed under section 35(6) of the Kerala University Act,1974.
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The Principal Secretary to Governor vide communication No.GS6-2421/2021 dated
22/9/2021 requested the University to furnish reply to few aspects with regard to the subject matter of
amendment.

In this context the University vide Lr. No. LS.2/LO-57/Gen(xvii)/2021 dated 22/10/2021 has
sought clarification /legal Opinion of the Standing Counsel on the subject matter of the proposed
amendment.

The Standing Counsel vide Lr.No.TA/SC-L0O-40/2021 dated 25/10/2021 and Lr.No.TA/SC-
L0O-42/2021 dtd 28/10/2021 rendered his learned opinion on the subject matter of amending Kerala
University First Statutes,1977 .

The Standing Counsel opined that the amendment of the Statutes is a legal power vested in

the Senate by the provisions of the Kerala University Act and hence there is no legal embargo in
exercising such legislative powers in the context of pendency of any matter before any Court
including Hon’ble High Court or Hon’ble Apex Court. Any person aggrieved by such legislation can
approach the court if it is felt that such legislation is legally untenable. The Standing Counsel further
opined that the legislation need not be delayed owing to the pendency of any matter even if the issue
before the Court has any direct connection with the subject matter of the law legislated.
Regarding the enforcement of the provisions contained in the law to be legislated, the learned
Standing Counsel opined that retrospective effect cannot be given to a law made, but in the instant
case of amendment a proviso can be incorporated in the proposal stipulating that this clause shall be
invoked only within a time span determined through the legislation. Such time span fixed can be only
for a period prior to the date of decision and not for a future period. The Standing Counsel had made it
clear that it may be convenient to fix the time span as 10 years so that it may not appear or be
interpreted as a law made for the purpose of meeting the exigencies which have arisen from the error
occurred in the process of evaluation. Further, the Standing Counsel opined that the words “at any
time” may be deleted from the proposed amendment to the Statute SA in view of the stipulation of 10
years in the proviso.

In view of the facts stated above and considering the legal opinion, the revised proposal for
amending the Kerala University First Statutes,1977 with regard to incorporation of new Statute as
‘Statute 5A’ - “Recalling of degrees, diplomas ,titles etc, conferred / awarded” was
placedbeforethe Syndicate at its meeting held on 28/10/2021 for approval. The Syndicate vide item
n0.33.139 considered the revised amendment proposal which have already undergone the process of
amendment and resolved to approve the same and to place the matter before the Senate for
consideration.

The proposal which had been already approved by the Senate may be further amended as
follows,

Amendment Proposal

Statute SA’ - “Recalling of degrees, diplomas, titles etc, conferred / awarded”. Degrees,
Diplomas, Certificates, Titles etc.,awarded may be recalled after it is made where evidence is placed
before the Syndicate to show that any person to whom such Degree,Diploma,Certificate,Title etc. was
awarded by mistake of fact. For the purpose of this statute, mistake of fact means the person did not
undergo the prescribed course of study or research specified in statute 4 or the results of the
examination published were erroneous to the extent of recording that the candidate had passed the
examination whereas in fact the candidate has failed in the examination.

Provided that every person affected by the recalling of the Degree, Diploma, Certificate,
Titles etc. shall be given sufficient opportunity as determined by the Syndicate to complete the
prescribed course of study and pass the prescribed examination if the situation warrants correction and
reissue of the Degree, Diploma, Certificate, title etc. and if otherwise the Syndicate may take such
decision as it deem fit. Provided also that no action or correction or reissue of
Degree,Diploma,Certificate,Title etc. already conferred/awarded shall be made after 10
completed years from the date of first issue of the Degree,Diploma,Certificate,Title etc.”
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Provided further that the completion of prescribed course of study and passing the prescribed
examination thus,shall be deemed to have been completed and passed as was originally declared to
have been completed or passed as the case may be , except in cases, where there are specific
recommendations made otherwise by the Syndicate duly ratified by the Senate”
The amendment proposal is placed before the Senate as envisaged under Section 35 (3) of the

Kerala University Act, 1974 for consideration and adoption.

The House considered and approved the proposal to amend Kerala University First
Statutes, 1977 Chapter 27, new Statute incorporation as ‘Statute 5A° - “Recalling of degrees,
diplomas ,titles etc, conferred / awarded” as envisaged under Section 35 (3) of the Kerala
University Act, 1974.

07. Amendment to Kerala University First Statutes,1977, Chapter 37, Statute 2 -
creation of  two new Teaching and Research Departments in the University of Kerala
and creation of Faculty postions in these departments-Consideration of-reg. (Ac.L)

The University of Kerala, in tune with the proclamation of the Government of Kerala
to develop Kerala into a hub of higher education has formulated a well-designed proposal for starting
new Departments in strategic subjects which would provide facility for students to learn programmes
in emerging areas. The Syndicate at its meeting held on 28.10.2021 vide item no 33.140 considered
the proposal for starting two new Teaching and Research Departments in University of Kerala and
creation of Faculty position in these Departments and resolved to approve the proposal for starting
the following Departments in University of Kerala;

1. Department of Atmospheric Science
2. Department of Design

The Syndicate resolved to create the following Faculty positions;

Each Department should have one Professor, One Associate Professor and four Assistant
Professors.

A brief description of the objectives of newly proposed departments are detailed as follows

1. DEPARTMENT OF ATMOSPHERIC SCIENCE

Atmospheric Science is a broad realm of modern science that includes Space Physics,
Atmospheric Studies including Climate studies and Astrophysics which constitute a frontier area of
research in the urgent scenario. This field is an emerging area where basic scientific understanding,
modern technology and computational techniques methods join hand in hand to address problems
relevant to the society such as weather prediction, climate change, remote sensing, disaster
management, advanced communication, defence etc. This field also includes investigation of
astronomical bodies such as moon, planets, galaxies etc., which is the pinnacle of scientific
achievement of human race. Many new understanding on the fundamental structure of our Universe
are also topic of such investigations. Universities in developed nations have already set up department
in areas of Space physics, Space Science, Astronomy etc., and have joint ventures with space
agencies, private entrepreneurs etc.

University of Kerala is geographically close to Vikram Sarabhai Space Centre and has close
collaboration with VSSC over the years through academic programmes. As our State is planning to
venture into new realms of higher education hitherto unexplored with a global perspective, it is the
right time for the University of Kerala to start Department of Atmospheric Science.

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The Syndicate at its meeting held on 28/10/2021 Vide item no. 33.140 considered the proposal
for instituting the above Teaching and Research Departments in the University and creation of Faculty
positions for the above Departments and resolved to approve the proposal. The Syndicate also
resolved to recommend to place the resolution before the Senate for approval.

The proposal to amendment Statute 2, Chapter 37 under the heading “University Departments”
of Kerala University First Statutes 1977 to incorporate new teaching Departments is as follows :

The “School of Technology”was inserted and introduced as Serial No.8 of Chapter 37A
‘University Schools’ vide amendment No.209 of the Kerala University First Statutes, 1977.

The Syndicate at its meeting held on 12.01.2021 vide additional item no.3 had considered the
request of the Director, School of Technology, University of Kerala, Kariavattom to include the
Department of Computational Biology and Bioinformatics in the School of Technology and resolved
to entrust the Registrar to initiate steps regarding the matter by bringing necessary amendments to the
Kerala University First Statutes, 1977.

The Syndicate at its meeting held on 28.10.2021, vide item no. 33.66 considered the proposal
for amendment to include the Department of Computational Biology and Bioinformatics as a
constituent department under Clause 8-School of Technology of Chapter 37A ‘University Schools’ of
the Kerala University First Statutes,1977 in the sequential order, and resolved that the amendment
proposal be agreed to.

As per the Kerala University First Statutes, 1977, a University Department of Study and
Research is one established by the Statute and under the direct control of the University as specified in
Chapter 37, “University Departments”, Statute 1 of the Kerala University First Statutes, 1977. Hence
inclusion/upgradation of a new Department can be effected only through an amendment to the Kerala
University First Statutes, 1977 as prescribed by the provisions contained under section 35 of the
Kerala University Act, 1974.

Hence the proposal to amend the Kerala University First Statutes, 1977, regarding the
inclusion of Department of Computational Biology and Bioinformatics as constituent department
under Serial no.8-School of Technology of Chapter 37A ‘University Schools’ has to be laid before the
Senate as envisaged under section 35(3) of the Kerala University Act, 1974.

The proposal for amendment is as follows;
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AMENDMENT PROPOSAL
“That, in Chapter 37A under the heading ‘University Schools’, in Serial no. 8 after the
‘Department of Nanoscience and Nanotechnology’ the following department shall be included
“Department of Computational Biology and Bioinformatics™.
