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04. Career Related CBCSS Programmes - irregular hike in moderation due to software 

error - revoked - cancellation and withdrawal of degree/ qualification -  

acceptance of - Statutory requirement –Consideration of- reg.          (AR ES I /II) 
On a close verification of the tabulation records done on the basis of the complaints received 

from a few students for the CBCSS (Career Related) programmes that they were unable to register for 

the supplementary exams for the papers which they have actually failed, it was noticed that unwanted 

moderation which was not as decided upon by the respective Pass Boards have been added to the 

marks of some papers in the database, thus changing the result status of those papers to “passed”, 

thereby disabling subsequent registration. 

Noticing the irregular hike in moderation for a few career-related CBCSS programs, a three 

level enquiry was instituted by the University.  A preliminary enquiry was done by a team of officials 

comprising of the Pro-Vice-Chancellor, Registrar and the Controller of Examinations, another by a 3-

Member Expert Committee and a third one by the Crime Branch based on a complaint filed by the 

University. 

Considering the reports submitted by the first and second level enquiries, the Hon’ble Vice-

Chancellor authorized the Pro-Vice-Chancellor to conduct a hearing of the candidates who were 

affected by the irregular hike in moderation.  Accordingly, hearing was conducted in 2 phases, at the 

office of the Pro-Vice-Chancellor, Controller of Examinations and the Director, Kerala University 

Computer Centre on the basis of the consolidated list of affected candidates made available by the 

Computer Centre. 

Consequent to the hearing, the Pro Vice Chancellor placed a report before the Syndicate held 

on 21/01/2020 wherein the following were the conclusions: 

(I) It is evident from the hearing conducted and the explanation called from the officers 

concerned, in the Tabulation Wing, IT Cell and Computer Centre that there is no malafide 

intention behind the awarding of unauthorized hike in moderation.  There is no evidence 

and no doubt for any kind of tampering in the issue. 

(II) A total of 738 students were considered based on the detailed list provided by the 

University Computer Centre. 

(III) Out of these students, in the case of 115 students, the unauthorized moderation changes 

are there in the database only and have not been uploaded to the student profile. 

(IV) In the case of 288 students, draft mark list with unauthorized moderation were found 

uploaded in the student profile.    

(V) 335 students remain unaffected since there was mistake in the initial entry of moderation/ 

no undue benefit is seen awarded to them. 

(VI) 112 students have to reappear for the individual paper afresh on revoking moderation. 

(VII) 24 cases require cancellation of qualification. 

It was also reported therein that the error in the moderation module of the tabulation software 

has been rectified subsequently by the Computer Centre. 

The Syndicate, on consideration of the report, resolved the following: 

(i) To authorize the Vice-Chancellor to initiate steps to cancel the papers of 24 

candidates who have been qualified through the unauthorized hike in moderation, to 

withdraw their degrees and to conduct special examination without levying fees. 

(ii) To cancel the papers of 112 candidates who have been benefitted by the unauthorized 

hike given in moderation and to conduct special examination without levying the fees 

with immediate effect and publish the results as early as possible. 

(iii) To resume the tabulation work using the examination software which have been 

suspended due to the errors in the software in CR/CBCSS as the errors detected in the 

source code, have been rectified. 

On a subsequent verification made, it was noted that one of the candidates from the list could 

be saved from cancellation of degree/ qualification by redistributing the eligible grace marks already 

granted to him in third and fourth semesters to the first and second semesters, by way of which 

the pass status of the candidate could be retained, thereby reducing the number of cases of 

cancellation of degree/ qualification to 23 from the earlier figure of 24.

Of the above candidates, original Degree Certificates were issued to 5 candidates and the 

others were issued Provisional Certificates/ Consolidated Mark lists. In order to satisfy the statutory 
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requirements, the candidates who failed to turn up for the hearing conducted were given another 

opportunity and were heard subsequently.  However 2 candidates under Sl. Nos. 1 & 2 again failed to 

appear for the hearing. 

In the mean time, the legal viability of the conduct of special exams in one spell for the two 

categories of students (viz. (i) those who have to reappear on cancellation of their degree/ 

qualification and (ii) those failed candidates who have to reappear for one or two additional papers), 

was sought and the Standing Counsel has opined that  “The error on the part of the University in the 

grant of moderation marks now stands admitted and when the University takes any decision to rectify 

the mistake that has occurred the same should not lead to a situation that different treatment was 

rendered in respect of the 2 groups of students the 112 and 24. Therefore the procedure for 

cancellation should be expedited and the examination should be conducted for both the groups 

together”.  The opinion of the Standing Counsel has been reported to the Syndicate. 

Regarding the process of cancellation of qualification/ degree, the statutory procedures as 

contained in Chapter 31, Kerala University First Statutes, 1977 are to be followed which reads as: 

Procedure:  If evidence is laid before the Syndicate to show that any person on whom a 

degree, title or other distinction has been conferred or to whom a diploma, licence or 

certificate has been granted by the Senate, has been convicted of what in their opinion  is 

an offence involving moral delinquency, the Syndicate may propose to the Senate that the 

degree, diploma, title, licence, certificate or other distinction shall be cancelled, and if the 

proposal is accepted by not less than two-third of the members present at a meeting of the 

Senate and is confirmed by the Chancellor, the degree, diploma, title, licence, certificate 

or other distinction shall  be cancelled accordingly; 

Provided that before cancellation of the degree, diploma, title, licence, certificate or other 

distinction of a person, the person affected shall be given a reasonable opportunity to 

present his case. 

Accordingly a detailed list containing all relevant details viz., Name of Candidates, Candidate 

codes, Name of Programmes etc., was placed before the Syndicate held on 28/04/2020 in the first 

instance.  The Syndicate considered the matter, which is the preliminary statutory requirement and 

resolved to cancel the degrees of the above 23 candidates benefitted by irregular moderation due to 

software error and to place before the Senate for further action.  

In the light of the above resolution of the Syndicate and as per the provisions under Chapter 

31, KUFS 1977, the proposal of cancellation of qualification/degree of the above 23 candidates 

benefitted by the irregular hike in moderation is placed before the Senate for consideration and 

acceptance.  

 

                 As per the provisions under Chapter 31, Kerala University First Statutes 1977, the 

House RESOLVED  to withdraw the Degrees awarded to the 23 candidates as reported in the
