SDE provides Self Learning Material largely in the printed mode, though soft copies are sometimes made available to learners on request. The
CIQA makes sure that the Self Learning Material related to all programmes are self-explanatory, self-contained, self-directed, self-motivating and
self-evaluating, in compliance with the ‘Quality Assurance Guidelines of Learning Material in Multiple Media, Curriculum and Pedagogy’ – As per
Annexure - VII of UGC(ODL) Regulations, 2017.

The observers for the University Examinations are appointed by the Controller of Examinations. They regularly monitor the SDE examinations
conducted in various centres as per the instructions of the University.

At present the School of Distance Education does not have Learner Support Centres. But SDE is conducting PCP in its Head Quarters at
Thiruvananthapuram and its two Sub-centres at Kariavattom Campus and Kollam.

The University of Kerala has a Grievance Redressal System and Procedure which is published on its portal, update from time to time. There is an
online facility for submitting grievances and track their status, and a faculty member given charge for the same. The Higher Educational Institution
regularly monitors, assesses and reviews the effectiveness of its Grievance Redressal Procedures. In addition to this, the School of Distance
Education has its own Grievance Redressal Mechanism, with a Cell dedicated for the purpose. The students have access to respective Programme
Coordinators who resolve most of the grievances on a basic level. Any complaint that is received by the Director is passed on to the teacher in
charge of the Grievance Redressal Cell, who takes remedial steps in consultation with other staff members and respective programme coordinators.
Recurrent complaints are taken up in the Department Council meetings and long term remedies discussed.
