ASAP, Kerala under Higher Education Department is offering higher order skill
programmes to students in colleges and the general community. The programmes aim to
equip the students and job aspirants for the arising job opportunities in the market. This
is in line with the objective of the Kerala Knowledge Economy Mission of the State
Government to train 5 million people and to provide employment to 2 million out of

them.

One of the major challenges faced by the industry is the lack of awareness among
the students on the opportunities available in the market and the skills demanded of
them. ASAP Kerala has therefore decided to form ASAP Cells in all higher education

institutions in the State to address this issue.

to provide industry connect support for the institution.
