Clause 3: The students failing in one or
more papers in the MPE (Previous)
examinations is permitted to continue in
MPE (Final Year) class as regular students
and appear in supplementary examination/s
in the paper/papers he/she failed along
with the regular students of MPE
(Previous) examinations in the subsequent
years. The sessional marks scored in the
MPE (Previous) examinations in which
she/he failed is carry forwarded.

Regulations, 2009, Regulations 2016, shall be exempted from the requirement of the minimum
eligibility condition of NET/SLET/SET

or

M.Sc in life science or in any branch of life science with PhD in Biotechnology as detailed
below.
A good academic record with at least 55% marks (or equivalent grade in a point scale wherever
grading system is followed) at the Master's Degree level in any of the following with PhD degree in
Biotechnology:
(i) M.Sc Microbiology (ii) M.Sc Zoology, (iii) M.Sc Botany or in genetics and Plant Breeding (iv)
M.Sc Biochemistry (v) M.Sc.Aquatic Biology, (vi) M.Sc in Biosciences (vii) M.Sc Evolutionary &
Integrative Biology, (viii) M.Sc Bioinformatics and computational Biology or M.Sc Bioinformatics
(in which the entry qualification should be B.Sc. or B.Tech in a Biological subject), and NET

2. Associate Professor in Biotechnology

(1) Good academic record with a PhD Degree in Biotechnology.

(i) A Master's Degree in Biotechnology or an equivalent subject with at least 55% marks (or an
equivalent grade in a point scale wherever grading system is followed).

(iii) A minimum of eight years of experience of teaching and, or research in an Academic/research
positions equivalent to that of Assistant Professor in a University, College or Accredited
Research Institution/ industry in Biotechnology excluding the period of PhD research with
evidence of published work and a minimum 5 publications as books and/or research/policy
papers.

(iv) Contribution to educational innovation, design of new curricula and courses, and technology
mediated teaching learning process with evidence of having guided doctoral candidates and
research students.

(v) A minimum score as stipulated in the Academic Performance indicator (API) based Performance
Based Appraisal System (PBAS), set out in UGC Regulation referred (I) and subsequent
modifications in it.

The Legal section vide note dated 18.05.2018 has forwarded the learned opinion of the

Standing Counsel in the matter of filing SLP against the judgment in WA 1840/2017 filed by
Ananthapuri Educational Society. The Standing Counsel opines that as affiliation had already been
granted to ‘Saraswathi College of Arts & Science, Vilappil, Thiruvananthapuram’ by the University
without any demur or objection or stipulating any condition based on the order passed by the Division
bench of the Hon’ble High Court, no relief can be claimed by the University in SLP. Further states that
as appointment of teachers, admitting students have occurred in the college based on affiliation, this
will create serious hurdles for the University to move the Apex Court. The Standing Counsel also adds
that no legal proceedings can be initiated by a statutory University purely for academic purpose, when
no relief can be granted by the Court before which such proceedings is initiated.

Following may be noted in this context:

1. In compliance with the judgment dated 14.09.2017 in W.A no 1840 of 2017 filed by
Ananthapuri Educational Society, the Vice-Chancellor in exercise of the powers conferred
under Section 10(13) of the Kerala University Act 1974 decided to grant provisional
affiliation to ‘Saraswathi College of Arts & Science, Vilappil, Thiruvananthapuram’ for the
academic year 2016-17 with permission to start classes from 2017-18, as per provision of
Statute 12, Chapter 24, Kerala University First Statutes, 1977 subject to the condition that the
defects pointed out by the inspection team are to be rectified in accordance with clause 3.3 of
UGC Regulations 2009(Affiliation of Colleges by Universities).

2. The Standing committee of the Syndicate on Affiliation of Colleges held on 23.10.2017
recommended to entrust the Standing Counsel to explore the feasibility of filing SLP in the
Supreme Court against the judgment of the High Court in W.A no 1840 of 2017 and COC no
1630/2017 filed by Ananthapuri Educational Society, Thiruvananthapuram and the legal
section had been informed accordingly. The recommendation approved by the Vice
Chancellor was reported to the Syndicate held on 6.12.2017.

3. As per resolution No.§8, the Senate at its meeting held on 21.10.2017 noted the granting of
provisional affiliation to Saraswathi College of Arts & Science,Vilappil, Thiruvananthapuram
during 2016-17 with permission to start classes from 2017-18. The Senate further resolved to
consider the feasibility of filing SLP in the Supreme Court on the matter. The decision was
intimated to legal section accordingly.

4. The Syndicate at its meeting held on 30.07.2018, vide item no 03.21.04 considered the
learned opinion of the Standing Counsel in the matter of filing SLP against the judgment in
WA no 1840/2017 filed by Ananthapuri Educational Society and resolved to place the learned
opinion of the Standing Counsel in the Senate.
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Hence, the learned opinion of the Standing Counsel in the matter of filing SLP against the
judgment in WA 1840/2017 filed by Ananthapuri Educational Society is placed before the Senate.
The House considered and approved the learned opinion of the Standing Counsel in
the matter of filing SLP against the judgment in WA 1840/2017 filed by Ananthapuri
Educational Society.

20. Upgrading the International Centre for Kerala Studies(ICKS) into a Teaching

Department--proposal —Consideration of-reg. (Ac.)

The Syndicate at its meeting held on 17/04/2018 vide item no. 34.02.01 considered and
resolved to approve all items in the minutes of the meeting of the Budget Implementation Cell held on
11/04/2018.

The Syndicate at its meeting held on 16/11/2018, vide item no. 07.76 considered and resolved
to approve to upgrade the existing International Centre for Kerala Studies(ICKS) into a Teaching
Department.

As per the Kerala University First Statutes, 1977, a University Department of Study and
Research is one established by the Statute and under the direct control of the University as specified in
Chapter 37, “University Departments”, Statute 1 of the Kerala University First Statutes, 1977. Hence
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inclusion/upgradation of a new Department can be effected only through an amendment to the Kerala
University First Statutes, 1977. As such, an amendment proposal for including/formation of a new
Department, namely “Department of Kerala Studies” after the name of Department of Geo-
Infornmation Science and Technology is placed herewith.
The amendment to the Kerala University First Statutes, 1977, approved by the Syndicate is as
follows:
AMENDMENT PROPOSAL
“That, in Chapter 37 under the heading ‘University Departments’, in Statute 2 after item 33
‘O’ the following item shall be added.
33.P-“ Department of Kerala Studies’’.
The above amendment to the Kerala University First Statutes, 1977 is laid before the Senate
for consideration and adoption as envisaged under section 35(3) of the Kerala University Act, 1974.
The House considered and approved the above Amendment to Kerala University First Statutes,
1977 as envisaged under Section 35(3) of the Kerala University Act 1974.

21. Representation of the Christ Church claiming the parking space of the University
Stadium at Palayam - Direction of Hon'ble High Court to the Church —Consideration
of- Reg. (EO)
An extent of 64.66 Acres of land comprised in the Survey no.2638 of Vanchiyoor Village,

including the parking space of the University Stadium near the Christ Church opposite to Public

Library at Palayam, was vested by the Travancore Government to the Travancore University as per

notification R.Dis/1422-A/44/Edn dated 20-11-1944. After passing the Kerala University Act in

1957, the properties of Travancore University were vested to Kerala University. The 2.43 Acres of

land in which the Christ Church situates also includes in the above said land. In 2013 the Government

of Kerala assigned this 2.43 Acres of land to the Christ Church as per GO(MS)No0.455/2013. But the
parking space ie, 32.60 cents of land of the University Stadium lying in between the Stadium and

Christ Church has been under the possession of Kerala University and it lies outside the boundary

wall of the Church.

In 1989 the Church authorities filed a Suit OS.863/89 before the Hon'ble Sub Court,
Thiruvananthapuram, claiming their right over the parking space under the possession of the Kerala
University. But the Hon'ble Sub Court dismissed the Suit on 24-08-2007. Aggrieved by the above
order, the Church filed an Appeal before the Hon'ble High Court of Kerala as RFA No0.529/2007. In
this RFA, an interim order was passed by the Hon'ble High Court on 03-10-2007 that “both sides shall
maintain status-quo on the date of Decree for a period of one month”. After this, when the case came
up on for hearing on 21-10-2008, the court ordered that the interim order is extended until further
orders. Further when the case was posted for hearing on 16-08-2017 the court ordered that the
Church authority is at liberty to approach the Senate of the University for a compromise in the matter.
Based on the above direction of the Hon'ble High Court, the Church authorities submitted a
representation on 05-10-2017 to the University.

As per the orders of the Vice-Chancellor, the representation of the Christ Church, Palayam
was placed before the Syndicate for consideration. The Syndicate meeting held on 06-02-2018
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referred to the combined meeting of the Standing Committees of the Syndicate on Staff, Equipment &
Buildings and Planning & Development. The above combined Committee held on 03-07-2018 did
not take any decision in the above representation from the Church authority.

The main contentions of the Church authorities in the above representation is as
follows:-

I. An extent of 33.750 cents of land in Survey no-2638 of Vanchiyoor Village was
granted to the Church by the Hon'ble Maharaja of Travancore, free of tax for the
purpose of establishing the Church.

II. The Church was consecrated on 15-11-1859 under the name Christ Church.

III. The Survey plan of Vanchiyoor Village kept in the office of the Central Survey,
Thiruvananthapuram, vouches for the fact that the property belongs to the Protestant
Church and is in the absolute possession of the Protestant Church.

IV. Government have not taken decision above the representation filed by the Church
authorities on 06-08-1981 based on the judgement in OP.No.4037 /1981 filed by
them.

V. On 31-07-1988, the Church authorities filed another OP.N0.625/1988 before the
Hon'ble High Court. As per the judgement in the above OP dated 04-08-1988
Government rejected the representation submitted by the Church. The
OP.No.6257/88 was also disposed with direction to the Church authority to file a suit.

VI. They have filed suit OS.No0.863/89 before the Sub Court, Thiruvananthapuram. This
was also dismissed and they filed Appeal before the Hon'ble High Court in
RFA.529/2007. This case was pending before the Hon'ble High Court of Kerala.

The above contentions raised by the Church authorities have already been challenged in the
0S.No.863/89 filed by them before the Hon'ble Sub Court, Thiruvananthapuram and the court
dismissed the case in favour of the University after a detailed hearing. An extent of 64.66 Acres of
land in Survey no. 2638 of Vanchiyoor Village was vested to the Travancore University by the
Travancore Government as per Notification no.R.Dis/1422-A/44/Edn dated 20-11-1944. An extent of
32.60 cents of land in between Stadium and Church was included in the above Notification.
Moreover an extent of 2.43 Acres of land assigned by the Government to the Church authorities as
per G.OMS)455/2013/Rev dated 18-10-2013 was also included in the above Notification.

In the meanwhile on 06-06-2018, the Church authority erected a board in the above property,
stating that “private property. @ ealommuoeaiogl. As per High Court of Kerala RFA 529/2007”.

University took up the matter with Government, District Collector, Tahsildar and Police Department.
The District Collector informed the Registrar to approach the Hon'ble High Court stating that the
Church authorities has violated the order of the Hon'ble High Court. The Syndicate on 02-11-2018,
vide item no: 06.06 resolved to, (a) refer the matter to the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on
Planning and Development, (b) forward the report obtained from the District Collector to the Senior
Counsel engaged in the case and seek his opinion on filing a contempt case, (c) file a separate case
before the Hon'ble High Court of Kerala for the removal of the board unauthorizedly erected by the
Church and (d) authorize the Vice-Chancellor to take necessary action on the matter. The Tahsildar,
Thiruvananthapuram heard the case of erecting the board based on the request of the University. At
the time of hearing the Tahsildar orally directed to dispose the representation submitted by the Church
authorities regarding the parking space of 32.60 cents of land of the University Stadium as directed by
the Hon'ble High Court.

The Standing Committee on Planning and Development held on 14-01-2019, vide Item no.13,
recommended to refer the matter to the Syndicate for appropriate decision based on the following
observations: (a) The contentions raised by the Church authorities cannot be accepted, (b) The land
including the parking space is possesed by the University of Kerala and the Church has no claim on it.
The representation submitted by Christ Church, Palayam claiming the parking space of the University
Stadium near the Church was considered by the Syndicate on 22-01-2019 and vide item no: 02.124
resolved to place the matter before the Senate.

The representation submitted by the Christ Church, Palayam claiming the parking space of the
University Stadiium near the Church is placed before the Senate for appropriate decision.
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The House considered and resolved to aver before the Hon’ble High Court of Kerala that the
land is Undisputadly in the possession of the University.

The Vice-Chancellor invited the members for discussion on the budget.
BUDGET DISCUSSION
Sri.M.Sreekumar, Adv.G.Sugunan , Dr.P.Rajesh Kumar, Sri. Shijukhan.J.S, Sri, Lenin
Lal.M, Sri.Harikrishnan.M Dr.Kavitha.K.R, Dr.K.B. Manoj, and Dr.S.Nazeeb, Members,
who participated in the Budget discussion, congratulated Adv.K.H.Babaujan on the
presentation of the Budget and offered further comments and proposals.

Sri.M.Sreekumar earnestly welcomed the proposals in the budget and praised the academic
vision of the Budget. This budget is indeed a step towards making our University figure
among the best ten in the nation. Refresher Courses should be made mandatory for teachers
of self financing institutions also and funds may be earmarked for the purpose.
Adv.G.Sugunan appreciated the budget proposals and also presented the view that the
development phase demanded more funds. Incentives should be increased for students who
excel in sports and games. The functioning of the Physical Education Department should be
made more effective. He appreciated the hike in the research fellowships but suggested that
the rate be increased further. He lauded the proposal for Student Palliative clubs which will
give our students more social exposure and suggested that more funds be provided.
Dr.P.Rajesh Kumar praised the Budget for its main focus on research and other related
activities, while it encompassed all areas of relevance . ‘afl3jodmal MUoE®:HEM alRL®T is
another highlight in the budget. The innovative scheme for providing insurance to students
should be accessible to the students of all affiliated Colleges. The Director of Student
Services can be entrusted to monitor the Programme. He stated that the Budget presented a
vision for social improvement.

Sri. Shijukhan. J.S pointed out the merits of the budget and specifically mentioned science
Research summit for its current relevance. The ‘Scholar in Residence Programme ‘is a
unique one. Nobel laureates and Jnanpith Award winners should be invited and honored in
this programme. He lauded the publication grant for research work and suggested that stress
be laid on studies related to the contribution of Keralites working abroad and also about the
migrant laborers in Kerala.

Sri. Lenin Lal.M commended the Budget for its student friendly approach laying stress on
research activities. The findings of science researches in our departments should reach the
general public through programmes like Science expo. He also pointed out that study of local
history be given emphasis and demanded that a study centre named after Eric Hobsbawm, the
famous historian be instituted and adequate funding be allocated.

Sri.Hariskrishnan.M commended the various proposals laid down in the budget for
empowering research. He pointed out that the budget is student friendly and requested that
more attention be paid to ensuring proper infrastructure and other facilities in the self
financing institutions. More funds may be allocated for this.

Dr. K.R. Kavitha welcomed the proposals in the budget. She made specific recommendation
to conduct Green Auditing prior to the implementation of the Green Protocol.

Dr. K. B. Manoj appreciated all the creative proposals and stressed the enhancement of the
sources for raising the internal revenue of the University as more amount is allocated for
salary and pension purposes. He pointed out that the self financing institution of the
University should be a major source of revenue for the University and hence much stress
should be laid for providing proper infrastructural facilities.
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Dr.S. Nazeeb praised the budget proposals and wanted to ensure the implementation in a
time bound manner. Quality enhancement of research activities and its outreach should be
strictly be monitored. The budget can be definitely regarded as an important step towards
making our University one among the top ten of Indian Universities as envisaged by the
Hon’ble Chief Minister in his meeting with the members of the Syndicate.

As part of the concluding remarks, the Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor expressed his
satisfaction on the Budget proposals. He suggested that special allocation be earmarked for
the proposed programme for conservation of ponds, fields etc. Further, more funds be
allocated upgrading lab facilities in the department of Statistics. He also proposed that the
number of Post Doctoral Fellowship (PDF) per Faculty be increased. Similarly, the
University should finance publication of research outputs in major international Journals, as
they require high processing charge. Providing fund to enable open Access publication will
improve the index rating of our research publications and thereby contribute to MRF rating
in NAAC Accreditation.

The Pro-Vice-Chancellor suggested that the proposed ‘Scholar in Residence
Programme’ be made applicable to affiliated Colleges also. He also called for a monthly
review of the implementation committee to ensure that budget proposals are brought to
Sfruition.

He also suggested that the award for the department with best output be given to two
streams separately namely Science and Humanities.

The Vice-Chancellor then invited Adv. K.H Babujan, Convenor, and Standing Committee of the
Syndicate on Finance for the reply to the budget discussion.

The reply speech is appended.
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The Vice-Chancellor declared that the Financial Estimates of the University for the year 2019-
2020 is passed subject to the modifications suggested by the Convenor, Standing Committee of
the Syndicate on Finance.

The Vice-Chancellor thanked the members for their co-operation.

The meeting was adjourned sine-die at 11.40 a.m.
